I, Jessica L. Goldman, hereby declare as follows:

1. I am counsel for Chief of Staff James Troyer and the other non-party legislators
and legislative staff who have been subject to subpoenas from Plaintiffs (the “Non-Parties”). | am
over the age of 18 and am competent to testify as to the following based upon personal
knowledge.

2. The Non-Parties responded to 24 very broad subpoenas duces tecum, received

between April 5, 2022 and October 27, 2022. Among these were subpoenas to 15 legislators and
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six legislative staff who supported the Redistricting Commissioners. The Non-Parties responded
to all of these subpoenas.

3. Attached as Exhibit 1 is a true and correct copy of the April 5, 2022 email from
Plaintiffs” attorney Sonni Waknin forwarding subpoenas to Washington State legislators
Representative Peter Abbarno, Representative Bruce Chandler, Representative Chris Corry,
Representative Laurie Dolan, Representative Joe Fitzgibbon, Representative Greg Gilday, Senator
Jim Honeyford, Senator Curtis King, Senator Mark Mullet, and Representative Andrew
Stokesbary.

4, Plaintiffs never issued a subpoena to the Legislature. Nonetheless, the Legislature
voluntarily produced records maintained by the Legislature that were responsive to the individual
subpoenas through counsel for the Non-Parties.

5. In addition, Plaintiffs deposed five of the Non-Parties, the last of which they took
on December 19, 2022.

6. Counsel for the Non-Parties produced more than 451,491 pages plus large data sets,
including one that was 75.6 gigabytes and a second that was 44 gigabytes. The Non-Parties
continued producing documents to Plaintiffs through December 30, 2022.

7. Attached as Exhibit 2 is a true and correct copy of the January 5, 2023 email from
my paralegal Tana Daugherty to Ms. Waknin. The Non-Parties began producing response records
on April 22 and completed this production on November 18, 2022.

8. Attached as Exhibit 3 is a true and correct copy of the January 13, 2023 email to
me from Plaintiffs’ counsel Simone Leeper.

9. Attached as Exhibit 4 is a true and correct copy of a second January 13, 2023 email
to me from Ms. Leeper.
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10.  Attached as Exhibit 5 is a true and correct copy of the April 22, 2022 email from
Ms. Leeper to counsel for the parties to this lawsuit which was then forwarded by the Attorney
General’s office to me. It included subpoenas duces tecum directed to Senator Brad Hawkins,
Representative Vicki Kraft, and Representative Gina Mossbrucker. Plaintiffs never served
Senator Hawkins or Representative Kraft. My office produced Representative Mosbrucker’s
responsive records and voluntarily produced responsive legislative records on May 10 and June
17, 2022.

11.  Attached as Exhibit 6 is a true and correct copy of the October 17, 2022 email to
me from Ms. Waknin attaching subpoenas for Senators Jim Honeyford and Mark Schoesler. My
office produced the Senators’ responsive records and voluntarily produced responsive legislative
records on November 7, 2022.

12.  Attached as Exhibit 7 is a true and correct copy of the October 27, 2022 email to
me from Ms. Waknin attaching subpoenas to Representative Jeremie Dufault and Senator John
Braun. My office produced the legislators’ responsive records and voluntarily produced
responsive legislative records on November 18, 2022.

13.  Attached as Exhibit 8 is a true and correct copy of excerpts from the transcript of
the August 15, 2022 deposition of Paul Campos taken by Plaintiffs in this matter along with a true
and correct copy of Exhibit 7 to that deposition.

14.  Through January 13, 2023, my partner Jesse Taylor and | have billed 184 hours
responding to Plaintiffs’ subpoenas and defending the depositions Plaintiffs noted. My paralegals
billed 160 hours responding to Plaintiffs’ subpoenas. This does not include the substantial time
spent by legislative staff in voluntarily responding to the subpoenas Plaintiffs only directed to

individuals.
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15. Ms. Waknin called me on December 5, 2022 to ask whether I also represented
Chief of Staff Troyer. 1told her I would check and get back to her.

16.  Attached as Exhibit 9 is a true and correct copy of my December 7, 2022 email to
Ms. Waknin. She did not tell me that the court-ordered discovery cutoff was January 1, 2023. In
fact, I received no response from her.

