WHEREAS, following the release of the 2020 United States
decennial census data, the City Council engaged in the redistricting
of council and school board districts as required by Sections 5.02
and 13.03 of the Charter of the City of Jacksonville and enacted
Ordinance 2022-01-E on March 22, 2022; and

WHEREAS, the Jacksonville Branch of the NAACP and thirteen other
plaintiffs filed suit against the City of Jacksonville and the Duval
County Supervisor of Elections in the Middle District of Florida in
case number 3:22-cv-493-MMH-LLL alleging the City Council violated
the Fourteenth Amendment when it redrew the district 1lines by
improperly taking race into consideration; and

WHEREAS, the Plaintiffs also sought a preliminary injunction
preventing the City and the Duval County Supervisor of Elections from
using the district lines in Ordinance 2022-01-E in the March 2023
elections and beyond; and

WHEREAS, on October 12, 2022, the District Court for the Middle
District of Florida granted Plaintiffs’ Motion for Preliminary
Injunction in case number 3:22-cv-493-MMH-LLL and enjoined the City

and the Duval County Supervisor of Elections from conducting any

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elections using the districts enacted in Ordinance 2022-01-E; and

WHEREAS, the Court further ordered the City to enact and file
with the Court no later than November 8, 2022, an interim remedial
redistricting plan for use 1in all City Council and School Board
elections held pending final judgment in the case; and

WHEREAS, the Court prohibited the City from using race as a
predominant factor in the design of any district unless the use of
race 1s narrowly tailored to comply with a constitutionally
permissible compelling government interest; and

WHEREAS, in creating the interim remedial redistricting plan,
the Council is obligated to ensure that all districts are as nearly
equal 1in population and are arranged in as logical and compact a
geographical pattern as possible to achieve and to ensure that all
federal and state constitutions, laws, and requirements are complied
with; and

WHEREAS, while the Council districts are based upon population
with respect to their size, the geographical arrangement and
territorial boundaries of the districts must take into consideration
other factors, particularly compactness and contiguity, so that the
people of the City, and their varied economic, social, and ethnic
interest and objectives are adequately represented within the
Council; and

WHEREAS, given the short timeframe within which the City must
enact a remedial redistricting plan to comply with the Court’s Order,
the City Council developed an expedited process to allow the Council
to deliberate new district boundaries, while also attempting to take
into account public input, as appropriate and feasible; and

WHEREAS, Dbecause of the short timeframe established by the
Court, compliance with the public hearings, public input and
deliberative requirements of Chapter 18, Ordinance Code 1is not

possible; now therefore

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BE IT ORDAINED by the Council of the City of Jacksonville:

Section 1. Legislative Findings; Recitals. The City Council
finds as follows:

(a) The City Council 2022 Special Committee on Redistricting,
in seeking to comply with the Court’s Order, has sought the advice
and assistance of Douglas Johnson, President of National Demographics
Corporation, working in conjunction with the City’s Planning and
Development Department, to assist the City Council in producing,
analyzing, and assessing territorial and population maps of the City
of Jacksonville based on the 2020 United States census data.

(b) The City Council 2022 Special Committee on Redistricting
did, after holding noticed public meetings on October 20, 2022,
November 1, 2022, November 2, 2022, and November 3, 2022, transmit a
proposed plan, dated November 3, 2022 (the “Proposed Plan”) to the
City Council. The Proposed Plan was accompanied with a report
attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 1, labeled as “Second
Revised Exhibit 1, 2rd Rev Prop Plan, November 4, 2022 - Floor”
containing the following information:

(1) A map of the General Services District showing both the
existing district boundaries and the proposed district
boundaries;

(ii) A table indicating the population of each proposed district
and the wvariations of each such population from the
population average for all the districts, with an
explanation of the variation in each district;

(iii) A statement of the methodology used in arriving at the
particular plan recommended by the 2022 Special Committee
on Redistricting;

(iv) An appendix of any other interim remedial redistricting
plans considered or created by the 2022 Special Committee

on Redistricting in the process of creating the recommended

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plan, with the reasons for the rejection of each such
interim remedial redistricting plan; and

(v) Comments and recommendations deemed necessary or advisable

by the 2022 Special Committee on Redistricting to explain
or illustrate the interim remedial redistricting plan.

(c) The City Council Special Redistricting Committee, after
consideration of redistricting standards, practices and principles
and the testimony and evidence received at all of the public meetings
and hearings, approved and reported the Proposed Plan (with or without
amendments thereto (the “Amended Plan”)) attached hereto as Second
Revised Exhibit 2, labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 2, 274 Rev Amd
Map, November 4, 2022 - Floor” to the entire City Council for its
consideration.

(d) Upon recommendation of the Special Committee on
Redistricting of an Amended Proposed Plan, and following a noticed
public hearing at a Special Council meeting, the Council, with careful
consideration of the public input and a lengthy debate upon the
Amended Proposed Plan and other maps prepared at the request of the
members of Council and submitted during the Special Council meeting
(prepared by the Council’s retained expert with the assistance of the
Planning and Development Department), hereby approves the Final
Amended Plan pursuant to the Court Order and within the Court’s
established timeframe.

Section 2. Charter of the City of Jacksonville amended to
approve and enact the City of Jacksonville Redistricting Plan
establishing City Council Districts and City Council Group At-Large
Residence Areas, Pending Final Approval by the Appropriate Court of
Law.

In accordance with the Charter of the City of Jacksonville
(“Charter”) and Chapter 18, (Redistricting of Council and School

Board Districts), Ordinance Code, and in conjunction with the 2020

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United States Census data, pending final approval by the appropriate
court of law, the City Council approves, adopts, and enacts the City
Council District and City Council Group At-Large Residence boundaries
as set forth in the final (Amended) Plan (the “Council District and
Group At-Large Residence Area Plan”) attached hereto as Second Revised
Exhibit 3, labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 3, 2rd Rev Final Map,
November 4, 2022 - Floor”.

(a) 14 City Council Districts. The Charter is hereby amended
by repealing and removing Appendix 1 of the Charter, which defines
the City Council Districts based on Ordinance 2022-001-E, as described
by metes and bounds, attached hereto as Exhibit 4, and enacting and
replacing same with a new Appendix 1 of the Charter which defines the
City Council Districts based on the 2020 United States Census data
and maps presented at the Special Committee on Redistricting, as
described by census tracts, attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit
5, labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 5, 274 Rev Census Tracts,
November 4, 2022 - Floor”.

(b) 5 City Council Group At-Large Residence Areas. The Charter
is hereby amended by repealing and removing Appendix 1-A, which
defines the City Council Group At-Large Residence Areas based on
Ordinance 2022-001-E, as described by metes and bounds, attached
hereto as Exhibit 6, and enacting and replacing same with Appendix
1-A which defines the City Council Group At-Large Residence Areas
based on the 2020 United States Census data and maps presented at the
Special Committee on Redistricting, as described by metes and bounds,
attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 7, labeled as “Second
Revised Exhibit 7, 274 Rev At-Large Leg Descript, November 4, 2022 -
Floor”.

Section 3. Charter of the City of Jacksonville amended to
designate the seven school board districts pursuant to section 13.02

of the Charter.

6 Ex. 5, pp. 224
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Section 18.110, Ordinance Code, provides that the redistricting
of the 14 Council Districts shall automatically reapportion the school
board districts as provided in Section 13.03, Charter, as illustrated
in Second Revised Exhibit 8, labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 8,
2nd Rev School District Map, November 4, 2022 - Floor” attached hereto.
Section 13.02, Charter, establishes that each School Board District
shall be comprised of two adjoining Council Districts. The Charter
is hereby amended by repealing and removing Section 1 of Appendix 2
of the Charter, which defines the Duval County School Board Districts
based on Ordinance 2022-001-E attached hereto as Exhibit 9 and
enacting and replacing same with a new Section 1 of Appendix 2 of the
Charter which defines the School Board Districts based on the 2020
United States Census data and maps presented at the Special Committee
on Redistricting, attached hereto as Second Revised Exhibit 10,
labeled as “Second Revised Exhibit 10, 2nd Rev Appendix 2, Sec 1,
November 4, 2022 - Floor”.

Section 5. Rule 4.901 Requesting one cycle emergency
passage. Rule 4.901 one cycle emergency passage 1s requested. The

nature of the emergency is that the Court Order dated October 12,
2022, requires that Council complete the redistricting process to
enact an interim remedial plan and submit the plan to the Court on
or before November 8, 2022. Accordingly, the Council has created an
expedited process, including the creation of a Special Committee and
Redistricting to recommend an interim remedial plan and maps, and has
noticed a Special Council meeting and public hearing on the interim
remedial plan for November 4, 2022, all to comply with the Court
Order.

Section 6. Waiving Rule 2.102, Council Rules, reference to
Rules Committee so that the Special Committee on Redistricting can
make a recommendation to the Council within time allotted by the
Court. Rule 2.102, Council Rules, provides that legislation on
redistricting be referred to the Rules Committee. However, given the
expedited process enumerated in the Court’s Order dated October 12,
2022, the time allotted by the Court to Council to enact an interim
remedial plan, and the creation of the Special Committee on
Redistricting, it 1is necessary to waive Rule 2.102 so that the
legislation can be assigned upon introduction to the Special Committee

on Redistricting alone. The report from the Special Committee on

Section 7. Effective Date of the Interim Remedial Plan.
The interim remedial redistricting plan set forth in this ordinance
shall become effective upon being deemed constitutional by Court
order in case number 3:22-cv-493-MMH-LLL.

Section 8. Directing the Office of General Counsel to
notify the Chief of Legislative Services of the Effective Date of the
Interim Remedial Plan so that this Legislation is timely forwarded
to Municode. The Office of General Counsel is directed to notify the
Chief of Legislative Services in writing as to the Effective Date of
the Interim Remedial Plan so that this ordinance may be forwarded by
the Legislative Services Division to the Municipal Code Corporation
when the Interim Remedial Plan is deemed effective pursuant to Section
7 above.

Section 9. Authorization to the Office of General Counsel
and the Planning and Development Department to make changes to text,
exhibits and other related documents consistent with the Council’s
Action. The Office of General Counsel and the Planning and
Development Department are authorized to make changes to maps, charts,
tables, titles, the table of contents, legal descriptions and
references to census tracts, editorial and text changes consistent
with the changes set forth herein to Ordinance 2022-800-E to
effectuate the Council’s action herein.

Section 10. Effective Date. This ordinance shall Dbecome
effective upon signature by the Mayor or upon becoming effective

without the Mayor's signature.

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Statement of Methodology

The methodology used in arriving at the proposed interim remedial plan for Jacksonville
City Council and School Board Districts is as follows:

On May 3, 2022, several organizations and individuals filed a complaint against the City
of Jacksonville and the Duval County Supervisor of Elections alleging that certain City
Council and School Board districts were unconstitutional under the 14" Amendment of the
U.S. Constitution as racially gerrymandered. On October 12, 2022, the federal court issued
an Order in the matter of Jacksonville Branch of the NAACP, et al v. City of Jacksonville,
3:22-cv-493-MMH-LLL, enjoining the City from using the district lines passed in
Ordinance 2022-01-E in the March 2023 elections and beyond, and ordering the City to
enact and file with the Court no later than November 8, 2022, an interim remedial
redistricting plan for use in all City Council and School Board elections held pending final
judgment in the case.

On October 18, 2022, and in response to the Court’s Order, City Council President
Terrance Freeman issued a Memorandum creating a Special Redistricting Committee. He
charged the Committee with obtaining legally permissible considerations for redistricting
in accordance with state and federal law, and to prepare a remedial map for review by the
City Council at a Special Council meeting scheduled for Friday, November 4, 2022. The
Special Redistricting Committee subsequently met on October 20, 2022, where Council
President Freeman noted that openness and transparency during the Court ordered
redistricting process were paramount. To ensure that the public could participate in the
redistricting process and provide its input and feedback on any draft maps or proposed
districts, a dedicated redistricting email address — 2022redistricting@coj.net — was created
for citizens to submit their input or concerns. In addition, time was specifically reserved
at each Special Redistricting Committee meeting for the public to comment, and a “map
chat” was scheduled for November 3. Additionally, public comment was available before
the full City Council at its special meeting on November 4, 2022.