17.  Attached as Exhibit 10 is a true and correct copy of the December 20, 2022 email
to me from Ms. Waknin attaching the “2022-12-20 2" Amended Troyer Subpoena.pdf.” She still
did not inform me of the January 1, 2023 discovery cutoff.

18.  Attached as Exhibit 11 is a true and correct copy of my email exchange with Ms.
Waknin between December 14, 2022 and December 21, 2022. Another week passed after my last
email with no further word from Plaintiffs” counsel.

19.  Attached as Exhibit 12 is a true and correct copy of my letter to Ms. Waknin
emailed to her December 21, 2022.

20.  Attached as Exhibit 13 is a true and correct copy of Ms. Waknin’s January 4, 2023
email to me.

21.  Attached as Exhibit 14 is a true and correct copy of the January 5, 2023 email from
my partner Jesse Taylor to Ms. Waknin during my absence from the country.

22.  Attached as Exhibit 15 is a true and correct copy of the December 14, 2022 email
from Ms. Waknin to me attaching the “Amended 2022-12-14 Troyer Subpoena FINAL.pdf.” Of
the demand for communications with the 26 listed individuals, Plaintiffs already had obtained
from my firm discovery from nine of those individuals: Evan Ridley, Anton Grose, Paul Campos,
Representative Alex Ybarra, Representative Drew Stokesbary, Senator Jim Honeyford, Senator
Curtis King, Senator Mark Schoesler, and Senator John Braun.
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23.  Attached as Exhibit 16 is a true and correct copy of my email exchange with
Andrew Hughes, counsel for the State of Washington on January 14, 2023 and his response on
January 17, 2023.

24, I had no knowledge of, or involvement with, any of the discussions among the
parties’ lawyers regarding the limited extension of party discovery they jointly requested at the
end of December 2022.

25. Ms. Waknin and Mark Gaber conducted a telephonic discovery conference with me
on January 9, 2023, the day the legislative session began, regarding their demand for documents
from Chief of Staff Troyer. However, they said nothing to me about deposing him.

26.  Attached hereto as Exhibit 17 is a true and correct copy of the January 20, 2023
email to me from Ms. Waknin.

knowledge, information and belief, the foregoing is true and correct.

(c¢) Place of Compliance.

(1) For a Trial, Hearing, or Deposition. A subpoena may command a
person to attend a trial, hearing, or deposition only as follows:
(A) within 100 miles of where the person resides, is employed, or
regularly transacts business in person; or
(B) within the state where the person resides, is employed, or regularly
transacts business in person, if the person
(i) is a party or a party’s officer; or
(ii) is commanded to attend a trial and would not incur substantial
expense.

(2) For Other Discovery. A subpoena may command:

(A) production of documents, electronically stored information, or
tangible things at a place within 100 miles of where the person resides, is
employed, or regularly transacts business in person; and

(B) inspection of premises at the premises to be inspected.

(d) Protecting a Person Subject to a Subpoena; Enforcement.

(1) Avoiding Undue Burden or Expense; Sanctions. A party or attorney
responsible for issuing and serving a subpoena must take reasonable steps
to avoid imposing undue burden or expense on a person subject to the
subpoena. The court for the district where compliance is required must
enforce this duty and impose an appropriate sanction—which may include
lost earnings and reasonable attorney’s fees—on a party or attorney who
fails to comply.

(2) Command to Produce Materials or Permit Inspection.

(A) Appearance Not Required. A person commanded to produce
documents, electronically stored information, or tangible things, or to
permit the inspection of premises, need not appear in person at the place of
production or inspection unless also commanded to appear for a deposition,
hearing, or trial.

(B) Objections. A person commanded to produce documents or tangible
things or to permit inspection may serve on the party or attorney designated
in the subpoena a written objection to inspecting, copying, testing, or
sampling any or all of the materials or to inspecting the premises—or to
producing electronically stored information in the form or forms requested.
The objection must be served before the earlier of the time specified for
compliance or 14 days after the subpoena is served. If an objection is made,
the following rules apply:

(i) At any time, on notice to the commanded person, the serving party
may move the court for the district where compliance is required for an
order compelling production or inspection.

(ii) These acts may be required only as directed in the order, and the
order must protect a person who is neither a party nor a party’s officer from
significant expense resulting from compliance.

(3) Quashing or Modifying a Subpoena.