Dr. Doug Johnson, of National Demographics Corporation, was retained to work with the
Planning and Development Department to create new maps for the Council’s review and
evaluation. These maps were to comply with state and federal law, the City Charter,
Sections 5.03, 13.02, and 13.03, the City Ordinance Code, Sections 18.101 ef seq., and
must also address the concerns laid out in the Court’s October 12, 2022 Order. The specific
criteria used to create the interim remedial districts included: (1) creating districts that are
nearly equal in population as possible in order to satisfy the “one person/one vote”
requirement; (2) arranging all districts in as logical and compact a geographical pattern as
possible; (3) creating compact and contiguous districts so that the people of the City, and
their varied economic, social and ethnic interests and objectives, are adequately represented
in the Council; (4) creating district boundaries along Citizen Planning Advisory

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Commission Committee (CPAC) region boundaries, freeways, waterways and major
roads; (5) accounting for the residence of City Council and School Board incumbents who
can run for re-election and not pairing these incumbents against each other; (6) considering
the political and socio-economic demographics of the districts; and (7) attempting to avoid
changes to the boundaries of the unchallenged districts. The race of the potential district
constituents was not considered when creating the interim remedial district boundaries, nor
were the 2011 district lines preserved. Although not at issue in the underlying litigation,
the City attempted to complete the required analysis to confirm compliance with the Voting
Rights Act of 1965 (VRA). However, the compressed timeframe within which the Council
had to craft a remedial interim map, coupled with time constraints of data processing and
organizational issues, the Council was not able to conduct a complete and thorough VRA
analysis. Rather, it focused its attention on forming districts that complied with the 14"
Amendment by not drawing lines based predominantly on race. Although the Plaintiffs’
VRA methodology process and corresponding results appeared flawed, the Council did,
however, review the Plaintiffs’ VRA analysis and determined that the its proposed maps
(referenced below) complied with the Plaintiffs’ proffered Voting Rights Act analysis.

On November 1, 2022, Dr. Johnson presented four potential maps to the Special
Redistricting Committee: (1) Plaintiffs’ proposed map, which was presented at the October
25,2022 City Council meeting; (2) the Maroon map; (3) the Lime map; and (4) the Orange
map. The Maroon and Lime maps received the majority of the Special Redistricting
Committee’s and visiting Council members’ support, with some members expressing
support for the Orange map. Plaintiffs’ proposed map did not receive any Committee or
Council support. On November 2, 2022, Dr. Johnson presented three additional maps to
the Committee: (1) Maroon IIA; (2) Maroon IIB; and (3) Maroon IIC. After deliberation,
the Committee rejected those three maps, and selected the Maroon map, with proposed
amendments, to be submitted to the Council.

The City’s Planning and Development Department and/or Dr. Johnson met with any City
Council and School Board members who wanted to contribute input regarding potential
changes to the challenged districts. The public also provided feedback and input for
consideration at the October 25, 2022 City Council meeting, November 1, 2, and 3 Special
Redistricting Committee meetings, the November 3 Map Chat town hall meeting, and
through the dedicated redistricting email address. As of 9:00 a.m. on November 3, 2022,
the 2022Redistricting@coj.net email account received 112 emails. Public feedback and
input varied, with the greatest amount of feedback relating to keeping Avondale and
Riverside in a single district. All public input and feedback was either heard by, or provided
to, the Special Redistricting Committee. Council and public input, along with the expertise
of Dr. Johnson and the City’s Planning and Development Department, drove the creation
of the interim remedial plan for the challenged City Council districts. The proposed maps

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were revised based upon the changes requested by the public and Council members, which
were presented to the Special Redistricting Committee for its review and comments.

The proposed interim remedial plan for Jacksonville City Council and School Board

by City Council members and input from the public.

In responding to the Order of October 12, 2022, to present an interim
remedial map to the federal district court by November 8, 2022, the
Special Redistricting Committee (“the Committee”) commenced its
process with the understanding that it must not use race as a predominant
factor in the design of any district unless that use of race is narrowly
tailored to comply with a constitutionally permissible compelling
government interest. Additionally, it was understood that, due to the
timing required by the trial court, the Committee was limited in the depth
of analysis, the scope of the Committee review, and the constituent input
that would normally be available if the process was allowed to be
conducted pursuant to the Charter, Ordinance Code and Council Rules,
nor was there an opportunity for as thorough an examination of proposed
alternatives to the maps as the Committee would have desired.

The Committee further framed its evaluation of the three maps (Lime,
Maroon, and Orange) proposed by the retained expert, Dr. Doug Johnson,
by examining the extent to which the drawn districts on those maps
satisfied the following criteria:

e Creating districts that are nearly equal in population as possible in
order to satisfy the “one person/one vote” requirement;

e Arranging all districts in as logical and compact a geographical
pattern as possible;

e Creating compact and contiguous districts so that the people of the
City, and their varied economic, social and ethnic interests and
objectives, are adequately represented in the Council;

e Creating district boundaries along Citizen Planning Advisory
Commission Committee (CPAC) region boundaries, freeways,
waterways and major roads;
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e Accounting for the residence of City Council and School Board
incumbents who can run for re-election and not pairing these
incumbents against each other;

e (Considering the political and socio-economic demographics of the
districts; and

e Attempting to avoid changes to the boundaries of the unchallenged
districts.

The race of the potential district constituents was not considered when
creating the interim remedial district boundaries, nor were the 2011
district lines preserved.

The Committee engaged in an initial evaluation of the Lime, Maroon, and
Orange Maps, and also considered the Plaintiffs’ proffered map. In doing
so, the group consensus indicated that the Maroon and Lime maps were
the Committee’s top two preferences.

The Committee rejected the Plaintiffs’ map for the following reasons:

e Map did not keep incumbents in their current districts and paired
incumbents against each other;

e Map disrupted the Council’s current political balance between
Republican and Democratic members;

e District 11 grouped together otherwise distinct and differentiated
communities;

e Districts 10 and 14 did not follow the natural boundary created by
interstate 295, but rather each crossed this major interstate at
different points with no clear explanation; and

e Map mixed dissimilar areas together (i.e., urban and rural areas
combined in a single district)

The Committee also rejected the Orange map for the following reasons:
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e Map had a large district that spanned most of the east and northeast
boundary;
e Map was based off of the Plaintiffs’ map.

Throughout its deliberative process, which included receiving feedback
from the public (via email and in-person), the Committee also voted to
direct Dr. Johnson to evaluate whether district lines in the Maroon and
Lime maps could be shifted to accomplish the following:

e Permit Councilmember Pittman to remain in her current geographic
district, which would also shift Councilmember Clark-Murray’s
district to include the Woodstock area;

e Allow for a neighborhood in the northeast corner of District 11 to
be included in either District 13 or District 3 due to easier ingress
and egress into that area from Districts 13 and 3, rather than District
11;

e Allow for the historic Avondale, Riverside, and, if possible, Murray

Hill, areas to be in the same district, either proposed district 8, 10 or
14.

In response, Dr. Johnson presented the Committee with three variations
to the Maroon Map (Maroon IIA, Maroon IIB, and Maroon IIC). The
Committee ultimately rejected all three proposed revisions due to
feedback from the public, as well as from their own colleagues. In
particular

e The new maps drew incumbents out of their districts;

e Drew candidates who would be elected for office on November 8,
2022, out of the districts for which they were seeking election; and

e Split the Springfield and downtown areas.

The Committee subsequently voted to recommend the Maroon map to the
entire Council, but with amendments made by Dr. Johnson to attempt to
accomplish the following:
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e Shift the Riverside and Avondale areas to District 10;

e Evaluate the data and potential outcomes from including the San
Mateo area into District 2;

e Allow for the San Pablo area in the northeast corner of District 11
to be included in either District 13 or District 3 due to easier ingress
and egress into that area from Districts 13 and 3, rather than District
11.

The Special Redistricting Committee believes that the Proposed Interim
Remedial Plan appropriately, and to the extent possible, took into
consideration these various criteria, the Court’s Order, compliance with
federal, state, and local law, as well as public and Committee requests to
achieve the New Districts (2, 3, 7, 8,9, 10, 11, 12, and 14) based on the
Census Data for 2020.

This memorandum details the legal guideposts for the Jacksonville City Council to follow
as it complies with the federal court Order issued on October 12, 2022, in the matter of Jacksonville
Branch of the NAACP, et al v. City of Jacksonville, 3:22-cv-493-MMH-LLL. The Court directed
the Council to redraw the City Council and School Board districts, commanding that “[a]ny interim
remedial plan the City enacts must not use race as a predominant factor in the design of any district
unless that use of race is narrowly tailored to comply with a constitutionally permissible
compelling government interest.” The Court further ordered the Council to submit a new map to
the Court no later than November 8, 2022.!

Special Redistricting Committee Creation and Charge

On October 18, 2022, and in response to the Court’s Order, City Council President Freeman
issued a Memorandum creating a Special Redistricting Committee. He charged the Committee
with obtaining legally permissible considerations for redistricting in accordance with state and
federal law, and to prepare a remedial map for review by the City Council at a Special Council
meeting scheduled for Friday, November 4, 2022.

Council President Freeman noticed four meetings of the Committee: Thursday, October
20, 2022 (11am — noon); Tuesday, November 1, 2022 (noon — 1:30 pm); Wednesday, November
2, 2022 (noon — 1:30 pm); Thursday, November 3, (noon — 1:30 pm). During these meetings, the
Committee will review and evaluate draft maps presented by retained expert, Dr. Doug Johnson
of National Demographics Corporation, and assisted by William Killingsworth, City of
Jacksonville Planning and Development. The Committee will also receive feedback from citizens

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at these meetings, either through public comment, or through submissions to the
2022Redistricting@coj.net email account as being maintained and monitored by City Council
staff. Council President Freeman also announced at the Thursday October 20, 2022 noticed
Special Committee public meeting that a “Map Chat” Town Hall was scheduled for Thursday,
November 3, 2022, from Spm — 7pm.

Court Order

In its 139-page Order of October 12, 2022, the federal court granted the Plaintiffs’ request
for preliminary injunctive relief, immediately enjoining the City from using the district lines
passed in Ordinance 2022-01-E in the March 2023 elections and beyond. The Court also ordered
the City to enact and file with the Court no later than November 8, 2022, an interim remedial
redistricting plan for use in all City Council and School Board elections held pending final
judgment in the case. The City must also file with the Court no later than November 11, 2022,
“all files, data, correspondence, transcripts, and analyses relating to the enactment process, not
otherwise exempt from disclosure pursuant to Florida’s Public Records Laws, Florida Statutes §
119, et seq.”

The Court determined, in part, that the Plaintiffs demonstrated a substantial likelihood of
success on the merits of their claim that Districts 2, 7, 8, 9, 10, 12 and 14 (challenged districts)
were drawn for predominantly racial purposes in violation of the Fourteenth Amendment. The
Court reasoned that because the Council started its 2021-22 redistricting process with the district
lines drawn in 2011, the Council could not disentangle the demonstrated — while perhaps well-
intentioned — racial goals associated with that earlier process, from its stated goals in the 2021-22
process. In essence, the race driven purposes of the 2011 redistricting process resulting in the 2011
lines, could not be extracted from the 2021-22 process starting from those same lines. The Court
also determined that various Council member statements made throughout the redistricting
process, whether during publicly noticed meetings or in other settings, demonstrated the Council’s
intent to preserve the racial makeup of the challenged districts. Finally, the Court noted that despite
receiving comments from the public regarding racial gerrymandering concerns, the Council did
little to respond to that public feedback either by amending the district lines accordingly or
demonstrating why the district boundaries were not unlawfully driven by racial considerations.

Legal Guidance

Coupled with the guidance outlined in the Redistricting Process and Legal Analysis for
Council and School Board Districts Memorandum of February 23, 2021, the Office of General
Counsel generally advises that the Special Redistricting Committee and Council craft a map that
complies with state and federal law, the City Charter, § 5.03, § 13.02-03, and Ordinance Code §
18.101 et seq., and also addresses the concerns laid out in the Court’s October 12, 2022 Order.

More specifically, the new districts must:

Ex. 5, pp. 321
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e Be as nearly equal in population as possible in order to satisfy the “one person/one vote”
requirement, meaning that there can be no larger a spread of 10% between the largest and
smallest districts;

» Be arranged in as logical and compact a geographical pattern as possible;

e Be compact and contiguous so that the people of the City, and their varied economic, social
and ethnic interests and objectives, are adequately represented in the Council,

¢ Take into consideration relevant public comment and feedback;

¢ Not be based on the preservation of the 2011 district lines;

= Not employ race as a predominant factor for any lines, unless accompanied with a showing
that a compelling government purpose supports the use of race, and that that race was used
in a narrowly tailored manner;

¢ Not be based on preserving “minority access districts” (Districts 7, 8, 9, and 10), unless
accompanied by a demonstration that population numbers and geographic location of
individuals in those districts satisfy the Supreme Court’s high standard of strict scrutiny
analysis.

Finally, new districts may take into account:

s  Honoring physical boundaries (roadways, water bodies, railroad tracks, etc.);
¢ Not pairing incumbents;
e Political makeup of a district (i.e, keeping a district Demnocratic or Republican).

The Council must also thoroughly document the process associated with creating an interim
remedial plan and file this information with the Court. Examples of items that must be provided
to the Court include:

» All agendas, meeting minutes, speaker cards, and transcripts of each Committee and
Council meeting;

e Copies of the maps provided to the Committee for review, as well as the supporting
underlying data;

» Copies of all changes to the maps provided to the Committee, as well as the supporting
underlying data;

» All public feedback and process for distribution of feedback to the Committee and Council;

* All logs and summaries of public feedback and the Committee’s consideration of such
feedback;

e All documents publicly filed relating to the interim remedial plan and process;

e All correspondence relating to the interim remedial plan and process not exempt from
disclosure pursuant to Florida’s Public Records Laws.