(A) When Required. On timely motion, the court for the district where

compliance is required must quash or modify a subpoena that:

(i) fails to allow a reasonable time to comply;

(i) requires a person to comply beyond the geographical limits
specified in Rule 45(c);

(i) requires disclosure of privileged or other protected matter, if no
exception or waiver applies; or

(iv) subjects a person to undue burden.

(B) When Permitted. To protect a person subject to or affected by a
subpoena, the court for the district where compliance is required may, on
motion, quash or modify the subpoena if it requires:

(i) disclosing a trade secret or other confidential research,
development, or commercial information; or

(i) disclosing an unretained expert’s opinion or information that does
not describe specific occurrences in dispute and results from the expert’s
study that was not requested by a party.

(C) Specifying Conditions as an Alternative. In the circumstances
described in Rule 45(d)(3)(B), the court may, instead of quashing or
modifying a subpoena, order appearance or production under specified
conditions if the serving party:

(i) shows a substantial need for the testimony or material that cannot be
otherwise met without undue hardship; and

(i) ensures that the subpoenaed person will be reasonably compensated.

(e) Duties in Responding to a Subpoena.

(1) Producing Documents or Electronically Stored Information. These
procedures apply to producing documents or electronically stored
information:

(A) Documents. A person responding to a subpoena to produce documents
must produce them as they are kept in the ordinary course of business or
must organize and label them to correspond to the categories in the demand.

(B) Form for Producing Electronically Stored Information Not Specified.
If a subpoena does not specify a form for producing electronically stored
information, the person responding must produce it in a form or forms in
which it is ordinarily maintained or in a reasonably usable form or forms.

(C) Electronically Stored Information Produced in Only One Form. The
person responding need not produce the same electronically stored
information in more than one form.

(D) Inaccessible Electronically Stored Information. The person
responding need not provide discovery of electronically stored information
from sources that the person identifies as not reasonably accessible because
of undue burden or cost. On motion to compel discovery or for a protective
order, the person responding must show that the information is not
reasonably accessible because of undue burden or cost. If that showing is
made, the court may nonetheless order discovery from such sources if the
requesting party shows good cause, considering the limitations of Rule
26(b)(2)(C). The court may specify conditions for the discovery.

(2) Claiming Privilege or Protection.

(A) Information Withheld. A person withholding subpoenaed information
under a claim that it is privileged or subject to protection as trial-preparation
material must:

(i) expressly make the claim; and

(ii) describe the nature of the withheld documents, communications, or
tangible things in a manner that, without revealing information itself
privileged or protected, will enable the parties to assess the claim.

(B) Information Produced. If information produced in response to a
subpoena is subject to a claim of privilege or of protection as
trial-preparation material, the person making the claim may notify any party
that received the information of the claim and the basis for it. After being
notified, a party must promptly return, sequester, or destroy the specified
information and any copies it has; must not use or disclose the information
until the claim is resolved; must take reasonable steps to retrieve the
information if the party disclosed it before being notified; and may promptly
present the information under seal to the court for the district where
compliance is required for a determination of the claim. The person who
produced the information must preserve the information until the claim is
resolved.

(g) Contempt.

The court for the district where compliance is required—and also, after a
motion is transferred, the issuing court—may hold in contempt a person
who, having been served, fails without adequate excuse to obey the
subpoena or an order related to it.

ATTACHMENT A- SUBPOENA FOR DOCUMENTS AND RECORDS
Pursuant to Rule 45 of the Federal Rules of Civil Procedure, you are commanded to
produce to Plaintiffs the documents and electronically stored information described below in your

possession, custody, or control.

DEFINITIONS AND INSTRUCTIONS

1. “DOCUMENTS” is defined as synonymous in meaning and equal in scope to
the usage of the term in Federal Rule of Civil Procedure 34(a), in its broadest sense, and shall
mean to include all written, printed, typed, recorded or graphic matter of every kind and
description, including COMMUNICATIONS, both originals and copies, and all attachments and
appendices thereto, that are in YOUR possession, custody, or control, or in the possession,
custody, or control of YOUR attorney. Without limiting the term “control,” a DOCUMENT is
deemed to be within YOUR control if YOU have ownership, possession or custody of the
DOCUMENT, or the right to secure the DOCUMENT or copy thereof from any persons or
public or private entity having physical control thereof.