Whether in Beaches CD 13, a west of intracoastal CD 3 or a revised CD 2 returning to a more "Greater Arlington+"
formed version of CD 2 (i.e., if similar to a decades ago earlier grouping of CD 2 in PD 2, but NOT if CD 2 is grouped
north), the residences of the short San Pablo Rd North should remain together, as they all have San Pablo Rd North as
their only entrance and exit. The residences with driveways directly on SPRN and the Pablo Point & Pablo Oaks
subdivisions have for decades functioned as a community, with gated Waterside more recently established --through
rezoning from rural --as a cut through subdivision also using San Pablo Rd N via the Pablo Point subdivision.

3. Planning Districts Issue: Prior Council redistricting & the one now challenged divided neighborhoods within the 6 COJ
( non beaches) Planning Districts and has interfered with cohesiveness & implementation of the Vision Plans of those
Planning Districts. (e.g., CD 1,2,3 were together traditionally Greater Arlington/West intracoastal; there was a defined
North Planning District, and a defined Westside Planning District) Council Members no longer serve a definite Planning
District with its Vision Plan, but, instead, often have constituents in multiple Planning Districts.

4. CD 2: Both in the former redistricting and again in the most recent. ersion as before the court, CD 2 strikes me as an
odd grouping. CD 2 was once one of the 3 basic council districts of the Greater Arlington Planning District 2,
neighborhoods that identified together, visioned together, etc. While | see East Arlington, Fort Caroline Shores, Gately
Oaks, Cobblestone, Holly Oaks as a grouping, the overall district identity is unclear to me.

7 THE CHAIR: Thank you to my colleagues for

8 visiting today. Thank you-all for your time. I

9 hope -- and to our school board representatives,
10 thank you for coming in. Thank you-all for carving
11 out some time on your schedules. Thank you.
12 I wanted to start today off with just a few
13 thoughts that I have, that -- I will share a little
14 bit about the process, a little bit about my

15 thoughts. And I will pass it on to OGC for a brief
16 opening.

17 Welcome to the second of four noticed Special
18 Committee on Redistricting meetings. At the first
19 organizational meeting we heard from the Office of
20 General Counsel who explained that the Court in
21 pending litigation, Jax Branch of NAACP versus the
22 City of Jacksonville, issued an order that requires
23 the Council to adopt a new districting plan and
24 have it and all accompanying documents filed with
25 the Court by next Tuesday, November 8, 2022.

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1 The Office of General Counsel and our Council
2 staff have come up with an expedited process that

3 ensures a transparent process, with public

4 participation at every meeting, and that will allow
5 us to comply with the Court's Order to timely

6 complete the map process.

7 Today we will hear from Bill Killingsworth

8 and Doug Johnson, who is the City's demographics

9 expert. They will present several draft maps,
10 which address the population from the 2020 Census,
11 as well as the legal requirements for the City's
12 adoption of a new redistricting plan. We will

13 allow Bill and Doug to present the draft maps and
14 explain the nuances with each map.

15 After the organizational meeting, legislation
16 to adopt a new redistricting plan was introduced at
17 Council on October 25th. Public comment on the

18 redistricting process was taken at the October 25th
19 meeting, 15 of 19 Council Members were in
20 attendance. A copy of the public comment from the
21 10/25 City Council meeting can be found on the
22 Council Hot Topics—-Redistricting.
23 We have also had e-mails submitted to the
24 special e-mail address generated for this process.
25 We have received 12 e-mails and copies of those 12

4 We will also have time dedicated for public
5 comment after the maps have been presented. The

6 other Special Committee meetings on Wednesday and
7 Thursday will have like public participation. 1In
8 addition, there will be a special map chat meeting
9 Thursday, November 3 here at City Hall, Council

10 Chambers from 5:00 to 7:00 p.m.

11 Finally, there will be a public hearing

12 scheduled at the Special Council meeting this

13 Friday, where all interested persons can speak on
14 the map proposals, or other redistricting concerns
15 that the public would like council to consider.

16 The maps and accompanying documents that will
17 go into the final legislation will be worked on

18 here at this and the other two remaining Special
19 Committee on Redistricting meetings that will
20 follow on Wednesday and Thursday of this week.
21 By Thursday, we should have a consensus on a map
22 plan that the Special Committee will report to the
23 full Council at the Special Council meeting
24 scheduled for this Friday, November 4.
25 During the next several days we will review

2 approach to the proposed maps, with the assistance
3 of the Office of General Counsel, discuss comments
4 and feedback on the maps from the public and the

5 Council Members, and ultimately recommend a

6 proposed map that will go to the Court for its

7 consideration.

8 In closing, today we'll begin this process to
9 discuss ideas and thoughts of the potential maps
10 that will lead to a final proposed mapping
11 discussion on Friday. I continue to be confident
12 that this committee, despite its contentious issue,
13 will produce a map for the full council Friday.

14 Every council member won't get everything they

15 want, but I encourage us all to be open-minded, to
16 listen to each other, listen to our attorneys and,
17 most importantly, listen to the people. We should
18 not allow this process of dividing our great city
19 in districts to divide us further. Why leave the
20 gap open between us as people? Let's not let this
21 process divide, but rather unite us so we can move
22 forward together and put this issue behind us.
23 With that being said, I would like to open up
24 the floor for our general counsel.
25 MR. TEAL: Thank you, Mr. President. Jason

2 Through the Chair to the committee and

3 visiting council members, you-all know why we're

4 here, so I'm not going to belabor any of that. But
5 I did want to provide a few brief remarks just to

6 kind of get this process started.

7 A couple of things. One is, as you're aware,
8 the court order gave us a very brief timeframe or a
9 deadline to get all of this accomplished. Because
10 that timeframe is so short, the court order
11 effectively waives many of the procedural and
12 timing requirements that are established for the

13 redistricting process that are found in the

14 charter, the Ordinance Code, as well as even in the
15 City Council rules themselves.

16 You're aware that the previous process

17 started with the 2011 maps and the boundaries of

18 those maps that served as a base for the

19 redistricting process to start and then they used
20 that base to modify it in response to the census
21 data that came out as well as any other
22 considerations that were brought forth. But you
23 can't use those in this case.
24 And so what we've done is, our map experts
25 have prepared three maps. And that's what we're

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1 going to start this process with, is three maps for
2 your consideration. Also being presented is the

3 Plaintiff's map that was passed out at last Tuesday
4 night's City Council meeting. So all of these maps
5 will be explained to you by Dr. Doug Johnson, who

6 is the map expert that we hired to assist with this
7 process.

8 And just by way of background for him, he is
9 a Ph.D. He is the president of the National
10 Demographics Corporation, better known as the NDC.
11 NDC has been assisting local governments with
12 voting rights analysis and redistricting projects
13 since 1979, well over 450 successfully completed

14 projects. Dr. Johnson personally has over 20 years
15 of districting and redistricting experience. He

16 served as the lead technical consultant to the

17 nation's first independently appointed State

18 Redistricting Commission in Arizona in 2001. He

19 worked again for the Arizona Commission again in
20 2021 and served as the independent mapping expert
21 for the 2021 Ohio Redistricting Commission. He
22 served as an expert witness in numerous
23 redistricting cases across the country.
24 He has published numerous studies on
25 districting and redistricting, spoke at numerous

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1 meetings: The League of Women Voters; Council
2 Meeting of Cities; the Arizona League of Cities and
3 Towns; the California School Board Association; the
4 National Conference of State Legislatures, and
5 other organizations. And he has been quoted in
6 hundreds of news articles and has appeared as an
7 expert commentator on CNN, Fox News, public
8 television, public radio and many other news
9 broadcasts.
10 So you'll have many different sources of
11 information to assist you with the redistricting
12 process. And those include Dr. Johnson, as I
13 mentioned; Bill Killingsworth with our Planning
14 Department; citizen input from these public
15 meetings that you're holding; citizen input that's
16 been submitted through the e-mail that Council
17 President just -- for anybody watching, it's
18 2022redistricting, all one word, @coj.net. You
19 will have the map chat Town Hall Meeting from
20 Thursday evening from 5:00 to 7:00; and, then, in
21 addition to whatever information that you bring in
22 your own personal capacities.
23 So legal guidance on what's required for this
24 and through the court order, the Court has said, 1is
25 that the new districts need to be as nearly equal

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1 in population as possible to satisfy the one
2 person/one vote.
3 Let me preface all this by saying, you-all
4 received a copy today of the legal memo that OGC
5 prepared to kind of assist you with this. We will
6 kind of hit some high points on this, but all of
7 this is going to be found in the legal memo. I
8 will be happy to answer any questions you have
9 about that.
10 So the new districts need to be as nearly
11 equal in population as possible, which is basically
12 between the largest and the smallest; it has to be
13 no more than a ten-percent spread in population;
14 that they be arranged in as logical and compact and
15 geographical pattern as possible; that they be
16 compact and continuous so that people of the city
17 and their varying economic, social, and ethnic
18 interests and objectives are adequately represented
19 by their council district; take into consideration
20 the relevant public comment and feedback; not
21 employ race as a predominant factor for any of the
22 lines.
23 And then the memo says, Unless it's
24 accompanied by the proper analysis to meet
25 constitutional restraints. We have confirmed with

Certified Court Reporters, Inc.
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1 the expert that we just don't have time to go

2 through a -- the, we will call, Voting Rights Act

3 analysis, so there is just simply not enough time

4 to be able to do that. So we will need to prepare
5 the equations necessary to be able to do that.

6 And, then, finally, that no -- it can't be

7 based -- it is going back to that it can't be based
8 on -- race can't be a predominant factor. Anything
9 that says the district, community -- communities of
10 interest or anything that is a pretext or it could
11 be considered a pretext for race cannot be part of
12 the equation. We made that clear.

13 What can be taken into account? And you will
14 hear from Dr. Johnson about how he prepared his new
15 maps. So he took into account honoring physical

16 boundaries, such as roadways, water bodies,

17 railroad tracks. One of things you will hear is

18 that he used the CPAC boundaries, which

19 Mr. Killingsworth can tell you about how those were
20 formed. But it is basically just a way to divide
21 the city up, which we have already done. It has
22 been that way for decades. It's for good planning
23 reasons. So CPAC boundaries were considered.
24 We protected incumbents, so that was part of
25 it, was to make sure that no incumbent was going to

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1 be drawn out of their district. And so that's part

2 of the maps.

3 And then you can consider the political

4 make-up of your districts. So you can draw lines

5 based upon Republicans, Democrats, Independents,

6 No-Party Affiliation. That is something that is

7 permissible, and so you do have the ability to do

8 that.

9 Finally the -- I do want to say a couple of
10 things. These are all being taken down by a court
11 reporter. So a word of caution, just speak
12 clearly, slowly, and try not to speak over each
13 other, because that does not translate well to a
14 court reporter trying to take down all of the words
15 that you are saying. She can't differentiate
16 voices, that sort of thing.

17 I will point out again that information for
18 the public is available through the City Council's
19 redistricting website. That is online now. And
20 all of these meetings are being live-streamed.

21 And so with that, Mr. President, I will turn
22 it back over to you, unless anyone has any

23 questions.

24 THE CHAIR: I don't see any. Thank you so
25 much.

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1 And just a little housekeeping for my

2 colleagues and those that are visiting, as I said

3 at the beginning, we are going to treat this as a

4 committee meeting, so it will be the same process

5 as a committee meeting. If you have any questions,
6 please just queue in, and T will -- they will draw
7 my attention, and then I will call them in the

8 order that they go. For today's purpose, if you

9 don't mind, you have two minutes in the first
10 go—-around.
11 I will give you the process. So day 1, the
12 goal that I would like for this committee is to

13 work hard towards getting to -- trying to narrow

14 down from the list of the maps that you'll be shown
15 today, which will be four maps, getting to two maps
16 that I have here for discussion on the concerns and
17 recommendations.

18 On day 2 -- that will lead us into day 2. We
19 will have discussion on the concerns and
20 recommendations on the map. And day 2, I will try
21 to narrow it down to one working map that we can
22 all move forward on.
23 And day 3, we'll take all considerations into
24 account and forward a motion and second to approve
25 a special meeting on redistricting the map that I

Certified Court Reporters, Inc.
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1 intend to move forward to Friday to our council and
2 our special committee meeting.

3 So with that being said about the process --
4 I don't see anyone in the queue -- we will have a

5 hard stop -- to my committee members, we will have
6 a hard stop at 1:15 to allow for public comments.

7 If we finish before that, that's great. That's

8 fine. We will work the day, but I want to be sure
9 that we have a hard stop at 1:15. We will have
10 another hard stop tomorrow. All of our workshops
11 will go 45 minutes, Jjust our workshops alone for
12 public comments.
13 As you know, you will have an opportunity to
14 speak at public comments on Friday before the vote.
15 And there was a public comment that was held last
16 council meeting, so we are going to make sure we
17 are doing our best to ensure the voting public is
18 afforded an opportunity.