2. “LEGISLATOR?” refers to a past or present elected member of the Washington
House of Representatives (“Washington House”) or the Washington Senate, including such

members’ past or present employees, legislative office staff, district office staff, committee staff,
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caucus staff, campaign staff, all interns, representatives, designees, attorneys, advisors,
consultants, contractors, agents, or other persons or entities acting or purporting to act on the
member’s behalf, subject to the member’s control or on behalf of any committee or body of
which the elected member is a member.

3. “COMMUNICATION” means any communication, electronic or otherwise,
including but not limited to, e-mail (whether from an official or personal account), phone logs,
letters, postcards, faxes, text messages, voicemails, recorded conversations, complaints,
messages on any internet or phone apps (including Slack, Microsoft Teams, Signal, What’s
App), whether on a publicly paid device or a personal one if used to discuss redistricting
business. Communications also means any electronic calendar invitations and invitations sent
regarding phone conversations and electronic meetings (such as invitations to join Zoom or
conference calls).

4. “RELATING TO” any given subject matter means, without limitation, anything
that, in whole or in part, directly or indirectly, analyzes, comments on, comprises, concerns,
constitutes, contains, discusses, embodies, evidences, explains, identifies, manifests, mentions,
reflects, refers to, relates to, states, summarizes, or is in any way relevant to the particular subject
matter identified.

5. “REDISTRICTING” means any consideration of the alignment of district
boundaries for an entire legislative body, a single legislative district, or districts within a
geographic area.

6. “WASHINGTON REDISTRICTING COMMISSION” means the constitutional
redistricting commission that is comprised of four voting members and one non-voting chair that
is responsible for the drafting of district boundaries for congressional and state legislative district
seats. This includes individual commissioners: Sarah Augustine, April Sims, Paul Graves, Brady
Piniero Walkinshaw, Joe Fain and all staff.

7. “2021 APPROVED WASHINGTON LEGISLATIVE DISTRICT MAP” means
the map that was approved by the Washington Redistricting Commission on November 16, 2021,
that was then sent to the Washington Legislature for final approval.

8. “HCR 4407” refers to the bill in the Washington Legislature that made
amendments to the redistricting plan approved by the Washington Redistricting Commission for

state legislative and congressional districts.
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0. In responding to these requests, please produce all responsive documents in your
possession, custody, or control. You must produce all responsive documents within your actual
possession, custody, or control, as well as such documents which you have the legal right to
obtain on demand or the practical ability to obtain from a third party, including but not limited
to any and all documents that you and your counsel or other persons or entities acting or
purporting to act on your behalf have actually reviewed.

10.  All references in these requests to an individual person include any and all past
or present employees, staff, interns, representatives, designees, attorneys, advisors, consultants,
contractors, agents, predecessors in office or position, and all other persons or entities acting or
purporting to act on the individual person’s behalf or subject to the control of such a person. All
references in these requests to an entity, governmental entity, or any other type of organization
include its past or present officers, executives, directors, employees, staff, interns,
representatives, designees, attorneys, advisors, consultants, contractors, agents, and all other
persons or entities acting or purporting to act on behalf of such an organization or subject to its
control.

11. In construing these document requests, apply the broadest construction, so as to

produce the most comprehensive response. Construe the terms “and” and “or” either
disjunctively or conjunctively, as necessary, to bring within the scope of the request all responses
that might otherwise be construed to be outside that scope. Words used in the singular shall
include the plural. Words or terms used herein have the same intent and meaning regardless of
whether the words or terms are depicted in lowercase or uppercase letters.

12. Documents should be produced in their entirety, without abbreviation, redaction,
or expurgation; file folders with tabs or labels identifying documents responsive to these requests
should be produced intact with said documents; and documents attached to each other should
not be separated. Please produce any electronically stored information (“ESI”) in native format
files or Bates numbered individual PDF files with a corresponding load file preserving all native
metadata. Each document produced should be categorized by the number of the request for which
it is produced. No portion of a request may be left unanswered because of an objection raised to
another part of that request. If you object to any portion of a document request, you must state

with specificity the grounds of the objection. Any ground not stated will be waived.

13.  For any document withheld from production on a claim of privilege or work
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product protection, you must provide a written privilege log identifying each document
individually and containing all information required by Rule 45(e)(2)(A) of the Federal Rules of
Civil Procedure, including a description of the basis of the claimed privilege and all information
necessary for the United States to assess the claim of privilege.