19 With that said, I would like to recognize
20 Mr. Johnson who is joining us in the queue.
21 MR. TEAL: Mr. President, while Dr. Johnson
22 is coming up, I do want to make note that the
23 presentation that he is going to have is going to
24 be on all of your screens. We had to make sure you
25 had the presentation at your individual stations,
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1 so that will come up. That will also be

2 broadcast -- the presentation will also be

3 broadcasted on the large screens above us. And

4 then, as Dr. Johnson speaks, we're going to make

5 available to the public all of the four maps that
6 he's going to be introducing, so we will do that at
7 this time.

8 THE CHAIR: Thank you. Now that the

9 presentation is up, I do not see my queue. But we
10 are going to allow him to get through the

11 presentation. If you have questions, save those
12 until his presentation is complete, and then I'll
13 call on you.

14 MR. JOHNSON: Good afternoon. It is my

15 pleasure to be here, and thank you for having me
16 here today. Again, I'm Doug Johnson, NDC. I am
17 going to keep my comments fairly brief, because I
18 anticipate there to be lots of gquestions and

19 discussions. I am happy to elaborate on anything
20 you'd like to at that point.
21 As you just heard, we're here to address,
22 what we will call, the Court's process, the remedy
23 map. You know, the Court has to address some
24 issues that it found on the map, so we are looking
25 to fix those and adopt a map that will be
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1 acceptable to the Court.

2 The maps are being put up now. And I will

3 show them on the screen to you for those who don't
4 have them on the hand. There are PDFs maps being

5 put out. I have them on a web picture so we can

6 zoom in and out. So I can zoom into the details as
7 we walk through the different maps.

8 As you just heard from OGC, I'm going to

9 start with the Plaintiff's map. One thing that is
10 common in all of these maps is that in the court
11 case, there are only certain districts that are
12 challenged, so everything south and east of the
13 river is not being challenged, so none of those
14 districts change in any of those few maps. We are
15 only changing the districts that are in question in
16 the litigation.
17 So obviously District 2, south of the river a
18 little bit -- the part that goes south of the river
19 does not change in any of the maps either.
20 So when we're looking at these, we are
21 looking to cure the issues that the Court found and
22 follow the criteria that are both tradition and
23 that are the city traditional goals in these lines.
24 And so the Plaintiff's map obviously is drawn
25 by them. It does do one thing that actually, it
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1 turns out, all of the maps do. We talked about

2 race cannot be the predominant factor. And

3 actually, when we were drawing the maps for the

4 city, we didn't look at race at all when we were

5 drawing the maps. When we finished drawing the

6 maps, we did look at numbers to find the results.
7 We did look at the numbers on the Plaintiff's

8 proposed map.

9 And so when we draw these lines based on
10 communities and freeways and the CPAC, that we
11 talked about -- and the river is obviously a major
12 defining factor, what happens when we go away from
13 the city's previously adopted map, we do go from
14 four majority black, African-American districts
15 down to three. So the Plaintiff's map does that
16 and all of the other maps do that. There is
17 essentially no way around that within the Court's
18 order.

19 So I do want to mention that as a factor in
20 terms of the results. Again, we're not drawing for
21 that. But we did look at it, and it is something,
22 unless we are going with where the Court told us
23 not to go anymore, you are going down to three
24 majority seats in that respect.
25 But our goal in drawing the lines is to
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1 preserve the communities, the numbers being

2 brought, but -- to try to keep the communities

3 together irrespective through this process.

4 So Plaintiff's map, what happens is, you can
5 see down at the end, District 10 moves down and is,
6 essentially, for the most part, west of the

7 freeway, of 295 down there in the south part

8 instead of it being up in the middle of the city.
9 Then it gets to 7 and the core and then

10 coming north. 9 is west. You can see the pink

11 here. And then the other districting -- the

12 biggest change in the map is 12, which instead of
13 it being, kind of, a rural district up there, now
14 combines -- comes all the way in -- coming in and
15 getting to the Sherwood Forest area. And if you
16 know the area, William Raines High School, those
17 end up in District 12 and then extend all the way
18 out to the west and southwest corners of

19 Jacksonville.
20 So when we -- and this -- actually, you will
21 see something like this in all of the maps. 8,
22 instead of there being a district that's up north,
23 that then comes down all the way -- it's much more
24 of a northern specific district and then the
25 boundary between the two change slightly.
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1 There is one small thing you will notice. In
2 1 -- District 1 in the Plaintiff's map comes up and
3 picks up the islands in the middle of the St. Johns
4 River. In the opposite map and the other maps will
5 leave that island where it is. There are no people
6 changing places there. That is the only change in
7 District 1, is that those islands shift back and

8 forth. So that's the Plaintiff's map.

9 Moving on next to the Maroon map. So the
10 Maroon, this is one of the maps that was drawn by
11 your City team and -- by me and the City staff.
12 And you can see it's different, obviously, from the
13 Plaintiff's map in certain respects in that 12

14 stays kind of west of the freeway, so it doesn't

15 come into the center of town. It is similar in

16 that 7 -- the numbers change, but 7 is now your

17 northern district, coming down to the Trout River,
18 is the main border. It does cross that a little

19 bit because it has to get the population.
20 But in terms of -- as the General Counsel
21 mentioned, I spent a lot of time looking at the
22 CPAC, which is a really big community boundary, in
23 that they're well established and generalized and
24 they correlate roughly -- what most people in
25 transcripts and in the discussion talk about, are
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1 more northwest and more south.

2 So that border between 7 and 12 is the CPAC

3 border out there. So that's -- you're in rural

4 areas. It i1s often hard to find what boundaries to
5 use. So it established a boundary in which people
6 recognize and set and a good one to follow.

7 In this case 10 stays in the center.

8 Now, 9 is obviously the district that jumps

9 out on the map, and why does it look that way?
10 This is the issue of -- this map keeps each current
11 council member in their own seat. So one of the
12 questions for you to deliberate on is, this map is
13 keeping each current council member in their seat
14 regardless of whether they're in term now or
15 running for office or not. So you can look at it,
16 if you wish, as, okay, what if we only focus on
17 keeping that council member in their own seats if
18 they are running again, and then we can make
19 changes to maps based -- that don't work so hard to
20 preserve those who are not running for office
21 because they're termed out or other reasons.
22 So that northern tip of District 9 is the
23 current council member from District 9. That is
24 why it has an extended look to it. Unlike 10, it
25 goes around it, population-wise.
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1 That also goes down in 14, obviously is an

2 odd-looking district. And the reason for that is
3 that Chimney Lakes and Argyle Forest is a lot of

4 people. It is over one-fifth of the district in

5 those two communities alone. And as I was looking
6 at different options for all of the maps, what I

7 found on there is that there's really the freeway
8 corridor. On both sides of the freeway are similar
9 in many ways, in residential patterns and build-up
10 and economic development, you know, obviously
11 centered around the freeway down there.
12 So District 9 is really the corridor seat.
13 District 14 is really the riverfront seat down

14 there. It i1s based and comes down the riverfront.
15 That leaves the Chimney Lakes and Argyle

16 Forest area kind of not fitting in either one of
17 those pieces, but from the pivotal population

18 number perspective. Just to hit that required

19 population number, it went to 14. So that's -- 14
20 is odd shaped. That is the reason why it comes
21 across there and picks up that area.
22 So 9 becomes your I-295 seat. 14 is your
23 riverfront plus the relatively new developments,
24 Chimney Lakes and Argyle Forest. And then 10 is
25 really divided largely along the CPAC borders. So
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1 8 is really the core for the CPAC maps you find

2 with the core. And 10 is northwest -- part of

3 northwest, inside of the freeway.

4 There is a little bit variation for

5 population balancing reasons. And then when you

6 get farther up by the Trout River, then we are

7 getting into where the incumbents live and make

8 sure you compare and (unintelligible). That is the
9 Maroon map.

10 The Lime map is similar to Maroon but has --
11 but down in the south, it offers you a different

12 approach. It is a much more compact version of 9.
13 Instead of getting both sides of the freeway when
14 you go into the south part of 295, it's only
15 getting west of the freeway down there. Everything
16 east of the freeway goes into 14.
17 And in this case, Chimney Lakes goes into 12
18 while Argyle Forest goes into 14. Those two
19 neighborhoods are divided in that way. Otherwise
20 7, 8, and 10 are very similar. The north part of
21 12 is very similar to the Maroon map. And, of
22 course, in the two others are -- the southwest are
23 the same.
24 So, then, we have the Orange map to show you.
25 This is -- I'm trying to give you different
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1 options, get the thinking going and get the

2 discussion going to see where you want to go with

3 these. It's a little bit different than what was

4 in the other maps. What happened, all north

5 districts is much more concentrated south of 295

6 here. District 8 does go to the north of it to get
7 the population numbers north of the 95 corridor.

8 It is all the way to the north edge. You can

9 really see 295 is the defining feature in this map.
10 And this is where -- this is a good example of the
11 balance -- and there is no right or wrong choice
12 here: To use the freeway as a barrier or do you

13 consider the freeway corridor to keep the community
14 issue kind of together? There is no right or

15 wrong. It would vary from one part of Jacksonville
16 to another. But those are different choices we

17 want to illustrate for you.

18 In this case you really get a rural District
19 12. You get the relatively rural District 10 also
20 outside of 295. And then 8 -- 7, 8, 9, 14, they're
21 all inside the freeway. That's because of
22 population that's needed to balance them out in 8.
23 This map also does take the other approach.
24 It has each council member who's running for
25 re-election or not termed out in their own seat.
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1 But there are two council members, I believe, in

2 District 8. And your PDF maps do show the council

3 member location. Yes. So in 8 up north, there are

4 two council members, but one is termed out.

5 So that is something we can do and that shows

6 how we can rearrange that -- the top of 7 and 9 and

7 where they come together with 8 in the various maps

8 depending on preferences.

9 So -- and I should note the same thing here,
10 7, you will see it has -- what visually looks like
11 an odd neck where it stretches west between 8 and
12 9. And that is entirely part of the keeping
13 council members in their own seats. That is what
14 that arm is doing there.

15 So that's a fairly brief spin through here.
16 I'm happy to show any of these maps. And, like T
17 said, I can zoom in on this map and I can zoom in
18 very far down, the individual street level if you
19 wish. You also have the PDFs, and the PDFs are

20 going up —-- they're available to the public and
21 going up on the website as we speak.

22 Let me make sure I covered everything here.
23 Yes, I believe so. Ultimately what we're looking
24 at is different maps that illustrate different ways
25 of combining the factors that we want to focus on;

1 in this map are the remedy process, looking at

2 communities, freeways, major roads, and avoiding

3 moving of council members.

4 With that, I'm happy to answer any questions
5 that you may have or zoom in on any details that

6 you wish to see.

7 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Mr. Johnson.

8 Council Members, I want to make sure we are

9 in proper protocol. So if you showed up today and
10 you have some type of a rendering of a map that you
11 created yourself, just be mindful that you must
12 have the data to support whatever the evidence is
13 that you're bringing. We are still in legal

14 pending matters, so we want to be mindful of that.
15 We also have our General Counsel that is

16 waiting. There may be some times or moments

17 where -- there will be times in the comments and I
18 interject in the middle, I am not doing so to be

19 rude. I am doing so to ensure that we stay in
20 proper posture when it comes to what is being asked
21 of us and the process that getting that done.
22 So with that said, I will encourage each of
23 you now, if you have questions, to go ahead in the
24 queue now, and we will be with you and we will take
25 those questions. We will start with two minutes.
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1 It will be two or three depending on how many

2 questions in the session go-around.

3 Mr. Johnson -- and I can see you are very

4 familiar with it, they will be speaking through me
5 to you when they ask questions. So if you don't

6 mind, will you respond -- if you will respond in a
7 manner so we are all receiving that comment. With
8 that being said, we are now ready.

9 Ms. DeFoor, you're first. Go ahead in the
10 queue.
11 MS. DEFOOR: Thank you, Mr. President.
12 Through the President to Mr. Johnson, I'm
13 trying to understand the criteria in terms of when
14 you did these maps. For instance, neighborhood
15 splitting, how does that work in relationship to
16 maps? That is the first question.
17 And the second question I have, along the
18 same lines, is, i1f there is a historical connection
19 between neighborhoods, would that be a factor that
20 we use to create these maps?
21 MR. JOHNSON: So, yes. Certainly there are
22 boundary factors. If there is a historic
23 connection between neighborhoods or connection
24 between communities, certainly that will by taken
25 into account -- sorry.
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1 Through the Chair, if there is a historic

2 connection between the neighborhoods, yes,

3 certainly, that is an allowable factor and

4 allowable consideration.

5 In terms of neighborhood splitting, one of

6 the challenges of working in Jacksonville is that
7 there are widely recognized neighborhoods, but the
8 boundaries of them are not universally accepted.