14.  If you contend that it would be unduly burdensome to obtain and provide all of
the documents called for in response to any document request or subsection thereof, then in
response to the appropriate request: (a) produce all such documents as are available without
undertaking what you contend to be an unduly burdensome request; (b) describe with
particularity the efforts made by you or on your behalf to produce such documents; and (c) state
with particularity the grounds upon which you contend that additional efforts to produce such
documents would be unduly burdensome.

15. If any requested document or other potentially relevant document is subject to
destruction under any document retention or destruction program, the documents should be
exempted from any scheduled destruction and should not be destroyed until the conclusion of
this lawsuit or unless otherwise permitted by court order.

16. In the event that a responsive document has been destroyed or has passed out of
your possession, custody, or control, please provide the following information with respect to
each such document: its title, date, author(s), sender(s), recipient(s), subject matter, the
circumstances under which it has become unavailable, and, if known, its current location and
custodian.

17. These requests are continuing in nature. Your response must be supplemented,
and any additional responsive material disclosed if responsive material becomes available after
you serve your response. You must also amend your responses to these requests if you learn that
an answer is in some material respect incomplete or incorrect.

18. Unless otherwise specified, all document requests concern the period of time

from January 1, 2019, to the present.
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DOCUMENT REQUESTS

1. All documents relating to any redistricting proposal drawn, discussed, or considered for
the Washington state legislative districts, including but not limited to, from the
Washington Redistricting Commission or a Legislator, their staff, consultants, or
advisors.

Thank you for the kind reply. Pet owners and the pet trade would be able to choose how they
fulfill 50% of a natural environment (native walking space, diet and habitat needs) that their
animal would receive, as long as the 50% requirement is met. Citizens could remain creative this
way. If dogs, cats or songbirds could not be placed outside to provide natural walking space 50%
of the time, then efforts could be maintained to provide them adequate walking space indoors. I
believe that dairy and chicken operations currently enforce 50% minimum walking space and a
natural diet, and I am quite proud of their efforts to keep these animals happy and comfortable.
My concern is with pet store facilities and local pet breeders. An example could be a pet store
that houses Tetra fish. These fish live in the Black River of the Amazon naturally. Many pet
stores do not meet many of the needs of these fish. The Black River contains leaf litter to darken
the water and driftwood for fish to hide.

Civil-rights groups fought that
effort in court, saying it was an attempt to discourage immigrants from participating in the census.

The Supreme Court in June 2019 block

, citing evidence that Mr. Ross’s
Jjustification was “contrived.”

In March 2020, millions of Americans had just received a mailed invitation to respond to the census when
the pandemic mushroomed. That forced the bureau to shut down many operations for weeks. When it
restarted, officials struggled to retain and deploy a quarter-million mask-protected workers to count millions
of non-responding houscholds, many of them wary of answering the door. The burcau planned to extend
counting last fall, but Mr. Ross ordered it accelerated. That produced more litigation before the Supreme
Court allowed counting to close Oct, 15.

In the end, about two-thirds of Americans answered the census on their own, a key measure because that
method typically yields the most complete, accurate results. That matched the 2010 rate, although last year
the window was extended from 20 to 31 weeks. Other preliminary quality measures show a sharp increase
in the number of census questions left blank. The bureau has filled in blanks by checking other federal
records and making inferences from information about other household members or, as a last resort, similar
households nearby.

The bureau also has face that adds small, calculated distortions to most census
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results to protect individual respondents’ information. Testing has shown effects would be minimal in most
instances but potentially larger when it comes to some smaller groups and areas. The plan, which has
undergone more than two years of development and testing, has drawn concerns from some data users that
census results won’t be usable for various needs, such as for research and distributing state and federal
funds.

Amid skepticism about the quality of the census, the bureau has taken extra steps to assess its accuracy.
After sifting a trove of operational data, a panc| from the American Statistical Association is expected to
report early findings within weeks. The bureau has also asked for a full review by a panel of the National
Academy of Sciences, a project expected to last into 2023.

Even before the disruptions, the census schedule included two large, independent cross-checks. The first
compares it to data on births, deaths and immigration. Early results show that the overall count fell ncar the
middle of those demographic estimates.

The second is a survey of 161,000 households that is matched to completed census forms. By finding survey
respondents who didn’t fill out the census form, the bureau can estimate how many and what types of people
were missed. Results are expected early next year.

(ii) ensures that the subpoenaed person will be reasonably
compensated.