9 There is no official maps of neighborhoods.
10 So a lot of this is really down to public
11 comments and the council's preferences in terms of
12 what is -- how you boundary these areas and where
13 the line makes sense to you, those are the factors
14 that increase the most.

15 MS. DEFOOR: Thank you for that. Through the
16 Chair, there are neighborhoods -- I know in my

17 district there are absolutely neighborhoods that
18 have boundaries. I don't know if that information
19 was provided to you, but that certainly is
20 important information that we should take into
21 consideration in these maps.
22 MR. JOHNSON: Through the Chair, this is one
23 of the debates in the court cases. There is an
24 official list of neighborhoods mapped out. And
25 many of them do have general recognized
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1 neighborhoods, but there is no map that we're aware
2 of that.

3 MS. DEFOOR: I believe there may be plats of
4 neighborhoods; am I wrong, Mr. Killingsworth?

5 MR. KILLINGSWORTH: Bill Killingsworth,

6 Director of the Planning Department.

7 Through the Chair and council members and the
8 board, yes, there are plats that go back to the

9 beginning of time. They are not digitized, so I
10 think that would be a long, tedious process where
11 we go through --
12 MS. DEFOOR: But we have -- we can provide

13 that information. I would like to do that, sir.

14 THE CHAIR: Thank you. And my apologies on
15 the clock, but it will start for the next one.

16 Next in queue is Vice President Salem.

17 Council Bowman, you're next in queue.

18 MR. SALEM: Thank you, Mr. President.

19 Through the president, number 1, did you look at
20 candidates for these seats at all in plotting --
21 candidates that have qualified that have opened up
22 an account to fundraise through this process?
23 MR. JOHNSON: Through the Chair, no, we did
24 not.
25 MR. SALEM: You did not. Okay.
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1 Number 2, it sounds like the at-large

2 districts are not changing. Does that include the
3 at-large area that includes 7, 8, 9, and 10, the

4 core downtown? Is that at-large district changing?
5 MR. JOHNSON: No.

6 MR. SALEM: It does not. So they are all

7 remaining the same?

8 MR. JOHNSON: Through the Chair, correct.

9 MR. SALEM: Thank you.
10 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Vice President Salem.
11 And just to put into the record, people who
12 are choosing to run for office do not officially
13 run for it until they qualify. And qualifying is
14 not until January. And as we just saw recently,
15 one of our colleagues who was at-large for quite
16 some time and then just recently switched to a

17 district race, they have the option to switching
18 from district to district.

19 So I just want to make sure that --
20 Mr. Council Vice President, that I have put it out
21 there just to kind of get a better feel and
22 understanding of where you're going.
23 MR. SALEM: Can I clarify something?
24 THE CHAIR: Yes, sir.
25 MR. SALEM: What I should have said, and I
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1 apologize, those that have opened up an account and
2 fundraise through the SOE, they have not qualified.
3 You are absolutely correct. But they have

4 indicated a desire to run for a particular seat by
5 opening up an account for fundraising.

6 Thank you.

7 THE CHAIR: Thank you.

8 Council Member Bowman, you're recognized.

9 Council Member Gaffney, you're in the queue.
10 MR. BOWMAN: Thank you, Mr. President.

11 And this is stuff we're seeing right now. In
12 the weeks and weeks and weeks that we worked to

13 understand, there are just a couple of

14 observations. And I know I will have more after I
15 study these.

16 I find the first challenge in my district,

17 District 3, if look at your Orange map, you can see
18 the red dot. That community is associated with the
19 Orange area that is north of that. The only way in
20 that -- that is a gated community, so you have cut
21 off the gated community. That is the only way into
22 that section, so that's got to change.
23 I guess the other thing that's an observation
24 is that -- T used to live in Argyle many, many
25 years ago. 1 can tell you that tie between Chimney
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1 Lakes and Argyle -- and I don't want to step
2 over my colleagues -- that was to —-- that whole
3 community is just different roads, so I see that as
4 huge redistricting issue.
5 You can hear from the rest of my colleagues.
6 Thank you.
7 THE CHAIR: Thank you.
8 My queue just went blank. Is there a way to
9 make that pop back up?
10 And T do want to bring to this meeting as
11 well, we have four maps in front of us. And it is
12 the goal of today, if possible, will be to -- of
13 the four that were presented to us, try to get down
14 to two, the ones that are closest to the interests
15 that you may have for your districts.
16 Council Member Gaffney. Thank you.
17 Council Member Al Ferraro will be in the
18 queue.
19 MR. GAFFNEY: Yes, through the Chair to
20 Mr. Johnson. Mr. Teal mentioned that it's possible
21 that the minority aspect can go from four to three.
22 In litigation for the maps, can you identify, if
23 possible, which seat that possible minority may
24 lose through this process?
25 THE CHAIR: So I want to interject real
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1 quick, Mr. Johnson, before we go forward, we want
2 to be mindful that this is a pending legal matter.
3 If you recall, the judge in her order, I believe
4 she really complimented the work that we did as a
5 council. And it was more along the lines of the
6 processes of the map that we started with, because
7 the map that we started with was based off of race.
8 So we need to be cautious when -- we are in this
9 process of trying to read the maps as well -- as
10 Mr. Teal said at the beginning (unintelligible) but
11 that race can't be used. So I want to be careful
12 to word it in --
13 MR. GAFFNEY: Actually let me rephrase.
14 Mr. Teal, maybe you want to come back up,
15 because I heard you mention that -- you were
16 explaining to us, I heard that somebody will have
17 four of those three -- I am not sure what you were
18 saying when you were talking about possible
19 districts on -- I guess the west side may go from
20 four to three. You can explain better than I can.
21 I heard you say.
22 MR. TEAL: Sure. Jason Teal through the
23 Chair to Council Member Gaffney. The issue is
24 that, you know, there was a lot of discussion in
25 both the lawsuit as well as in the redistricting
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1 process as to, you know, kind of the process of

2 consolidation, and the fact that, historically, has
3 developed, you know, as early as '91, of trying to
4 firmly establish four districts that would be

5 predominantly or have the -- I guess, as the

6 president mentioned, have the goal of having

7 minority representation. And because of the fact

8 that the council can no longer base its district

9 boundary lines with race as the predominant factor,
10 allegedly -- we're still in litigation -- is that
11 that may end up with the -- while party affiliation
12 is still appropriate, you can still maintain a

13 certain number of districts based upon Democrat

14 versus Republican. What you can't do is establish
15 any district based on African-American or any other
16 demographic group or ethnic group.

17 MR. GAFFNEY: So my next question -- you can
18 come back at an appropriate time. We can look at
19 4. Would it be possible for that Democrat to
20 maintain? And I don't have time now. My time is
21 up. But I do want, at some point, that question to
22 be answered.
23 MR. TEAL: Through the Chair to the whole
24 council, I know it's very small, but at the bottom
25 of these maps are breakdowns of -- in each of the
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1 districts, the breakdowns per -- by map of

2 percentages, Republican percentages, Democrat

3 percentages, No-Party Affiliation and --

4 percentages. And if so, we can probably make those
5 bigger for you if you -- I can't see them

6 personally. But if you wanted that, I can show you
7 on the screens.

8 THE CHAIR: Mr. Gaffney, is that it?

9 MR. GAFFNEY: Yes, sir.
10 THE CHAIR: All right. Thank you so much.
11 Council Ferraro, you're recognized.
12 MR. FERRARO: Thank you. Through the Chair,
13 so to my understanding, party affiliation is
14 something you can look at, through the Chair?
15 MR. TEAL: Through the Chair, yes.
16 MR. FERRARO: Okay. So I'm trying to look at
17 the older maps versus the newer maps, and I'm
18 trying to really figure out what we're trying to

19 work out here that's different than I'm looking
20 at -- like Councilman Bowman said, that we're
21 carving up neighborhoods, and what Ms. DeFoor said,
22 carving up history.
23 We're looking at four maps that I don't
24 think -- I know I didn't have a chance to offer my
25 suggestions for this map. I don't know who else

1 did. But we're literally pulling out neighborhoods
2 to fit a criteria that we're -- sometimes fixing

3 one problem causes another. Let me ask you, have

4 you run into this before and how -- and what is the
5 solution to that? I mean, is there really

o (unintelligible) ?

7 MR. JOHNSON: Through the Chair, yes, it's

8 one of these interesting things that districts draw
9 lines that create neighborhood-focused districts.
10 It's a fairly large map. But there are -- the idea
11 is that these neighborhoods stay together. The
12 fact is, we're drawing lines and lines have to go
13 somewhere.

14 MR. FERRARO: And something also that

15 Councilman Salem brought up, candidates that are

16 running, these are actually not candidates that

17 have been working. Government is always under the
18 microscope that -- people are thinking that there
19 is a bigger problem here and that, you know,
20 perhaps, we are trying to knock candidates out to
21 run or not be able to run.
22 So I'm curious -- I'm having a hard time
23 going with these four maps. And one of the things
24 I am really having a hard time on is, I can't read
25 these numbers. They are so small here. I can't
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1 read them. So it is hard to go along with

2 something that I can't really read. We have four

3 maps that we are supposed to move forward on today,
4 and I am hearing other people can't read them as

5 well.

6 So those are my suggestions.

7 THE CHAIR: Thank you.

8 And before I move on to the next one, I

9 wanted to -- Mr. Killingsworth, I know last week
10 you reached out to all of the council members to
11 try to meet with them. And you're still ready and
12 able to make yourself accessible if needed, time

13 for phone calls.

14 Please come to the queue. I just want to

15 make sure -- just that certain things are said, I
16 do want those who are watching to know that -- and
17 these maps weren't presented -- these are the first
18 time we are all seeing them. If you can all

19 briefly explain again who is working with you when
20 it came to the maps, the process, Jjust to make sure
21 we're all on the same page.
22 And I'm hearing from some of my colleagues
23 that it sort of sounds as if you may have
24 collaborated with, you know, others, and
25 potentially some of us before today, to come to
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1 this conclusion of four.

2 So can you kind of go through that process

3 real quick, that you are able.

4 MR. KILLINGSWORTH: Yes, Mr. Chair. So I can
5 say there was no collusion. The consultant and I

6 drew our maps strictly based on criteria, such as

7 urban or rural, freeway —-- one side of the freeway
8 or the other side of the freeway, one side of a

9 major road or another side of a major road, one
10 side of some physical structure or the other side
11 of some physical structure, like a river or a creek
12 or a tributary, and then making sure we have the

13 right number of people in each box.

14 I will say that the last map we were working
15 on was the Orange map. And by that time I had met
16 with all of the council members who had asked. And
17 one question that I got, which was from Council

18 Member Pittman, was that she had a preference to go
19 north. Council Member Jackson didn't meet with me.
20 So in the Orange map, we made it so that she was in
21 the north of the district and Council Member
22 Jackson was western of the orange. That is the
23 only thing in which (unintelligible) about that
24 one.
25 The only three pieces of information we got
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1 out of all of the meetings was, to the extent

2 possible, keep 12 Argyle. Try to separate the

3 rural from the urban areas, if we can. And

4 Ms. Pittman asked if she could, to the extent

5 possible, go north rather than going south.

6 THE CHAIR: Thank you for that. That is not
7 to demean or speak against anyone who was not able
8 to meet last week. But I do want to make sure that
9 that was put out.
10 Also I want to kind of go back to my comment
11 of the goal today, is try to get to two. And the
12 ask is, we are still going to take things into

13 consideration. This is a workshop. But we -- as
14 opposed to trying to deal with four maps and

15 working on four different maps, we are on a very

16 tight timeline here. So if there is a map that's
17 closest to the area of concern for you, then I

18 would encourage you to get to that map, put that

19 map up as your option of a map that we start
20 working from. So these are four working maps. We
21 are trying to go from four to two of them so we can
22 narrow our focus and land for the best results.
23 Mr. Johnson, you are recognized.
24 MR. JOHNSON: Mr. Chairman, if I may Jjust add
25 something to that too. Now we are in the council
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1 committee process, it may be tough to schedule

2 time. I think part of the vision that the Chair

3 has of this process through tomorrow, we are down

4 to two maps, and that really is the opportunity --
5 and the committee really, for the council members

6 to ask for any changes to the two maps they wish.

7 We are happy to get any of the comments tomorrow

8 and then come back through the next day with

9 whatever changes you ask for.
10 THE CHAIR: All right. Thank you. So we are
11 going -- did you just come up, Mr. Ferraro? Are
12 you up for a second time?

13 MR. FERRARO: No.

14 THE CHAIR: So we are going back a second

15 time.

16 Council Member Diamond, you're recognized.

17 MR. DIAMOND: Thank you, Mr. Chair.

18 I have a -- I just have a legal question for
19 Jason. So I understand how you feel and maybe
20 (unintelligible) either reading Judge Howard's
21 order and, you know, know the Constitution is
22 there, they are raised there, we have all of these
23 things to worry about. These four maps that are in
24 front of us, is it your opinion that if we selected
25 any of them, as it stands right now, would pass
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1 constitutional muster and Judge Howard would say,

2 yes, we're good?