(d) Duties in Responding to a Subpoena.

(1) Producing Documents or Electronically Stored Information.
These procedures apply to producing documents or electronically
stored information:

(A) Documents. A person responding to a subpoena to produce
documents must produce them as they are kept in the ordinary
course of business or must organize and label them to correspond to
the categories in the demand.

(B) Form for Producing Electronically Stored Information Not
Specified. 1f a subpoena does not specify a form for producing
electronically stored information, the person responding must
produce it in a form or forms in which it is ordinarily maintained or
in a reasonably usable form or forms.

Dear Sonni:

Pursuant to FRCP 45, we object to the subpoena duces tecum to James Troyer which
you emailed to me yesterday.

As you know, we represent the Washington State legislators and legislative staff who
are not parties to the Palmer v. Hobbs lawsuit. You and your colleagues on behalf of the
Plaintiffs have served approximately 24 subpoenas duces tecum on our clients and five
deposition subpoenas. Each of the subpoenas duces tecum has been directed to an individual,
by name. None of these individuals controls or has authority to produce records maintained by
the Washington State Legislature. Nonetheless, the Legislature has voluntarily produced
records responsive to each of the prior subpoenas. The documents requested by your
subpoenas have been very broad. Correspondingly, our document production has been
massive. We have produced to you more than 428,715 pages. It has required a substantial
amount of time from the named witnesses as well as that of the legislative staff who have
performed the voluntary searches of the legislative systems.

You emailed your first subpoenas duces tecum to our clients on April 5, 2022. Many of
the subpoenas, including those you emailed on April 5, requested: “Any communications,
related in any way to the redrawing of Washington’s state legislative districts, population or
demographic of Latino and/or Hispanic individuals, racial voting patterns, the Voting Rights
Act, or Hispanic and/or Latino voters, with the following: ... James D. Troyer ....” Some of
your subpoenas also included a request for: “Any communications, related to the 2022 elections
for Washington Legislative Districts 14 and 15 from 2021 to the Present with the following: ...
James D. Troyer ....” Plaintiffs included both of these requests as recently as the subpoenas to
Representative Dufault and Senator Braun which you emailed to me on October 27, 2022. We

produced to you records in response to these two subpoenas on November 18, 2022, including
records voluntarily provided from the legislative systems.

On December 5, 2022, eight months after we first began receiving your subpoenas to
our clients, you called and asked me if we represented James Troyer because you wanted to
issue a subpoena duces tecum and a deposition subpoena to him. Mr. Troyer is the Chief of
Staff for the Washington State Senate. I returned your all on December 7, 2022 and advised
you that we did represent him. I told you that Chief of Staff Troyer would be on holiday leave
beginning December 12 and that I was authorized to accept service of a subpoena duces tecum
with a deadline of January 6 or later.

Chief of Staff Troyer began his holiday leave on December 12. I heard nothing further
from you until December 14. That day you emailed me a subpoena duces tecum with a January
2, 2023 return deadline. I immediately advised you that, per my December 7 email, I was not
authorized to accept service of such a subpoena, and I reminded you that Chief of Staff Troyer
was now out of the office on vacation.

I heard nothing further from you until yesterday, December 20, when you emailed me a
new subpoena to Chief of Staff Troyer with a January 6, 2023 return deadline. In response, I
asked you when the discovery deadline is in this case. You informed me that the deadline is
January 3, 2023. I have since confirmed that on August 15, 2022, at the request of the parties,
the Court ordered that discovery must be completed by January 1, 2023. As is standard, the
Court’s Order states:

These are firm dates that can be changed only by order of the
Court, not by agreement of counsel or the parties. The Court will
alter these dates only upon good cause shown; failure to complete
discovery within the time allowed is not recognized as good
cause.

I asked you yesterday under what authority you proposed to issue a subpoena with a
deadline after the discovery cutoff. You responded: “The discovery cutoff is after we issued
the first subpoena and after we issued the revised subpoena, at your request.” I note that your
first subpoena was never served. Your second subpoena is not allowed by the Court’s Order
authorizing discovery. For these reasons, we object to your subpoena of yesterday.