3 MR. TEAL: Through the Chair, obviously

4 predicting the future for Judge Howard I'm not

5 going to try to do. But we wouldn't put anything

6 in front of you that we didn't think was going to

7 be valid and approved as necessary and just and is
8 constitutional.

9 MR. DIAMOND: Okay. And then, I understand
10 we didn't do the VRA Section 2 analysis already,
11 because there just wasn't time. But what we've
12 done here is we've written -- we went by geographic
13 boundaries, neighborhood boundaries, and then we
14 did the map out of those boundaries and now we have
15 the map in front of us; is that right?
16 MR. TEAL: Correct. The process that was
17 used is really based upon the population, making
18 sure that they were all in -- met with the

19 requirement for one person per vote, and then
20 established boundaries in terms of rural versus
21 urban or where the incumbents live. And that was
22 really kind of the process of drawing the lines 1is
23 where was the natural demarcation, if you will, or
24 what makes sense to draw the line.
25 MR. DIAMOND: Okay. So I'll -- to try to
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1 help us out here, I work at the Beaches, District

2 13 is unchanged. Everything south of the river is
3 unchanged. And my neighborhood is happy. They

4 love the district the way it is.

5 So I just have a hat on to follow the law,

6 getting this done on time, and doing what's right

7 for Jacksonville. So with that hat on, I'll say my
8 biggest peeve with the Plaintiff's map is what it

9 did to District 12, just the partial gerrymander.
10 That, for me, it is a nonstarter based on trying to
11 flip 12. And, really, it doesn't make sense at all
12 in trying to keep the community together. TIt's

13 just -- i1t was Jjust a negative partnership.

14 So I will happily support the Maroon map as
15 it is right now. It needs some changes in my vote.
16 But the reason why I like the Maroon map today, and
17 I'd 1like it to be one of the two that we push

18 forward, is that, first of all, it's

19 constitutional.
20 Number one, I think it is good for Judge
21 Howard and we can do this. The second thing I like
22 about it is that it pretty much maintains a lot of
23 what we like about the original map without all of
24 the problems that are -- the unconstitutionality
25 about it. And the third reason I like it, it is
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1 keeping a lot of the communities that historically
2 are working together, still together.
3 My biggest problem with that map is that it
4 is drawn one incumbent south and one north. And so
5 I would like to see if we can't -- for the
6 incumbents, running for re-election, 1t seems
7 possible to meet their needs so that that map could
8 go forward.
9 In the meantime, that is one of the maps I
10 would like to advance. I think, you know, from a
11 legal point of view, it's a very, very strong case
12 that we could defend or have this matter settle
13 finally.
14 Thank you.
15 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Councilman Diamond.
16 And as we go through the second round -- and
17 hopefully we are going to land in a place where we
18 are starting to show support. I am going to look
19 to committee members first. And I am going to
20 listen -- I will hear from the committee members
21 first and then I will go to those visiting, and
22 then we will take in public comments.
23 So Councilman White.
24 MR. WHITE: Yes, sir. I don't know if this
25 is the time. But I was looking at the maps too.
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1 And the Orange map looks kind of like what we had
2 done years ago when we ran around from 9 all the

3 way to the beaches, which is spread out. And

4 looking at it on the Maroon, I like the Maroon the
5 best. But that's -- that is my comments.

6 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Councilman White.

7 Councilman Howland.

8 MR. HOWLAND: Thank you, Mr. President.

9 I also wanted to weigh in on my opinions of
10 the maps. I have looked at all of the data. My

11 eyes are hurting, but I glanced at it all. Also,
12 before I get into my opinion, one, I wanted to

13 state that, while I wasn't here for the development
14 of the original maps, I believe this council has

15 always been and remains committed to ensuring that
16 every voter's vote counts.

17 And I (unintelligible)-- the original maps

18 state before, nonetheless, we are in a position

19 where we need to redraw the maps. I think that
20 would -- the three maps are legal, they are
21 constitutional, they do not take race into account.
22 Instead, they follow the guidelines of the charter
23 and the court, namely in population, compactness,
24 neighborhoods that we represented and protecting
25 incumbents, which is perfectly fine.
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1 In that regard, I clearly believe the Maroon
2 map is my favorite or the Lime map, rather, is a

3 distant second. The reason why I like the Maroon

4 map is because I see those curves in District 12

5 stays west of 295. It seems more rural and in

6 keeping the neighborhood being accurately

7 represented.

8 I also appreciate that between District 7 and
9 District 12, you drew the CPAC guidelines. I think
10 that is a great border.
11 And, finally, hearing my colleague, Council
12 Member Bowman, it keeps the gated community intact.
13 So I definitely prefer the Maroon map. And
14 Lime, to me, is a distant second. Thank you.

15 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Councilman.

16 Council Member Pittman, you are on the

17 record.

18 MS. PITTMAN: Through the Chair, I've had a
19 chance to look at these maps. One, I am looking at
20 what 1is on the presentation in terms of color. I
21 am a very visual person, so I can't say that the
22 colors to me line up. They do not have the council
23 members who are in these districts so we can kind
24 of see, you know, where it actually lands.
25 Also, I was nerved, I can't see the streets.
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1 So, for me, it's very difficult for me to kind of

2 weigh in at all. I just feel like right now I'm at
3 a very -- disadvantage in looking at these maps

4 that we have, the colors are totally different so

5 it's hard. Where we have orange on these maps,

6 they're actually pink on here.

7 So I can't say where I'm going to land right
8 now. At this point I feel like I need to do my own
9 map. But I will say I appreciate you putting forth
10 the effort in putting this together. At the end of
11 the day, it's really about addressing what the
12 judge had charged us to do. And as a council
13 member, you know, we always want to do the right
14 thing when we're asked for a discharge.
15 So, for me, I can't say right now, because I
16 can't -- I can't tell. We have four maps. We have
17 Plaintiff's map. And, you know, what has taken us
18 five months to put together, we had less than 30

19 days. That's not acceptable, you know. And, you
20 know, we're putting our residents, I think, you
21 know, in a place that -- at this point, we just
22 don't know what's going to happen.
23 So those are just my observations today. And
24 hopefully, you know, by tomorrow, maybe I will be
25 in a better place. But it's very confusing up here
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1 for me. I don't know about my colleagues.

2 Thank you.

3 MR. JOHNSON: If I may? Just very, very

4 briefly.

5 Through the Chair, Mr. Killingsworth's team

6 was able to -- the PDF maps, the coloration of they
7 used for each district -- so they used -- the color
8 stays with the district numbers. Sometimes they

9 move geographically. So if you look at the PDF
10 maps, I agree the colors are -- I didn't have the
11 time to get the other maps aligned with those.
12 MS. PITTMAN: Okay. Because I am looking

13 at -- like, the Maroon -- or Maroon map, and the

14 colors -- is it Maroon -- and the lines, they look
15 a little bit different to me. I couldn't see --

16 the maps that we were looking at earlier, you

17 didn't have where the current council members were.
18 So I need a little bit more time to kind of digest
19 all of this.
20 Thank you.
21 THE CHAIR: Thank you.
22 And maybe you can get a little larger copy
23 or -- because I know that there are small dots on
24 here to -- Council Member Pittman, there are some
25 little dots on here that represent school board
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1 members as well as council members. I see what

2 you're saying, when it comes to darker colors,

3 trying to identify the -- maybe they can enlarge

4 them. I can't read the street names either, but it
5 does look like there are letters on here.

6 So I think we've gone through our committee.
7 I think it's time -- I'm sorry.

8 Council Member Newby.

9 MR. NEWBY: Yes, Mr. President.
10 Well, I want to talk -- I actually like the
11 Maroon map first and then a close second would be
12 the Lime map. That would be my preference.

13 THE CHAIR: Thank you.

14 Councilman Bowman.

15 MR. BOWMAN: Thank you, Mr. Chair and

16 President.

17 Yeah, the Plaintiff's map and the Orange map,
18 I found them as flawed and not supported with

19 those, Plaintiff's and Orange. I think there is a
20 merge between Lime and Maroon. They work -- I
21 mean, just looking outside of my district and
22 following that Maroon map is 9 and 14 are not
23 intact, and I think they spread so long, that the
24 committee's interest are really lost on those.
25 And another thing I would say is, the Yellow
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1 map, I was looking at District 11, the dark blue,

2 the very northeast section, you can only get there
3 after a ten-minute drive in the rest of the

4 district. So we can try to pull that into District
5 3 to bring it in and off San Pablo Road here. So

6 not a whole lot to do that, and that does fix that
7 section, of course, between -- is a two-mile drive
8 through a gated community. It is a section that

9 got cut off. I have to say that.
10 I have to say that now that I'm going
11 through, I would probably go with Lime first and
12 Maroon second. And I think that would be my order.
13 Thank you.

14 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Councilman Bowman.

15 That is what I was going to share earlier,

16 that for those that are here that have any

17 questions, if you want -- if you're making a

18 consideration or recommendation, to use some

19 boundary as a street or if you know the
20 neighborhood that they stated earlier. That'd be
21 somewhat of a challenge.
22 So I want to -- before I go back for a second
23 time to Council Members DeFoor and Gaffney, I want
24 to go over to Council Member Clark-Murray for a
25 first time and then I want to recognize school
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1 board members and see if they have any thoughts.

2 Council Member Clark-Murray, whenever you're
3 ready.

4 MS. CLARK-MURRAY: Good afternoon. Through

5 the Chair, can you pull up the original of the

6 Maroon map, on the streets -- and enlarge it,

7 please. And if you can zoom in a little more. So
8 I listened to the rationale that served as a basis
9 for this particular map. And -- so when I talk
10 about that neighborhood, I am looking specifically
11 at the proposal for 9. And then what's the -- I
12 can't really see i1t on the map, the number, the

13 green, the dark green.

14 MR. JOHNSON: Through the chair, it's 10.

15 MS. CLARK-MURRAY: 10. So in terms of

16 neighborhood, I think one of the -- the issue that
17 I see is that this has broken up neighborhoods.

18 You have -- this is Woodstock. That's part of 9.
19 And then you have -- and then you have 9. You have
20 the light purple, the purple. You have -- that's
21 9 -- I mean, not 9. But that's Woodstock, and then
22 you have the green, that is just a little south of
23 9, and that is Cassat Avenue. That is east -- or
24 to the left. That is still continuing to be
25 Woodstock.
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1 And then -- but to the left of McDuff, you've
2 got Bronson division -- right here you've got --

3 the neighborhood's broken up. So if I look on

4 other side of Commonwealth, I am now in 10. And

5 then right there, it is not until -- I am not a fan
6 of Maroon, but I am a less -—- I'm less of a fan --
7 I'm more of a fan of Orange for now. But in terms
8 of 12, it would be -- once again, I'm like my

9 colleagues, I can't see the data. And that is what
10 I would like to see, the comparison of the data.
11 And then looking at the -- can you go to the
12 Lime map, please.

13 MR. JOHNSON: I'm sorry. Which one?

14 MS. CLARK-MURRAY: 9.

15 THE CHAIR: Mr. Johnson, if you can be brief
16 on this. I want to remind my guests, this will

17 come to you as a recommendation on Friday. And we
18 will block off time for that as well, that you-all
19 will be able to make these types of recommendations
20 and either accept them or not accept them. So I
21 just want to make sure I remind you of that.
22 This committee process is for the special
23 committee to get us to a point where we can bring a
24 product back to you-all that then can go further in
25 the conversation. So I appreciate the questions,
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1 but I do -- we're looking at about ten minutes left
2 before we have public comments. And I want to make
3 sure that I get a chance to hear the school board

4 members and those others who are looking as well.

5 Mr. Johnson?

6 MS. CLARK-MURRAY: So through the Chair --

7 and I know that I am out of time -- or I was out of
8 time. Just in terms of -- once again, my issue

9 would be the neighborhoods, how the neighborhoods
10 are broken up. And, then, thinking about voters,
11 how confusing that would be for them. But if I was
12 to have a choice, and I look at the Orange, I know
13 one thing -- I would be happy with 12, but I am

14 leaning more towards Orange and Lime.