In addition, we object to the timing of yesterday’s subpoena for other reasons. Based
on the first subpoenas you emailed to us, you have known about Chief of Staff Troyer’s role
since April. You have received many records to or from Chief of Staff Troyer in the
voluminous document production we already have made in response to your 24 other
subpoenas to legislators and legislative staff. Despite knowing his role, you waited until
December 5 to inquire about him. You then waited until after he left on his vacation to attempt

service of your various subpoenas on him. Yesterday’s subpoena which you emailed to me
arrived while Chief of Staff of Troyer remains on holiday vacation. Upon his return to the
office on January 3, he will be focusing his full attention on preparing for the legislative session
which begins January 9, 2023.

For each of these reasons, we object to yesterday’s subpoena. It is overbroad and
unduly burdensome, served late, and it imposes an impossible burden on a non-party while you
know him to be on vacation.

(3) Quashing or Modifying a Subpoena.

(A) When Required. On timely motion, the issuing court must
quash or modify a subpoena that:

(i) fails to allow a reasonable time to comply;

(ii) requires a person who is neither a party nor a party’s officer
to travel more than 100 miles from where that person resides, is
employed, or regularly transacts business in person — except that,
subject to Rule 45(c)(3)(B)(iii), the person may be commanded to
attend a trial by traveling from any such place within the state where
the trial is held;

(iii) requires disclosure of privileged or other protected matter, if
no exception or waiver applies; or

(iv) subjects a person to undue burden.

(B) When Permitted. To protect a person subject to or affected by
a subpoena, the issuing court may, on motion, quash or modify the
subpoena if it requires:

(i) disclosing a trade secret or other confidential research,
development, or commercial information;

(ii) disclosing an unretained expert’s opinion or information that
does not describe specific occurrences in dispute and results from
the expert’s study that was not requested by a party; or

(iii) a person who is neither a party nor a party’s officer to incur
substantial expense to travel more than 100 miles to attend trial.

(C) Specifying Conditions as an Alternative. In the circumstances
described in Rule 45(c)(3)(B), the court may, instead of quashing or
modifying a subpoena, order appearance or production under
specified conditions if the serving party:

(i) shows a substantial need for the testimony or material that
cannot be otherwise met without undue hardship; and

(ii) ensures that the subpoenaed person will be reasonably
compensated.

(d) Duties in Responding to a Subpoena.

(1) Producing Documents or Electronically Stored Information.
These procedures apply to producing documents or electronically
stored information:

(A) Documents. A person responding to a subpoena to produce
documents must produce them as they are kept in the ordinary
course of business or must organize and label them to correspond to
the categories in the demand.

(B) Form for Producing Electronically Stored Information Not
Specified. 1f a subpoena does not specify a form for producing
electronically stored information, the person responding must
produce it in a form or forms in which it is ordinarily maintained or
in a reasonably usable form or forms.

(C) Electronically Stored Information Produced in Only One
Form. The person responding need not produce the same
electronically stored information in more than one form.

(D) Inaccessible Electronically Stored Information. The person
responding need not provide discovery of electronically stored
information from sources that the person identifies as not reasonably
accessible because of undue burden or cost. On motion to compel
discovery or for a protective order, the person responding must show
that the information is not reasonably accessible because of undue
burden or cost. If that showing is made, the court may nonetheless
order discovery from such sources if the requesting party shows
good cause, considering the limitations of Rule 26(b)(2)(C). The
court may specify conditions for the discovery.

(2) Claiming Privilege or Protection.

(A) Information Withheld. A person withholding subpoenaed
information under a claim that it is privileged or subject to
protection as trial-preparation material must:

(i) expressly make the claim; and

(ii) describe the nature of the withheld documents,
communications, or tangible things in a manner that, without
revealing information itself privileged or protected, will enable the
parties to assess the claim.

(B) Information Produced. If information produced in response to a
subpoena is subject to a claim of privilege or of protection as trial-
preparation material, the person making the claim may notify any
party that received the information of the claim and the basis for it.
After being notified, a party must promptly return, sequester, or
destroy the specified information and any copies it has; must not use
or disclose the information until the claim is resolved; must take
reasonable steps to retrieve the information if the party disclosed it
before being notified; and may promptly present the information to
the court under seal for a determination of the claim. The person
who produced the information must preserve the information until
the claim is resolved.

(e) Contempt. The issuing court may hold in contempt a person
who, having been served, fails without adequate excuse to obey the
subpoena. A nonparty’s failure to obey must be excused if the
subpoena purports to require the nonparty to attend or produce at a
place outside the limits of Rule 45(c)(3)(A)(ii).