15 THE CHAIR: Thank you so much. I want -- I
16 also want to reiterate that we are looking to go

17 from four to two. Although I have visitors here

18 and welcome you all, that this vote will be amongst
19 the special committee that will then make the
20 recommendation to you all. The thing that you like
21 on the maps, if it is not the one chosen, make sure
22 you are able to bring those back on Friday and then
23 we will have that discussion.
24 So we have two left in the queue.
25 And, Mr. Johnson, you're next.
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1 MR. JOHNSON: Just very, very quickly. I
2 want to note that the rotation of where the council
3 members are that you see in Orange that -- well,
4 two of the other lines come down, that can be done
5 in any of the maps. So if there is a preference
6 for Maroon, but to rotate that so we don't have the
7 Maroon finger with the Lime finger sticking up, we
8 can do that same rotation in the Maroon or the Lime
9 map, if that is the committee's direction.
10 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Mr. Johnson.
11 We will have a recommendation as we move
12 forward from the special committee. And then from
13 there, we can go further if it doesn't meet the
14 needs of capacity.
15 All right. So we have Council Member DeFoor.
16 And we will have a hard stop. It's 1:05 now,
17 so ten minutes, so Councilwoman DeFoor, guests and
18 visitors, Councilman Gaffney, a visitor, and
19 Council Member Ferraro.
20 The special committee is charged with doing
21 the work today.
22 Council Member DeFoor, you are recognized.
23 MS. DEFOOR: Thank you, Mr. President.
24 Just quickly looking over the maps, I lean
25 towards Maroon and Lime second as well. But I
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1 understand Councilman Bowman's concern. Looking at
2 the Maroon map, we would able to defend its

3 current -- the way that this is written.

4 MR. JOHNSON: As Mr. Killingsworth mentioned
5 earlier, through the Chair, we feel they can be

6 defended. There are always degrees how to do that.
7 We are (unintelligible) if there are any changes to
8 it that this committee asks for, we can move

9 forward.

10 MS. DEFOOR: Again, I did not hear from

11 Mr. Killingsworth. I guess it was just the

12 committee members, I did not hear from

13 Mr. Killingsworth or an e-mail.

14 THE CHAIR: Thank you.

15 We have Councilman Gaffney.

16 MR. GAFFNEY: Yes. Through the Chair, Maroon
17 for me -- and I am not on this committee, but it

18 would be my recommendation that -- the Lime would
19 be my recommendation for you guys.
20 THE CHAIR: Councilman Ferraro, you are
21 recognized.
22 MR. FERRARO: Thank you. I want to say that
23 I agree with Mr. Bowman and Ms. DeFoor about
24 splitting. This is something that I am very
25 concerned about.
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1 But I also wanted to bring up that when I

2 spoke with Mr. Killingsworth, we spoke about

3 Oceanway and we talked about San Mateo. So I

4 wanted to make sure those were included in 1f the

5 Maroon were a draft. And it moves, with the Lime,
6 south -- further south and then into my district.

7 So I wanted to bring that up that that is something
8 we talked about keeping in there.

9 I am concerned when we have neighborhoods
10 that are being split off, because I think what's
11 happening is, we're answering the judge but we may
12 be creating another problem. And I just want to be
13 sure we are not doing that.
14 Thank you.
15 THE CHAIR: All right. Thank you.
16 School board members. Council to chair -- I
17 mean, Mr. Chair Willie.
18 MR. WILLIE: Thank you so much. Through the
19 Chair, we want to recognize that the maps that
20 you-all decide, there are two maps, we will commit
21 to making sure that we see an overlap of where the
22 schools are. There are a couple of maps where the
23 schools actually shift.
24 Council members and, of course, we like to be
25 collaborative with our council's focus to ensure
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1 that fidelity will resume in the school for the

2 accomodation. So that being one.

3 Other than that, we -- as you can see, those
4 blue dots don't really shift too much. But our --
5 of course, two council areas were one, school board
6 areas, SO our areas are bigger.

7 But we want to commit to making sure the

8 overlay —-- whatever maps you-all decide, to ensure
9 we see which schools are shifting in those.
10 THE CHAIR: Thank you so much, Chair Willie.
11 So that clears the queue. That takes me to
12 those 1, 2, 3, 4, 5 -— so -—- I'm sorry.
13 Dr. Coker.
14 DR. COKER: Through the Chair, thank you for
15 allowing us to be a part of this process. We were
16 appreciative last time. We continue to be
17 appreciative. I want to make sure I say that.
18 And T think that -- that being said, the last
19 time we went through the process, Mr. Killingsworth
20 was incredibly helpful in meeting with -- or
21 talking with school board members with questions.
22 Because we just have seen these today, we did not
23 have them ahead of time, I wanted to make sure we
24 offered that over -- an opportunity up so that he
25 can be used as a resource for questions,
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1 particularly about neighborhoods that remain in a
2 couple of the areas, I believe.
3 And as a point of housekeeping, I do want to
4 note that in School Board District 2, District
5 Council 13, I believe, that we may want to take a
6 look at the newly elected. (Unintelligible) to
7 ensure that the newly elected school board member
8 are sitting in the districts appropriately as well.
9 That is just a housekeeping matter.
10 THE CHAIR: What district was that again?
11 I'm sorry.
12 DR. COKER: It 1is School Board District 2.
13 It would be Council District 13. We have the
14 current school board member and that will switch in
15 two weeks -- or three weeks when the new school
16 board member comes on board (unintelligible).
17 THE CHAIR: Thank you. Thank you for raising
18 that point. All right. I think everyone has had
19 an opportunity to speak. I am so sorry —- you are
20 good?
21 Raise your hand if -- Council Member Newby,
22 you are recognized.
23 MR. NEWBY: Through the Chair, she brings up
24 a good point. We will have a new council member
25 also in about eight days. Can we include that --
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1 also that will -- we will have a new councilman in
2 eight days, just like the new school board member.
3 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Council Newby.

4 For a point of clarification, Dr. Coker, when
5 you say we are going to have a new school board

6 member, they are running in the special election

7 right now, or they are already on?

8 DR. COKER: Through the Chair, you have

9 someone who Jjust won. Queens Harber -- she lives
10 in Queens Harber. I don't know exactly where. I
11 want to make sure she's placed on it.
12 THE CHAIR: I want to make sure that -- I

13 presume that person is the same as Council Member
14 Clark-Murray who won and immediately took office.
15 And then we are tasked with having someone

16 (unintelligible), so I just want to put that

17 consideration with a very valid point.

18 We are now to closing. My counts are 1, 2,
19 3, 4, 5, o6, for Maroon as one. And 1, 2, 3, 4, 5,
20 6 for Lime.
21 We don't need a motion for this.
22 Councilwoman Pittman would like for someone
23 to reach back out with her so she can see them on a
24 little larger scale. And Councilwoman Pittman, we
25 can move -- we are still able to work from that.
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1 That narrows our focus from four down to two. So
2 that would be my request now moving forward.
3 Mr. Teal.
4 MR. TEAL: Real quick, Mr. President.
5 You-all should have gotten an e-mail from
6 Merriane Lahmeur that will have the PDFs of all of
7 these maps in them. Those you can zoom in on, you
8 can zoom in to -- as far as the party affiliation
9 breakdown. You can zoom into street level to see
10 everything. Those PDFs you should have there in
11 your e-mail inbox. You should be able to draw in
12 on those areas that you want to.
13 THE CHAIR: Thank you so much. So we have
14 now accomplished a vote for day one, which will
15 take us to tomorrow where we will now take these
16 two maps and now we can start getting into moving
17 the lines and give those who -- like myself,
18 touching these for the first time and get a chance
19 to see them and dig into them, a chance to get
20 along, do some homework.
21 And when we come back, Members, these
22 streets, neighborhoods -- but we want to make sure
23 you —-- Mr. Johnson prefaced it earlier, I think
24 Mr. Johnson prefaced earlier, population, urban,
25 rural, CPAC, just how we got to this point. So I
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1 am going to do some housekeeping on that.

2 And the goal tomorrow will be to continue to
3 work down and narrow down working maps so that we

4 get to day 3 and take all of the considerations in
5 and visually have one map that the special

6 committee will vote on to send to the body as a

7 whole on Friday. And we still may not be done.

8 Friday is still a chance for us to work. So T

9 don't want anyone to feel like -- and, yes, this
10 process is -- it 1is crunched. It is cramped. And
11 those are the cards that we're dealt with. We all
12 end up getting good work done.

13 So at this time, we will bring a close to our
14 questions from council members.

15 Thank you so much, Mr. Johnson.

16 I will close the queue, and we will move to
17 public comments. And I will turn it over to my

18 co-vice chair.

19 MR. DIAMOND: Thank you, Mr. President.
20 We've got 113. There is time for one minute.
21 The person —-- I'll call out the first three names.
22 Come down. You get one full minute.
23 First is Essay Howard, followed by John
24 Draper, followed by Vanessa Cullins Hopkins.
25 THE CHAIR: And so I will remind you-all that
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1 we are going to maintain the decorum. If you heard
2 my opening spiel, my biggest goal is that civility
3 is a part of the process. One thing we can all

4 agree on is that we can agree to disagree, but we

5 still have to have respect for each other as people
6 not refusing to do so.

7 That being said, this is going to be one of

8 several opportunities for public comment. And so

9 we are now 1:14. We will let you speak.

10 MR. HOWARD: Are you ready?

11 MR. DIAMOND: Yes, sir. State your name and
12 address.

13 MR. HOWARD: ©Essay Howard. Information is on
14 file. I just heard you say two maps that you're

15 going to be working with? So all of these maps are
16 just about the same. Plaintiff's map and the rural
17 map is the one you should be trying to work with.
18 And, also, are you guys going to have public
19 participation in there from each district with
20 you-all, or just you-all doing it? It ain't going
21 to get right. It ain't going to get right. I just
22 want to know. Whenever somebody can talk with me
23 and explain to me which two maps are you going to
24 be working with? That's all. Thank you.
25 MR. DIAMOND: John Draper followed by Vanessa
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1 Cullins Hopkins followed by Bill Lewis.

2 MR. DRAPER: Hello. I am John Draper. I was
3 a councilmen when this first started in 1992. And
4 it was race space, four race -- black access

5 districts. And it's gotten worse and worse each

6 successive decade until now the federal judge says,
7 This is terrible. I've heard that you're trying to
8 do it with just three. What would happen if there
9 were Jjust two? What would a map look like? What
10 if there was just one minority access district?
11 What if there were none? That would make sense.
12 That's what the charter says.

13 The idea that we are using a race base with a
14 fig leaf called political party, that was the

15 ruling several -- a couple of decades ago when the
16 idea of race space was thrown out.

17 We need to do this again. Try it with one or
18 maybe no black access districts. I think you would
19 get a much better map and that would work a whole
20 lot better.
21 MR. DIAMOND: Thank you, sir. Mr. Draper's
22 address 1s on file.
23 Vanessa Cullins Hopkins followed by Bill
24 Lewis followed by Eunice Barnum.
25 MS. HOPKINS: Vanessa Cullins Hopkins, 3283
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1 Edgewood Avenue West.

2 I applaud you-all for having a transparent

3 process. I believe that the true democratic

4 process of value is diverse thinking based upon the
5 facts, i.e., the laws, sound logic, and critical

6 thinking.

7 My last point is that crossing of

8 neighborhoods is going to be inevitable. And that
9 crossing neighborhood boundaries could potentially
10 be beneficial for the democratization of

11 Jacksonville.

12 Thank you.

13 MR. DIAMOND: Thank you, ma'am.

14 Bill Lewis followed by Eunice Barnum followed
15 by Stanley Scott.

16 MR. LEWIS: Good afternoon, Council Member,
17 City Council Staff, and Your Honor. My name is

18 Bill Lewis. I am president of the Argyle Area

19 Civic Council. We started the civic council in
20 2001 based on civic --
21 MR. DIAMOND: Address, please, sir.
22 MR. LEWIS: Address is 8852 Ivymill Place
23 South, Jacksonville, Florida 32244.
24 We started this in 2001 over city council
25 districts. The original district map that got us
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1 really mad, it was one of the ones for Argyle

2 Forest all the way to Mayport.

3 You guys talk a lot about protecting the

4 incumbents today. The judge does not like that.

5 Look what happened to Pamela Cortez in 2016 -- not
6 Cortez. Courtney Brown, she got districts zoned

7 from Jacksonville to Orlando, from Jacksonville to
8 Tallahassee.

9 The same thing can happen, the judge can just
10 toss all of this out, come up with his own map,
11 make you guys -- i1if you'd done this back in the
12 beginning of the year when we had these meetings,
13 with all of the logical and compact districts, this
14 charter would work.
15 We would like District Orange, because the
16 most logical and compact is the Orange map of all
17 of the ones that are drawn here.
18 Thank you wvery much.

19 MR. DIAMOND: Eunice Barnum followed by
20 Stanley Scott followed by Daniel Henry.
21 MS. BARNUM: Eunice Barnum. My address is on
22 file. Again, I'd like to ask, what are we paying
23 attorneys for? We have general counsel sitting in
24 here. And then the Constitution that all of you
25 should have read says I have a right to readdress

1 my grievances. And it does not say anything about
2 a time limit.

3 And I want to know, number 1, this millions

4 of dollars that you are wanting to spend, for what
5 exactly? We already paid attorneys to tell you

6 what the law says. So what is this million dollars
7 for? Who is going to get that? Because it's my

8 understanding that we don't have to pay a judge; do
9 we? So what are you going to do with that million
10 dollars? Who are you paying?
11 Number 2, if you have a map expert, how did
12 you get it wrong in the first place? We need

13 answers here. I'm sick of this dumb stuff.

14 MR. DIAMOND: Thank you, ma'am.

15 MS. BARNUM: Number 3 --

16 MR. DIAMOND: Ma'am --

17 (Simultaneous speaking.)

18 MS. BARMUM: -- it's a crime, then you-all

19 need to be --
20 MR. DIAMOND: Next is Stanley Scott followed
21 by Daniel Henry followed by Kathleen Beck.
22 MR. SCOTT: Stanley Scott on behalf of
23 African-American Economic Recovery. My address is
24 on file.
25 What you-all are doing is appalling. The
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1 judge -- the judge told you what to do. Now, I
2 have been to three charter revisions. I have been
3 a member of three charter revisions. I know a
4 little bit more about what's going on than you-all
5 do. Now, you-all are breaking the law. You-all
6 should -- not one of you-all should be on this
7 committee. This committee should be for the
8 community. And it's appalling that you-all are
9 breaking the law. And we're going to call you out.
10 There is a reason why Jacksonville is in the
11 condition that it's in, poor leadership.
12 MR. DIAMOND: Next is Daniel Henry followed
13 by Kathleen Beck followed by Ayesha Franklin
14 Covington.
15 MR. HENRY: Hi. My name is Daniel Henry. My
16 address is on file. I was taking a couple of notes
17 during the hearing to make sure I make this rather
18 quick, rather consistent. I went to all of the
19 Town Hall Redistrict Meetings, so I will be clear
20 as well.
21 The fact that the City did not complete a
22 racial analysis when it completed these maps when
23 it did not dispute the racial analysis of the
24 plaintiff through this entire case, I find was
25 ironic, but we are where we are.
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1 These maps, in my belief, do not comport with
2 what the court was trying to do. The fact that

3 this discounts -- was not using race when it comes
4 to creating these maps takes away from the fact

5 that the judge said you could use the racial

6 analysis, you could determine the right number of

7 each one of the districts, and you write them

8 accordingly.

9 Now, I had a guess as to how this meeting was
10 going to go. It is going exactly the way I
11 intended.
12 But the last point I want to say i1s that this
13 court did not permit this council's way in which it
14 did these maps. And although it's placed on the

15 record, I just wanted to make sure it's addressed.
16 MR. DIAMOND: Kathleen Beck followed by

17 Ayesha Franklin Covington followed by Tammy

18 Jackson.

19 MS. BECK: Hi. I'm Kathleen Beck with the --
20 vice president of Argyle Area Civic Council. And
21 community neighborhoods, that's what it's all
22 about. That is what this redistricting should be
23 about. Our neighborhood in Argyle was divided for
24 the last 20 years or more between two districts.
25 We need one district in our area. The Orange map
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1 does that. It makes us a community with Chimney

2 Lakes and East Argyle.

3 And also we need Collins area -- Collins

4 Road. All of that is our community, all the way

5 back towards 103rd, if it goes back that far. But
6 it is one community. What happens with one area in
7 our community and the other area of our community,
8 it is all connected. We need the map Orange. That
9 is the one that we want. Thank you.
10 MR. DIAMOND: Ms. Beck's address is on file.
11 Ayesha Franklin Covington followed by Tammy
12 Jackson followed by Ben Frazier.

13 MS. COVINGTON: Ayesha Franklin Covington.

14 My address is on file.

15 This process is disingenuous. You didn't

16 even bother to get the analysis. The analysis is
17 41 percent. If you're not going to hit the

18 numbers, why are we here? So you can waste 1

19 million dollars. You have it like that. And we
20 can go back and the judge can say no.
21 I don't know why you continue to violate the
22 law. The law is very clear. You should have
23 gotten the analysis. We would never be here today.
24 If they did it wrong in 2010 and you used the same
25 numbers and you come back with the same
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1 methodology, you get the same results. The result
2 is, you lose. We lose. The voters lose. The
3 taxpayers lose. And all of those people you worry
4 about getting elected, they lose.
5 Thank you and have a great day.
6 MR. DIAMOND: Next is Tammy Jackson followed
7 by Ben Frazier followed by Kim Pryor.
8 Ms. Jackson -- Mr. Frazier.
9 Come up, Mr. Frazier. You're next.
10 MR. FRAZIER: Hello. Ben Frazier. My
11 address 1is on record.
12 This entire process is a sham and a scam.
13 You're not listening to the voice of the people.
14 You're making the same mistake you made before.
15 Mama used to say, "A hard head makes a soft
16 behind." The big question 1is whether you actually
17 listen to the voice of the people.
18 Do you even value our perspective? Is this
19 just a legal game or is it your mission to
20 collaborate with the belief that, yes, we can work
21 together? When you finally get through crunching
22 the numbers, when you finally get through
23 deciphering the demographics, when you finally get
24 through measuring 24th century metrics, when you
25 actually listen with regards to the people with

1 what we're saying, the overarching perspective is
2 that you stop trying to resume the stock power
3 through this board of black voters in Duval County.
4 In the end, when it's all said and done, we
5 will change the political landscape of the city.
6 You have awakened the sleeping giant.
7 MR. DIAMOND: Mr. Frazier --
8 MR. FRAZIER: Black voters are awake and we
9 are holding each one of you accountable.
10 THE CHAIR: Mr. Frazier, thank you so much.
11 MR. FRAZIER: Blake voters matter. You
12 should stop and listen --
13 THE CHAIR: Do you want to be heard?
14 MR. FRAZIER: -- to the voice of the people.
15 You are not listening. You are making the same

6 minute, which they didn't get it. So please try to
7 remember that before moving forward. Thank you for
8 coming and sharing. I look forward to hearing you
9 all.
10 MR. DIAMOND: The next speaker is Kim Pryor
11 followed by Mike Ludwick followed by Carnell
12 Oliver.

13 MS. PRYOR: Good afternoon. My name is Kim
14 Pryor. I live at 245 West 5th Street.

15 The first thing I want to mention here is

16 that one of the things I believe the judge stated
17 was that she didn't feel that the council listens
18 to the public when we came up to speak in front of
19 you. And, gosh, you-all are doing it again.
20 You've already chosen the two maps that we
21 are going to move forward to tomorrow before any of
22 the public had a chance to come up here and talk to
23 you to let you know what maps they would prefer.
24 It's about the people. It is not about you guys.
25 Not one of you said that you thought the
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1 Plaintiff's map was good. I think that's
2 incorrect. Most of you chose the Lime and Maroon,
3 which I think are the two maps that you are moving
4 forward with. But, honestly, the Plaintiff's map
5 and the Orange map are the two, I feel, that need
6 to go forward.
7 You stated you couldn't use race in this.
8 Well, race is why we're here. So why can't you use
9 race?
10 MR. DIAMOND: Thank you, ma'am.
11 Next speaker is Mike Ludwick followed by
12 Carnell Oliver followed by Shamari Lewis.
13 MR. LUDWICK: Mike Ludwick. Address is on
14 record. This process is ridiculous. Why did you
15 not police the maps before this meeting? What kind
16 of public comment did you expect when we haven't
17 seen the maps until just now? And now you're
18 voting to send two maps forward based on this
19 discussion you had here, just dismissing our
20 Plaintiff's map just out of, Oh, it doesn't work,
21 it's not workable. ©No substantive discussion.
22 The Plaintiff's map must be the one that goes
23 forward. It is constitutional. It is legal. It
24 is racially just and can bring the community
25 together. And don't get me started about the
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1 November 3rd meeting that you might have in the

2 evening. It is going to be a time people are going
3 to say stuff, you're not going to listen, you're

4 going to vote on November 4th. No matter what you
5 say, that's how it's going to go down. Don't waste
6 our time.

7 MR. DIAMOND: Next speaker is Carnell Oliver
8 followed by Shamari Lewis --

9 MR. OLIVER: Yes. My --
10 MR. DIAMOND: Excuse me, sir.
11 -- followed by Kevin Kurel.
12 MR. OLIVER: My name is Carnell Oliver. My
13 address is on file.

14 I want to say this, and I'm going to

15 apologize for my words, but you-all are saying,

16 Fuck the people.

17 THE CHAIR: We have to stop the mic, please,
18 just for a second.

19 You are going to continue to speak, okay, but
20 I just want to remind you that there is a certain
21 level of decorum in this chambers that we expect.
22 My daughters, they watch this, my wife, your family
23 members, and others. And we want to make sure, if
24 we're going to have language like that, they can be
25 warned prior to so they can turn the T.V. down. So
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1 we want to try to maintain decorum as much as

2 possible.

3 Thank you. Please continue.

4 MR. OLIVER: My first speech is this, our

5 system is broken, but I know how to work around it.
6 If Ben Frazier and the Northside Coalition are able
7 to work with me and change the city charter on the
8 state legislature level, if I can get the governor
9 that I want that can help push this, I can break

10 your back. Not just by myself, because I can't do
11 this alone, this is a community effort. And it's
12 about the people. And it's about the laws. And
13 it's about these corrupt politicians in this

14 community that only serves the corporations, that
15 line your pockets and your political campaign.

16 Your values are not my values.

17 I want the Plaintiff's map.

18 MR. DIAMOND: Thank you, sir.

19 MR. OLIVER: But you will not stand for it
20 and you will not work for it.
21 MR. DIAMOND: Mr. Oliver --
22 MR. OLIVER: I am still talking. And when
23 I'm still talking, you listen.
24 THE CHAIR: Okay. We've heard you.
25 MR. OLIVER: I'm still talking. Terrance,

1 you are weak.

2 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Mr. Oliver.

3 Just as a reminder, we are going to have four
4 more opportunities for public comments and we look
5 forward to you coming back again and sharing your

6 thoughts.

7 MR. DIAMOND: The final two speakers are

8 Shamari Lewis and Kevin Kurel.

9 MR. LEWIS: Good afternoon. I'm only here
10 because I Jjust want somebody to explain this to me.
11 I don't understand it. I don't understand it.
12 There is nothing that makes sense to me.

13 The plaintiffs said that they were packing

14 certain minorities into a district. The council

15 disagrees. The judge seems to find some convoluted
16 material there.

17 I don't agree with anybody's proposed maps.
18 I don't agree -- and, again, I'm in Hyde Park

19 Circle. My address is on file. I'm District 9. I
20 am looking at this. I don't need to be able to see
21 the colors and the names of the streets. I can
22 look at the numbers. And the numbers tell me that
23 in District 9, it doesn't matter how you change it,
24 there are going to be more Democrats than
25 Republicans, so I can say that because I'm not --
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1 I'm not talking about black people; right?

2 So since we are not talking about black

3 people, let's talk about Democrats and Republicans,
4 and the numbers don't change. So what is the

5 plaintiff's point? Because I don't see what they

6 did --

7 MR. DIAMOND: Final speaker is Kevin Kurel.

8 MR. KUZEL: Kuzel.

9 MR. DIAMOND: Sorry.
10 MR. KUZEL: That's all right.
11 MR. DIAMOND: All right. Come on up.
12 MR. KUZEL: Excuse me. I just had brain
13 surgery earlier this last week, so, hey, I'm back
14 in action.
15 MR. DIAMOND: Name and address.
16 MR. KUZEL: Kevin M. Kuzel. And you know me
17 Rory. And -- 1130 Acosta Street in Riverside. And
18 just mainly two things that I want you-all to

19 consider is the fact that the Argyle area --
20 whichever map you pick, the Argyle area needs to
21 stay together and stay compact. It's attached to
22 another area. That's fine. But i1t needs to be
23 represented within one area.
24 And, also, Riverside, Avondale, Ortega should
25 be included in that as well, because Riverside and
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1 Avondale are historic districts, and they should

2 not be pushed above I-10 and -- as far as that

3 goes. So they need to stay together as well. No
4 matter where -- in other words, no matter where

5 else they're attached to, but they need to stay

6 together.

7 THE CHAIR: Thank you, Mr. Kuzel.

8 That brings us to the end of the public

9 comments. Just to make sure we're all on the same
10 page, so there will be a map chat on Thursday from
11 5:00 to 7:00.
12 A little clarity on the maps, I have heard
13 that we have chosen two maps. What we really did
14 was we narrowed out two for the folks to work from
15 to allow a lot of the recommendations that my

16 colleagues are making and you citizens are making.
17 You might see those same recommendations come to
18 fruition as we finish the workshop process. So if
19 for some reason there was a slight confusion on
20 that, I hope that this clarifies it. And we've now
21 narrowed it from four to look at and narrowed it
22 down to two.
23 So the same changes that you have not
24 selected and you'd like, that change may be added
25 as we move forward with this process.
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1 I have mentioned that there are going to be
2 four more times for public comments, so we welcome
3 everyone to come out. Those watching, if you're
4 able -- that is why we did one in the evening,
5 because -- I chose the lunch hour because I felt
6 that that would be a time that those who actually
7 work can be off and come down and participate as
8 much as possible and speak as well as the one in
9 the evening, which is our usual council time, for
10 you to speak.
11 With that being said, this meeting is
12 adjourned.
