I am unavailable to attend the Special Committee on Redistricting meeting scheduled for today,
Thursday, November 3, 2022, at 12:00 p.m. because of another commitment. However, I have been
following the Special Committee on Redistricting meetings and I am aware of various considerations
being raised relative to the proposed maps. To that end, I am requesting that the following
information is included for each proposed map and the single member districts:
 

a. the gender, age and household size for each of the 14 single member City Council Districts;
b. educational attainment (25 yo+);
c. educational attainment (18-24 yo);
d. veteran status/disability status/benefits (Food Stamp/Snap Benefits/Percentage below the

poverty level);
e. income;
f. employment status/unemployment rate; and,
g. differential between proposed maps single member districts and single member districts

passed in Ordinance 2022-01.
 
I am requesting this information in advance of the Special City Council Meeting scheduled for Friday,
November 4, 2022, regarding 2022-800. It is important that Council Members have the relevant
information regarding the newly proposed maps that was available to Council Members during the
prior work of the Redistricting Committees from January 1, 2021, through January 11, 2022.
 
I am certain that each Council Member wants to ensure that each newly proposed single member
district is constituted in a manner that is fair and doesn’t unduly burden or disadvantage any single
member district over another…or unduly burden or disadvantage any neighbors, their needs and
quality of life in Jacksonville, Duval County, Florida. That was foremost on many of our minds during
the prior redistricting efforts.
 
I remain appreciative of the work and support provided to each of us during this process.

I watched online the special committee meeting today.  I wish to submit the following comments for your consideration: 
 

1) The location of incumbents should not be the driving factor that defines the maps.  The maps should strive to 
best represent the communities and peoples of Jacksonville.   It should not be drawn to reflect city hall.  At best, 
the location of the incumbent should be of secondary (or tertiary) concern. 

2) The map needs to be “voter friendly”.  Logical and compact districts that represent real communities are easier 
for voters to understand.  Weirdly constructed shapes to accommodate incumbents are not helpful.  I reject the 
attorneys assertion that “oddly shaped maps” are ok as the city ordinance code  dictates that the districts “are 
arranged in a logical and compact geographic pattern to the extent possible”. 

3) The Orange map is not “voter friendly” and should be dismissed.  It splits neighborhoods (such as Avondale and 
Riverside).  It has weirdly constructed shapes that are not logical or compact.  It does not take into account 
communities.

be reduced in the proportion which the number of such male citizens shall bear to the whole number of male 
citizens twenty-one years of age in such State.

Some quick history about our neighborhood. After World War II the Riverside Avondale neighborhoods’ 
future dimmed as the era brought unexpected challenges. By the 1970s, it was clear the area was reaching a 
tipping point; irreplaceable historical structures were being demolished at an alarming rate, still more were in 
serious disrepair. Riverside and Avondale were losing their history, their houses, everything that 
made them unique and distinct.   
 
From its inception, Riverside Avondale Preservation knew that securing historic district status would help 
stabilize our neighborhoods. But getting there wasn’t easy. It was a decades-long effort that involved 
hundreds of volunteers making records of every home in the district that was over 50 years old.  
 
Once the neighborhood was listed in the National Register of Historic Places came the even more 
onerous effort to secure local district status, which confers critical legal protections. In 1998, when area 
residents were asked to vote on the local designation of the Riverside Avondale Historic District. 
The measure passed with 81% approval. 
 
With the 2008 passage of the Riverside Avondale Zoning Overlay achieved the kind of zoning and legal 
protections that have been missing for much of its history. Further, it has been invaluable to have 
Councilpersons over the years that understood this distinction. However, the potential for these 
proposed District changes that may split the district apart is in direct opposition to all of the 
positive things that have been achieved since those dark days. 

As many of you know, today, Riverside Avondale enjoys unprecedented popularity, stable property values, and 
an enviable quality of life. Nonetheless, the things that we all enjoy about our community — its 
“human” scale, walkable streets, and charming, well-preserved old homes didn’t happen by accident, and, 
even now, they can all too easily be undone.  
 
It is for all of these reasons that the Riverside Avondale Historic District and Zoning overlay should remain 
intact, no matter which district it may end up being part of.

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1                   P R O C E E D I N G S

2             THE CHAIR:  Good afternoon, welcome to day 3

3       of the Special Redistricting Committee.  And I will

4       start off with introductions.  And it looks like I

5       will start to my right.

6             MR. GAFFNEY:  Good evening.  Reggie Gaffney,

7       District 7.  Thank you.

8             MR. FERRARO:  Good afternoon.  Al Ferraro,

9       City Council, District 2.

10             MR. SALEM:  Ronald Salem, Group 2-At Large.

11             MR. WHITE:  Randy White,  District 12.

12             MS. PITTMAN:  Ju'Coby Pittman, District 8.

13             MR. DIAMOND:  Good afternoon.  Rory Diamond,

14       District 13.

15             THE CHAIR:  Terrance Freeman, At Large-Group

16       1.

17             MR. BOWMAN:  Aaron Bowman, City Council,

18       District 3.

19             MR. NEWBY:  Samuel Newby, At Large-Group 5.

20             MR. HOWLAND:  Nick Howland, At Large-Group 3.

21             MS. CUMBER:  Leanna Cumber, District 5.

22             MR. WILLIE:  Darryl Willie, School Board

23       Chairman.

24             THE CHAIR:  All right.  Thank you for the

25       introductions.
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1             I wanted to start off today's meeting just

2       with a new acknowledgements.  I want to thank,

3       first of all -- I want to thank our legislative

4       services and the work that they've done.

5             You've done an amazing job in how quickly you

6       are able to turn things around.  And so I greatly

7       appreciate that.

8             Secondly, I'd also like to thank my council

9       members, the visiting council members, committee

10       members for the time that you've taken in such

11       short notice with a quick turnaround.  That is

12       really appreciated in your commitment to service of

13       the people.

14             Last I want to thank the citizens.  I want to

15       thank each of you for your attendance in this

16       meeting.  Those watching online, streaming,

17       following the social media, 120 e-mails that we've

18       received to date is all appreciated.  And in all of

19       these various ways that are mentioned, you've

20       played a vital part in ensuring sure that your

21       voices were given an opportunity to be heard.

22             And now I want to start with a little bit of

23       housekeeping.  First I would like to ask all in the

24       audiences and on the dais to please be sure to

25       silence your cell phones as not to disrupt the
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1       meeting.

2             For my colleagues at the dais, there should

3       be maps that are handed out.

4             And for the public, I believe the maps have

5       been made accessible to you-all as well.  They are

6       over in the front corner, so we have all of the

7       template maps out.

8             Public comment.  Public comment today, just

9       like yesterday, will be moved before the body of

10       work to be done.  And I've extended the time of

11       public comment from 15 minutes to 30 minutes,

12       hopefully to give everyone a chance to be heard.

13       And, as a reminder, there will be a Town Hall later

14       tonight as well that you're able to attend.

15             And, then, the last thing is to my colleagues

16       on the council, there is a memo that should have

17       gone out today or will be going out shortly, that

18       if any of my colleagues have proposals or

19       recommendations that they've recently come across,

20       there will be a timeline of 9:00 a.m. tomorrow to

21       have those proposals submitted to OGC.  Any

22       proposal -- and this is similar to our

23       budget finance meetings -- anything submitted after

24       9:00 a.m., we will not be taking it up.

25             And I direct the legislative services to make
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1       sure that the memo has been sent out.

2             So at this time -- and I will get to you,

3       Councilman Gaffney.  But I'm going to follow this

4       roll call real quick -- or the agenda.

5             At this time, Mr. Teal, I would like to

6       recognize you.

7             MR. TEAL:  Thank you, Mr. President.

8             Jason Teal, office of general counsel.

9       Through the Chair to the committee, a couple of

10       things that I want us to touch on today is really a

11       procedural aspect of what's going to be expected of

12       the committee today; in that, at the end of this

13       process, the goal for the committee is to provide a

14       recommendation to the full city Council for the map

15       that they would like the Council to consider.

16             As the Council president indicated at

17       yesterday's meeting, if you think about the map

18       almost like a bill or an ordinance.  You are going

19       to be treating it the same way as you would at any

20       other committee meeting, in that any proposed

21       changes to the map, move, second, discussion, vote.

22       And then that will then end up -- at the end of all

23       of that, you will probably have multiple different

24       amendments to it.  Ms. Johnston can roll all of

25       that up into one amendment, one master amendment,
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1       for the entire bill.  And then that would be what

2       would be presented to the city Council.

3             So at the end of today's meeting -- it's

4       really kind of the last thing that you-will to do,

5       is to kind of finalize that map that you are going

6       to be recommending to the full city Council.

7             One thing, too, is that, once that map is

8       established, then we will be able to then ascertain

9       what the school districts are going to be.  As you

10       all know, school districts are required to be made

11       up of two different Council districts.  They have

12       to be touching.  And so depending on which map you

13       guys all select, then we will make that

14       determination as to what the Court finds the school

15       districts are going to be.

16             You are going to hear from Dr. Johnson in a

17       little bit.  But one thing that was brought up by

18       some of the public comments at yesterday's meeting,

19       is that the notion of the plaintiffs that provided

20       VRA analysis and so Mr. Johnson [sic] is going to

21       weigh in -- or Dr. Johnson, sorry, is going to

22       weight in on their VRA analysis; but then also he

23       is going to let you-all know that, while there are

24       some problems that we feel with their VRA analysis,

25       if you accept their VRA analysis, you know, for the
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1       sake of the argument, he is going to tell you what

2       the effect is on the analysis on the proposed maps

3       as well.

4             I will give you spoiler, all of these maps

5       will comply with their VRA analysis.  So even if

6       you accept their VRA analysis, which we don't think

7       is legally -- totally legally convincible.  But

8       even if you accept that as valid, then these maps

9       will comply with.

10             Thank you, sir.

11             THE CHAIR:  Thank you, Mr. Teal.

12             Dr. Johnson, you're recognized.

13             DR. JOHNSON:  Good afternoon.  So yesterday

14       we had direction from the committee to incorporate

15       some various map revisions, so I am here to walk

16       through those.  What we will note, as you just

17       heard -- we just agree with what you just heard

18       from the office of general Council, that we have,

19       obviously as part of the court's case, reviewed the

20       plaintiff's Voter's Right Act analysis.

21             And what it really boils down to is they said

22       that -- these analyses try to look at a percentage

23       that a district needs to be in a given protected

24       class in order for the voters of that particular

25       class to elect their preferred candidates.  And so
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1       their report sets those percentages.  And, as you

2       just heard, the districts in all of these maps meet

3       those percentages.  So if you do accept their

4       proposal -- or their Voter's Act analysis, they are

5       legal with their analysis in all of these maps.

6             A couple of quick introduction things.  There

7       was lots of talk yesterday -- well, not lots.

8       There was some talk yesterday about a neighborhood

9       map from the assessor's office.  Just about an hour

10       ago we did get that.  It's on the screen now so

11       people can see it.

12             I will go to the legend first.  This is the

13       list of legends.  So this is -- we don't know the

14       source or the -- other than the assessor's office,

15       we don't know the purpose of this map.  But it is

16       worth noting, that while it is labelled residential

17       neighborhoods, if we zoom, we see the section where

18       all of the names look the same.  Many of what this

19       map labels as neighborhoods are simply Residential

20       Census Tract 159.23, Residential Census Track

21       166.203.  These are not neighborhoods that anyone

22       who lived in them would identify themselves that

23       way.

24             The other piece -- just to highlight an area

25       that we are focusing on in these maps today is down
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1       in the Riverside/Avondale area.  That is not

2       identified as a neighborhood by this map.

3       Instead -- I will move around in the PDF.  Instead,

4       the Riverside/Avondale historic district, which we

5       do have a map of, is actually 29 different

6       neighborhoods according to this map.  So I did want

7       to note, since -- that's not unique to

8       Riverside/Avondale, this map.  It has just really,

9       really small areas defined as neighborhoods.

10             So you can see all of the different color

11       shadings.  As we zoom in closer, you can see that

12       from the freeway down to the end of

13       Riverside/Avondale, there are 29 different color

14       patterns in there.

15             So I don't know the source of this map.  I

16       don't know how it was developed.  And we do have a

17       shape file yet that we can lay over a map and see

18       how it lines up.  But it doesn't seem to correspond

19       with any of the maps we've discussed in this

20       process.  And just from that list of neighborhoods,

21       I think this serves a useful purpose for the

22       assessor, but I don't know that it is all that

23       relevant or useful to redistricting.

24             THE CHAIR:  Dr. Johnson, so you said this map

25       will provide from -- we got this from the
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1       Supervisor of Elections Office?  Property

2       appraiser?

3             DR. JOHNSON:  The assessor's office -- I'm

4       sorry.  The property appraiser's office.

5             THE CHAIR:  And that was the source mentioned

6       yesterday as saying that we had a map.  So I just

7       want to make sure that we're kind of connecting

8       days together.  So Mr. Howland said that we had a

9       map.  And now you are looking at the map that

10       Mr. Howland said we have, and it's identifying 29

11       different sets within it.

12             DR. JOHNSON:  29 different color codes within

13       just --

14             THE CHAIR:  Okay.  Please continue.  Thank

15       you.

16             DR. JOHNSON:  Yeah.  And you can see there

17       are big -- I mean, it's obvious -- there are big

18       white spaces that are just not qualified as being

19       neighborhoods in this map -- as being part of any

20       neighborhoods in this map.

21             So, again, I am sure it is very useful for

22       whatever it was developed for, but I don't know how

23       useful it is.  It's much -- you know, I worked on a

24       lot of redistricting projects.  Ultimately, a

25       definition of any given neighborhood is what the
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1       residents who live in that neighborhood define as

2       the neighborhood.  So to the degree that you all

3       are aware of neighborhoods, fantastic.

4             Obviously the historic district, the

5       Riverside/Avondale are a very, clearly, legally

6       defined boundary of that neighborhood that's what

7       been used through this process.  And, actually --

8       as I will get to the Murray Hill discussion, the

9       city staff that worked on this sort of districts

10       gave us boundaries for that area too.  So we have a

11       pretty good source for exactly which street

12       sections follow that question.

13             So I did want to touch up on those two

14       introduction pieces.

15             But let me jump into the map -- there was a

16       request as well.  We got an e-mail just a little

17       bit ago from Councilwoman Priestly-Jackson asking

18       for a lot of socio-economic data, and we can do

19       that.  It just -- it takes a lot of work and it

20       takes a lot of time to do all of that, because the

21       data is not available from the Census block.  We

22       have to get it from the Census Bureau.  We have to

23       process it.  We have to break it down by block and

24       then reaggregate it all back up by district.  So

25       that takes days to get the data ready to be used.
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1       So we can do that but just not in the timeframe

2       available through this court order.  And obviously

3       it wasn't done in the first process phase, or we

4       would have it available now.

5             So I did want to touch on those introduction

6       notes.

7             But with that, let me jump into the heart of

8       my discussion here.  So we are looking at, really,

9       three big picture -- well, three separate issues in

10       these maps at the committee's direction.  The first

11       and the smallest is the Pablo Creek area.  This is

12       this small area here.  And as was discussed

13       yesterday, moving that north into -- really into

14       District 3, the direction was either 3 or 13, and 3

15       seems to be more compact and easier.  That whole

16       area was 641 people, so it can be moved.  It

17       doesn't have to be balanced out with a shift

18       anywhere else as it is so small.  And so that can

19       be done or reversed back out of these maps very

20       easily.  We know it does work.  If it is the

21       committee's direction, we can do that.  It is

22       changing one of the uncontested districts, so it's

23       just a factor in this to be aware of -- those two

24       districts are not in contention.  The Court did not

25       object to them, but we would be making a change to
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1       one of them, which we can do.  I just want to have

2       it as part of the record to be aware of that when

3       we make that decision.

4             The second change, which is essentially the

5       same in each map -- I will highlight the one

6       variation in it -- is what we talked about for

7       Councilwoman Pittman's request, to be kept more

8       with her current district's population to the

9       north.

10             So as we talked about yesterday, that

11       involves moving the area above Edgewood into the

12       northern district and then offsetting that with a

13       population transfer.  And so where that was done,

14       we -- some areas we talked about, in this area.  I

15       mean -- so the areas down by Edgewood among

16       Moncrief is the boundary; and then it's Norwood

17       Avenue going up to Dunn Avenue and Dunn curves; and

18       then it comes up to where the tributary comes in.

19       So a fairy logical major road, boundaries there.

20       And the tributary is a clear boundary.

21             We do have -- wrapping around it, the

22       district comes around, and it's really 295 Beltway

23       is really the far part of that, so we're keeping

24       everything under the beltway, and showing here in

25       purple.  And then there are some neighborhoods in
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1       the north, which is realigned from the Maroon, but

2       it is the same number of people as in the Maroon,

3       but we are just talking a small, smoother line

4       along Cedar Point to get that northern district up

5       in population and 2, to balance.  So that's the

6       rotation that takes place to follow up with

7       Ms. Pittman.

8             The other piece of this is District 9,

9       removing that big, long neck that was in the Maroon

10       version of District 9.  And that works out fairly

11       clear streets.  You end up with Martin Luther King

12       over into Pearl is really the boundary that results

13       there.  And I will -- there is one map that that

14       changes a little bit.  But that then gets through

15       the whole map.

16             And in this map, number 7 is now dropped down

17       south.  So what was the 9 -- extended 9 now becomes

18       7 down south and 9, here, shown in blue.  So you

19       end up, really, with Moncrief to Edgewood to

20       Norwood as the boundary, and then King and Martin

21       Luther King Parkway over to Pearl, the boundary.

22       So those are the two changes that are in all three

23       of these maps.

24             Then we get into -- the variation among these

25       maps is in the Riverside/Avondale/Murray Hill area.
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1       So Map A is taking Riverside and Murray Hill

2       entirely into 14.  So Murray Hill is really defined

3       as the freeway over to Cassat and then down to

4       Park.  So that wraps around the Riverside/Avondale

5       area.  So in this map we do get it all in.  And the

6       rotation that happens is, what's now 9 comes down

7       to Wilson comes down 7, it goes up to Wilson.

8             The problem is that when we put all of that

9       population -- and this is a big area that we're

10       talking about, the combination of Riverside and

11       Murray Hill is just over 25,000 people, so that's a

12       large chunk of people with the two combined.  It is

13       roughly 15,000 in Riverside/Avondale and roughly

14       9500 are in Murray Hill.  And then there's about

15       300 people at the end of Riverside.  You

16       technically aren't in Riverside; you'd have to move

17       with it in order to keep things continuous.

18             So if we do that rotation, that pulls 14

19       north because we're putting the rest of

20       Riverside/Avondale and Murray Hill in.  And that

21       pulls 14 mostly out of the Argyle Forest reach, but

22       it can't quite get all the way out.  So that's the

23       challenge we run into, is we end up with Argyle

24       Forest divided.

25             And because the population balances are so
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1       district in all of these districts, we really have

2       very little play in the population variation in

3       this map.  We do end up with somewhat of a random

4       walk through Argyle Forest.

5             Now, could that go into 7?  Yes.  But then we

6       would then have to have 14 come into some other

7       neighborhood across Blanding somewhere else, so it

8       doesn't necessarily have to be Argyle Forest, but

9       some neighborhood is going to be split in order to

10       put that together unfortunately, because Murray

11       Hill and Riverside are so large.  So that's A.  And

12       you did give us a list of questions.

13             So B is just Riverside/Avondale.  All of

14       Riverside/Avondale is in 14 but not Murray Hill.

15       So now we are only talking about 15,000 people.  It

16       is a much smaller change.  And so all of Murray

17       Hill in this map goes into 9.  So Murray Hill ends

18       up in the blue.  You get all of Riverside/Avondale

19       in here.  And so now we're not pulling 14 as much

20       north.  And so it loses -- 14 loses everything

21       north of Collins.  And everything north of Collins

22       goes into what's now 7.  And then we get almost all

23       of the Argyle Forest/Chimney Lakes area.  You can't

24       quite keep it all of Collins, so you do lose a

25       little piece of Chimney Lakes/Argyle Forest.  So we
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1       have a split over there.  Again, this is the

2       trade-off where our numbers are so tight.  In this

3       case we could put that piece back in, but then 7

4       would have to cross Blanding into 14 and then split

5       neighborhoods on the other side of Blanding.  That

6       is the trade-off you face somewhere in the border

7       of that neighborhood being divided to make that

8       work.

9             The third map I have to show you puts all of

10       Riverside, Avondale, and Murray Hill altogether but

11       puts them into 9.  And so you get that whole area

12       into District 9.  And we keep the same order down

13       south in 14 and, really, it's balanced out, because

14       now it's a smaller population number.  It's

15       balanced out by just crossing Blanding on the east

16       side of where the tributary comes in and going up

17       to Park Street.  So, really, the southern border of

18       Murray Hill becomes the northern border of District

19       14.  And then you end up with a relative compact

20       approach.  So this approach does work.

21             I did mention that there was a slight

22       variation up in 9 and 10.  In this case, just to

23       ensure that we stay safe on the Voter Rights Act, 9

24       does come across Martin Luther King and picks up

25       more from the center of 10, and 10 comes farther
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1       down and crosses King -- crosses King and comes

2       down to 12th Street.  So that revision is just to

3       ensure that the map stay safe under the Voter

4       Rights Act.  Over on the east end of 10 stays on

5       Pearl Street.  So it is just along that northern

6       edge of 9 and the southern edge of 10 where that

7       change is made.

8             The other request the committee had was to

9       look at, could they go into -- what in the original

10       Maroon map was District 8.  The challenge is that

11       when we rotate it to reflect where the Council

12       members were with the earlier change of bringing

13       the northern district down to Edgewood, if we put

14       Riverside and Murray Hill into what was 8, is now

15       10, because of where the Council member lives --

16       for example -- let me show you the whole area, A,

17       because of where the Council member is in 10, the

18       only place for 9 to go is farther east.  So we

19       would end up with what's showing green, coming all

20       the way around outside of Martin Luther King and

21       coming back into Murray Hill and Riverside.

22             So the district border -- this is a better

23       color.  You would end up with District 9 looking

24       something like that.  And so that -- it didn't

25       really work and it would look kind of crazy.  It
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1       did not complete that map.

2             But we do have it with Riverside and Murray

3       Hill altogether in 14; and Riverside and Murray

4       Hill in 9; and then just Riverside in 14, for the

5       three maps for you.

6             I am happy to go into more detail on any of

7       the questions -- or any of the changes or look at

8       anything else the committee requests.

9             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.  And at this point

10       we're going to hear from the public.  But I thank

11       you for that.

12             I know we had some folks coming in after the

13       beginning when I made the announcements.  We are

14       going to ask, especially for public comment, for

15       our rules of decorum to be followed, and greatly

16       appreciate it.  If you are in and you came in late,

17       we mentioned about cell phones.  I've heard a

18       couple of them go off.  So I just want to make sure

19       that we are honoring and respecting the time of

20       individuals that are coming up to share with us.

21             So at this point I'm going to turn it over to

22       the floor leader.  He'll let us know how many cards

23       we have and we'll be dividing that by 30 minutes.

24             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, Mr. President.  So

25       we have 40 cards in 30 minutes, so we have 45
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1       seconds.  Let's put 45 seconds on the clock,

2       please.

3             I will read the first three names.

4             THE CHAIR:  One second.  Again, I do want to

5       remind each of you, our goal is to try to get

6       through this process in a civil manner.  We can

7       agree to disagree, we can agree to agree.  There is

8       a Town Hall tonight from 5:00 to 7:00.  This is not

9       the only opportunity you have to speak.  And there

10       will also be public comment Friday, tomorrow, which

11       will be an extended period of time.

12             However, we have now had the presentation

13       from our expert map drawer.  And, really, the

14       public comment time, we're hoping, right now is to

15       give those who've just got those maps and received

16       the latest updates a chance to comment on that and

17       come forward.

18             But, look, I do want to remind you -- because

19       I don't want to deprive anybody of their

20       opportunity to speak, so I want to make sure that

21       I'm clear on that.  But we do have rules, we do

22       have decorum, so we will follow them.

23             So with that being said, I ask respectfully

24       that when you come and you're sitting in the

25       audience, that we do appreciate the time that
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1       someone has come to speak.

2             With that said, thank you.

3             And, Floor Leader, you can have it.

4             MR. DIAMOND:  The first three speakers,

5       please start coming down when I read your name,

6       Ramona Rood, John Draper, and Jeremiah Johnson.

7             MS. ROOD:  Hi.  My name is Romana Rood.  My

8       address is on record.  And I'm here because I do

9       not like the way you're redistricting -- you're

10       doing to the San Mateo area.  What you are doing

11       there is, you are cutting off a whole group of

12       people.  They are going to be surrounded by water,

13       train, and industrial.  They're not going to have

14       their parks that are really well kept in that area.

15             Also, I think that there are five Council

16       members that should reprieve themselves from this

17       vote.  And I also believe that the city Council

18       member of District 2 should now be able to have his

19       say.  The other day at that meeting, he was cut off

20       and no one heard him.

21             You've changed the maps for other areas in

22       this city, so I really think you need to change

23       them for the San Mateo area.  And that's my say.

24             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

25             John Draper followed by Jeremiah Johnson
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1       followed by Gerard Sullivan.

2             MR. DRAPER:  I am John Draper.  My address is

3       on file.

4             The issue here is the minority districts, the

5       minority-access districts.  They are based on race.

6       They have been for 30 years, but that's against the

7       law.  And you're using -- euphemistically using

8       party as your way around that.  I assume the

9       general Council is going to argue in court that,

10       Gee wiz, it's not based on race; it's based on

11       party.  We're going to give you four majority

12       Democrat districts to guarantee that Democrats are

13       voted.  And it reduces the influence of Democrats

14       throughout the rest of the county.  That is against

15       the law.  You're just faking it.

16             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

17             Next is Jeremiah Johnson followed by Gerard

18       Sullivan followed by Charles Barr.

19             DR. JOHNSON:  I heard somebody complimenting

20       the committee --

21             MR. DIAMOND:  Name and address for the

22       record.

23             DR. JOHNSON:  My name is Jeremiah Johnson.

24       My address is 1113 Harrison Street, Jacksonville,

25       Florida 32206.
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1             With respect to the committee and the city

2       Council, all of you forgot the fact that you're

3       public servants.  We don't serve you.  You serve

4       us.  You pay lip service to that.  This district

5       map that you-all have drawn up, the committee --

6       you Republic Council and Democrats, all of you have

7       decided who is going to sit where and when they are

8       going to sit.  That deprives the people of their

9       vote.

10             Mr. Gaffney, you've been in that chair for a

11       long time --

12             MR. DIAMOND:  Sir, I need to remind now --

13             (Simultaneous speaking.)

14             DR. JOHNSON:  -- you ain't did anything --

15             (Simultaneous speaking.)

16             MR. DIAMOND:  Sir --

17             (Simultaneous speaking.)

18             DR. JOHNSON:  -- and Mr. Mike --

19             MR. DIAMOND:  That's time, sir.

20             (Simultaneous speaking.)

21             MR. DIAMOND:  That's time, sir.

22             (Simultaneous speaking.)

23             DR. JOHNSON:  That's time?  Okay.  Well, draw

24       one of those maps like that, we're going to court.

25             MR. DIAMOND:  Sir, that's time.
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1             DR. JOHNSON:  We're going to court.  Every

2       one of you-all, I would suggest is removed from

3       office.

4             MR. DIAMOND:  I will just remind the audience

5       that addressing Council members directly by name is

6       against council rules.  You need to address the

7       Council as a whole.

8             Sir, go ahead.

9             MR. SULLIVAN:  I am Gerard Sullivan.  1023

10       River Oaks Road, Jacksonville, Florida.

11             I would first like to say I'd like to thank

12       Dr. Johnson and the Council for the efforts they

13       have made to keep Riverside and Avondale together

14       in a single historic district and maintain it in a

15       district.

16             Of the three new plans that have been

17       proposed today, I believe that Plan Maroon 2C does

18       the best to keep those neighborhoods together in a

19       single district and does the most to avoid what the

20       Court said that Council should not do, which was to

21       sort voters by race.  Your primary directive here

22       is to avoid what we did in 2011 and to draw these

23       districts with the traditional redistricting

24       principles, which include keeping neighborhoods

25       like Riverside and Avondale together and not allow
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1       racial factors to influence what other -- or how

2       splitting that into different districts.

3             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

4             MR. SULLIVAN:  Thank you.

5             MR. DIAMOND:  Charles Barr followed by

6       Kathleen Murray followed by Essey Howard.

7             MR. BARR:  Hi.  I'm Charles Barr.  My address

8       is on file.

9             As most of you know, I'm a candidate for city

10       council for District 7.  It's a shame what you're

11       doing.  A few minutes ago you bring out maps that

12       you can't even read and then you give us 45 seconds

13       to talk.  It's a shame.

14             It's a shame that you-all are trying to get

15       Mike Gay out of the district too.  That is what you

16       are doing.  And you're putting me in a district

17       with one of the Council persons.  I realize that

18       you guys don't want to run against the candidate

19       that I'm running against.  I've got calls from

20       council persons letting me know that they don't

21       support me.  They support him.  I know that some of

22       you guys are on the Jax Chamber who would not even

23       interview me, because you don't want me in District

24       7 representing the people that I've been in it for

25       months, knocking on doors, talking to.
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1             It's a shame what you're doing here.  You're

2       kicking that man out of District 2 and putting him

3       in a district he has not been in at all and shoving

4       me out in another one.

5             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

6             MR. BARR:  Thank you.

7             MR. DIAMOND:  Next is Kathleen Murray

8       followed by Essey Howard followed by Michele

9       Matisoo.

10             MR. MURRAY:  Good afternoon.  My name is

11       Kathleen Murray, Executive Director for County

12       Citizens Defending Freedom, CCDF Duval Chapter.

13             Earlier this morning I sent an e-mail on

14       behalf of CCDF Duval respectfully requesting that

15       five members of this committee recuse themselves

16       due to a conflict of interest.  I forwarded copies

17       of these e-mails to the two remain committee

18       members who do not have a conflict of interest.

19             Additionally, CCDF Duval respectfully

20       requests that you allow the Council member who is

21       not on the committee, but his district would be

22       affected by the redistricting, be allowed to speak

23       and represent his constituents.

24             Yesterday meeting was a travesty of justice

25       when the council member for District 2 was

1       effectively silenced and, hence, the District 2

2       residents were silenced when the request was made

3       to consider its concerns with the San Mateo

4       community.

5             This new redistricting process is not about

6       numbers, political parties, nor race.  It is about

7       corruption.  And CCDF Duval requests --

8             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you.

9             Essey Howard followed by Michele Matisoo

10       followed by Mike Gay.

11             MR. HOWARD:  Essey Howard.  Address is on

12       file.  45 seconds; huh?  45 seconds.  You-all don't

13       want to hear what we've got to say.  Might as well

14       just come up and say your name.  That's it.  We

15       can't tell you what we want, because you-all don't

16       want to hear it.  You've done made up your mind

17       what you're going to do.  That's all you have done.

18             Use the Plaintiff's map to include everything

19       with this 45 seconds.  You-all cut it down from

20       three minutes to 45 seconds?  Like that man said,

21       we don't work for you-all.  You-all work for us.

22       That's what you-all do.  But you act like you own

23       everything.  And them rules you-all talk about,

24       they ain't the law.

25             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.
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1             Next is Michele Matisoo followed by Mike Gay

2       followed by Joanna Lumb.

3             MS. MATISOO:   My name is Michele Matisoo.

4       This is my first city council meeting.  My address

5       is on record.

6             I am here to speak about -- I'm actually very

7       upset that we get 45 seconds to speak.  You-all do

8       work for us.  I've voted ever since I left -- since

9       I was 18 years old.  My father said, If you don't

10       vote, you have no right to bitch about what happens

11       in your country.  I have voted since I was 18 years

12       old.  My husband served in the military.  My father

13       served in the military.

14             And we just got back -- we saw on the

15       national level of what corruption looks like.  Some

16       of you all took an oath to this.  This is the

17       Constitution of the United States of America.

18       There is an American flag there.  There is In God

19       We Trust when you come into this building.

20             And I want to know as leaders, how you-all

21       can sit there, share money amongst one other and

22       actually shut the average citizen out.  This is

23       disgusting.  You do work for us.  Thank you.

24             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

25             Next is Mike Gay.
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1             THE CHAIR:  So just a reminder -- and I'll --

2       hold the clock, please.  And everyone that's here

3       is still going to get a chance to speak, as I said.

4             But our Council Rule 4.505, it talks about

5       disruptions of meetings.  So whether you're for or

6       against, we ask that, in respect of each other,

7       whichever side you are, those public displays of

8       applauds, clapping, booing, yelling, any of those

9       types of things -- I know for some of you, it might

10       be your first time in the chambers, but we try to

11       minimize that much as possible.

12             We do have a sergeant at arms that's over

13       here on the side.  I believe there is another one

14       over on this side.  And they will be directed, if

15       the meeting is disrupted -- because we still have

16       some work to do, and this our opportunity to hear

17       from you now.  There is also going to be a public

18       comment as well.

19             Thank you, so much.

20             MR. DIAMOND:  Mr. Gay.

21             MR. GAY:  Mike Gay on the record.  Address is

22       on file.

23             I'm here to especially advocate for our

24       community, the San Mateo community, the injustice

25       that's taking place.  Our city Councilmen requested
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1       that the Council committee reconsider splitting up

2       our area and keeping it together with no response,

3       no action to his request.

4             And its evident that the committee that's

5       basically comprised of members that are -- five

6       that are supporting my opponent as -- politically

7       targeting me to move me out of the District 2 that

8       I've been working in for over a year.  And, you

9       know, we need to look at recusing those Councilmen

10       and basically --

11             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

12             Joanna Lumb followed by Annie Glynn followed

13       by Brandi Matthews.

14             MR. LUMB:  I am Joanna Lumb.  My address is

15       on file.

16             I am here to speak on behalf of the San Mateo

17       residents as well.  I would like for them to be

18       kept in District 2 and listen to the Council member

19       in that district.

20             I too have been a registered voter since I

21       was -- and voting since I was 18 and will be

22       watching your actions.  Thank you.

23             MR. DIAMOND:  Next is Annie Glynn followed by

24       Brandi Matthews followed by Carnell Oliver.

25             MS. GLYNN:  Councilmen, thank you so much for
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1       the opportunity.  I would like to voice my concern

2       on behalf of San Mateo residence.

3             MR. DIAMOND:  Name and address, ma'am.

4             MS. GLYNN:  I'm sorry.  My address is 2145

5       College Street in Riverside.

6             But I'm here speaking on behalf of the San

7       Mateo community.  And I would like to see that they

8       are not disenfranchised.  I would like to make sure

9       that Mike Gay is drawn back into District 2.

10             And on behalf of the conservatives in Duval

11       County, I just want to make sure that you

12       understand that we are very closely watching

13       decisions that you're making concerning the

14       redistricting.  Thank you so much.

15             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

16             Annie Glynn followed by Brandi Matthews

17       followed by Carnell Oliver -- pardon me, Brandi

18       Matthews followed by Carnell Oliver followed by

19       Maleana Gay.

20             MS. MATTHEWS:  Good afternoon.  My name is

21       Brandi Matthews.  My address is on file.

22             I'm in favor of all of the revised maps that

23       pertain to Riverside/Avondale historic district,

24       especially Maroon map 2A that keeps Murray Hill in

25       the district.
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1             As a board director of Memorial Park

2       Association, previous maps removed us from the

3       district of which we've been a pillar of since

4       1924.  Thank you.

5             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

6             Carnell Oliver followed by Maleana Gay

7       followed by George Brigman.

8             MR. OLIVER:  Yes.  My name is Carnell Oliver.

9       Address is on file.

10             I was going to be a little bit more

11       controversy than anything else.  But when you

12       actually pay attention to the redistricting

13       process, you actually learn where the bulk of the

14       population's at and the strength of a community is

15       at is where the strength of a community is at.

16             And when I look at this new district map.  I

17       can probably get behind it, because the simple

18       fact, it maintains a certain strength of the

19       African-American community.  And that's what I'm

20       looking at.  It doesn't give us the kind of

21       equity and prosperity that we want, but this is

22       what we have been coming to deal with when they did

23       the consolidation.

24             The next conversation we may need to have in

25       this community is deconsolidate.
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1             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

2             Maleana Gay followed by George Brigman

3       followed by Wanda Brigman.

4             MS. GAY:  Hi.  My name is Maleana Gay.  My

5       address is on record.

6             I come down here because I live in District

7       2.  I know many of you.  I've helped a lot of you

8       with your campaigns.  I know that you-all know the

9       painstaking process that it takes to go through a

10       campaign.  We've been doing this over a year and a

11       half now.  And the maps that were drawn and sent in

12       to us are affected the districts that we have been

13       campaigning in.

14             I can tell you I've resided in District 2 for

15       many years.  And you're collectively, by all of the

16       maps that I've seen come from this Council are

17       tearing us apart.  And I don't know if you know the

18       impacts that it is going to have on us, but I have

19       250 families that are members of San Mateo ballpark

20       that are not happy.  They weren't even aware that

21       this is happening.  And I would just ask you guys

22       to pump the brakes before you destroy our

23       communities.

24             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

25             George Brigman followed by Wanda Brigman
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1       followed by Wayne Wood.

2             Is Wayne Wood here?  Wanda Brigman?

3             Come on down, sir.

4             MR. WOOD:  Hello.  I'm Wayne Wood.  My

5       address is on file.

6             I want to thank you for your listening

7       yesterday, and it was apparent when you agreed with

8       us not to separate the Riverside/Avondale historic

9       district.  And with the new maps that have been

10       printed out today, we are very much in favor of

11       Maroon No. A, because it not only keeps

12       Riverside/Avondale together, but it unites us with

13       the other historic districts, Ortega,

14       (unintelligible) and Murray Hill and Lakeshore and

15       Fairfax.  It is very important.

16             One cool thing about this map 2A, this is the

17       first map, it seems, that doesn't look like a bunch

18       of lizards crawling around.  It is a very, very

19       well drawn map with distinct boundaries that does

20       not have the salamander-like curving around.

21       Thanks very much.

22             MR. DIAMOND:  Next three are Ben Frazier,

23       Lanelle Phillman, and Mike Ludwick.

24             MR. FRAZIER:  This process is a sham and a

25       scam.  This is corruption, clear and simple, bogus
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1       and counterfeit, a violation of ethics, morals, and

2       principals.  This is a violation of our human

3       rights and your Constitutional rights.

4             I am now officially calling for this

5       committee to be disbanded and also for the

6       resignation of all of its committee members.

7             You are thumbing your nose at the people.

8       You are thumbing your nose at the Constitution.

9       And you're thumbing your nose as a federal judge.

10       Shame on you.

11             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

12             Next is Lanelle Phillman followed by Mike

13       Ludwick followed by Pamela Henry.

14             MS. PHILLMAN:  Good afternoon.  My name is

15       Lanelle Phillman.  My address is on file.  I am

16       here as the president of League of Women Voters

17       Jacksonville, First Coast.  I am also a resident of

18       District 6.

19             We are concerned about the lack of citizen

20       access to the restricting process.  Part of the

21       meetings were held during the workday where most

22       citizens could not attend.  Modern technology was

23       not used to solicit input.  And there was no

24       consideration of starting from scratch when

25       developing districts that might have produced
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1       better results, very similar to what we are seeing

2       this week.

3             Jacksonville is still dealing with the

4       problems of consolidation where citizens most

5       likely do not realize their votes are being diluted

6       by the way districts are being drawn.

7             It seemed there was no interest earlier this

8       year in conducting a VRA analysis.  And now the

9       claim is that there is not enough time.  The time

10       is always right to do right, and that time is now.

11             Yesterday's meeting was about protecting

12       incumbents.  We hope to hear you focus instead on

13       the voters and their rights to have each and every

14       vote counted equally.  Thank you.

15             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

16             Next is Mike Ludwick followed by Pamela Henry

17       followed by Tyra Smude.

18             MR. LUDWICK:  Mike Ludwick.  Address is on

19       file.  Northside Coalition.

20             Guess what neighborhoods are together on the

21       unity map?  Riverside and Avondale.  You all are

22       gluttons for your doom.  You followed the office of

23       general Council over the cliff for the first map.

24       They said, Oh, it's going to be fine; you guys

25       struck down.  Then they said, Oh, you can appeal
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1       it, it's going to be fine; struck down again.

2             So now the third time you're going to go over

3       the cliff with them one more type.  The judge is

4       going to strike down whatever ridiculous map

5       you-all come up with, and hopefully they will see

6       how disingenuous this process has been and adopt

7       the plaintiff's map and we will be done.  That's

8       what would be best for the communities.

9             MR. DIAMOND:  Next is Pamela Henry followed

10       by Tyra Smude followed by Joe Ross, Sr.

11             MS. HENRY:  Hi.  I'm Pamela Henry.  Address

12       is on file.

13             I'm here to request as your employer and

14       neighbor to consider for the five committee members

15       that have a financial conflict of interest in this

16       operation to recuse themselves from this committee.

17       There is no way for the committee as it stands

18       right now to render a personally impartial map.

19       Please do not break up District 2.  I think that

20       it's unfair for you to agree to not break up some

21       neighborhoods and just randomly choose to break up

22       other ones.

23             Thank you for your service.  We are watching

24       every move you make, good and bad, and we are

25       keeping score.  Thank you.
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1             MR. DIAMOND:  Next is Tyra Smude followed Joe

2       Ross, Sr., followed by Shannon Blankinship.

3             MS. SMUDE:  Hi.  My name is Tyra Smude.  1309

4       Avondale Avenue.

5             I want to first, of the three choices

6       proffered, say I prefer A.  And I thank you for

7       keeping Riverside and Avondale and together.

8       However, I am deeply concerned about the choices

9       proffered and the basis on which they started.  It

10       seems that the incumbency has largely driven how we

11       start even considering the maps.  Having the

12       incumbency being the driving force has been mired

13       as still in the status quo, the status quo that was

14       considered illegal and not correct by the judge.

15             I think we need to, at the very least,

16       consider whether or not these options -- or my

17       preferred option, A, is gerrymander.

18             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

19             Joe Ross, Sr., followed by Joseph George

20       followed by Shannon Blankinship.

21             MR. ROSS:  My name is Joe Ross.  My address

22       is on file.

23             I am so disappointed.  I am going to spend 45

24       seconds just to tell -- or talk about the genuine

25       effort by this Council to hear public comments.  45
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1       seconds.  I am going to spend 45 seconds just to

2       look around, because that is not a genuine effort

3       to hear from your public.  Come on, guys.  To

4       anybody, you-all know that is not right.  That is

5       not a genuine effort.  No, it's not.

6             MR. DIAMOND:  Next speaker is Joseph George

7       followed by Shannon Blankinship followed by Perry

8       Reynolds.

9             MR. GEORGE:  Good afternoon.  My name is

10       Joseph Mancino George.  My address is on file.

11             I am here to ask the city Council to

12       reconsider supporting the unity map.  This is a map

13       that the voters have supported.  This is a map that

14       the Northside Coalition supports.

15             Also, I'm here to remind you, as everyone one

16       else has done this afternoon, that you are here to

17       serve the public.  We are not to serve you.  You

18       work for the public.  We do not work for you.  So

19       please listen to the voices of the community.  It

20       is wrong what you are doing.  So, please, listen to

21       the voices of the communities.  Thank you.

22             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

23             Next is Shannon Blankinship followed by Perry

24       Reynolds followed by Dallas Sheeran.

25             MS. BLANKINSHIP:  Thank you.  Shannon
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1       Blankinship.  1071 Talbot Avenue.

2             I am the executive director of

3       Riverside/Avondale.  And I want to thank you-all

4       for taking the time, the rapid turnaround from our

5       comments yesterday to ensure that all three

6       modified Maroon maps have Riverside/Avondale fully

7       contained to us in each one.

8             I echo the sentiments of those who spoke

9       previously, appreciating the similar communities of

10       Murray Hill, Lakeshore, and others in 2A.  But I am

11       grateful for the consideration of the changes that

12       were made.  Thank you.

13             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

14             Perry Reynolds followed by Dallas Sheeran

15       followed by Angela Schifanella.

16             MR. REYNOLDS:  Perry Reynolds.  1525 Avondale

17       Avenue.  I am also the chair of Riverside/Avondale

18       Preservation.

19             And I also would like to thank each of you

20       for listening yesterday and keeping our

21       neighborhoods together.  Thank you.

22             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

23             Dallas Sheeran followed by Angela Schifanella

24       followed by Sharri Godard.

25             MS. SHEERAN:  My name is Dallas Sheeran.  My
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1       address is on file.

2             I am new to the area.  I don't completely

3       understand all of it, I will be honest.  But what I

4       will say is that I've always supported our elected

5       officials.  And I support whatever the special

6       committee comes up with.

7             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

8             Angela Schifanella followed by Sharri Godard

9       followed by Sallie Barnes.

10             MS. SCHIFANELLA:  Angela Schifanella.  1352

11       Avondale Avenue.

12             I've been a resident of the historic district

13       for 30 years, and I am very proud and happy to live

14       there.  Thank you for your hard work on these maps.

15       I too am appreciative of all three of the Maroon 2

16       versions.  I think A is a superior map.

17             I also want to say I am very sensitive to the

18       concerns of some of the other neighborhoods here.

19       It is the same concern we feel as a neighborhood.

20       We want to keep our continuity and be continuous.

21       Thank you for your help on this matter.  Thank you.

22             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

23             Sherri Godard followed by Sallie M. Barnes

24       followed by Lori Crunden.

25             Ms. Godard, are you here?
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1             Sallie M. Barnes?

2             You're okay?  Got it.

3             Ms. Barnes, come on up.  Followed by Lori

4       Crunden followed by Melissa Bernhardt.

5             MS. BARNES:  Good afternoon.  My name is

6       Sallie Barnes.  My address is on file.

7             I'm here to say, I'm registered Democrat.  My

8       son is Republican.  I heard a lot about who you are

9       going to vote, how you vote, you are going to vote

10       Democrat basically because you're Democrat;

11       Republican because you're Republican.  That's not

12       how it works.

13             And a lot of these people have said that they

14       look at the Census Bureau.  Our people don't fill

15       out the census.  They don't fill it out.  So you

16       can't really make an accurate count of who's in

17       that neighborhood unless you have everybody fill

18       out a census.

19             Now, I also would like to say, thank you for

20       B.  I hoping that you-all will approve this map,

21       because that keeps us where we are and keeps us

22       with the city Council that we really appreciate.

23       Thank you for your time.

24             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

25             Next is Lori Crunden followed by Melissa
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1       Rehfus followed by Melissa Bernhardt.

2             MS. CRUNDEN:  Hello.  My name is Lori

3       Crunden.  My address is on record.

4             And I am here to oppose the redistricting

5       maps being proposed as they were drawn without any

6       input from the impact of districts or their

7       representatives.  It really has nothing to do with

8       citizens of these districts but everything to do

9       with politics and corruption.

10             I would like to see the five committee

11       members that have a clear conflict of interest

12       recuse themselves from the special committee.

13             We are awake now and we are keeping both eyes

14       open.

15             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

16             Melissa Rehfus followed by Melissa Bernhardt

17       followed by JoAnne Brooks.

18             Ms. Rehfus, are you here?

19             Melissa Bernhardt.

20             MS. BERNHARDT:  Good afternoon.  I am Melissa

21       Bernhardt.  My address is on file.

22             I would like you to look at my hat.  This is

23       my son's baseball hat.  He plays baseball for San

24       Mateo Little League.  If you look at the map, Dunn

25       Creek splits it off from everything else that
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1       you're trying to ask them of A2.  I love that

2       little community.  It is a part of me.  I am in

3       District 2.  I would really like you to reconsider

4       making San Mateo maintain where it was originally.

5       It is not on any of your maps at all.

6             You guys already approved the original one.

7       Somebody filed a lawsuit.  And rather than let the

8       lawyers hash it out, you made this committee.  This

9       committee is not even needed yet, because your

10       previous map was just fine and you should have had

11       confidence to remain with that map.

12             So, please, let my son continue to play.

13       Thank you.

14             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

15             Is Melissa Rehfus here?

16             MS. REHFUS:  I am.  I do not want to speak.

17             MR. DIAMOND:  Got it.  Thank you.

18             JoAnne Brooks, Charletta Sowell, and then

19       Daniel Henry.

20             MS. BROOKS:  Good afternoon.  My name is

21       JoAnne Brooks.  My address is on file.  And I am a

22       part of the Northside Coalition.

23             The committee needs to understand that

24       it's -- you cannot make incumbent protection the

25       key determination.  Incumbents' homes are too
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1       closely tied to the race base decision making that

2       the Court struck down.  District 9 and 10 in the

3       Maroon map are awkwardly shaped because of the

4       city's fixation with the incumbent protection.

5             The incumbents from those districts live in

6       those districts because of the previous splintering

7       of black communities.  It's wrong.  You're not

8       listening to the voice of the people.

9             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.

10             Daniel Henry followed by Nancy Powell

11       followed Vanessa Cullins-Hopkins.

12             MR. HENRY:  Good afternoon.  My name is

13       Daniel Henry.  My address is on file.

14             I just want to make notice of three things

15       that were spoken during this committee meeting that

16       I think is important.  First of which, you have

17       traded splitting a historic district,

18       Riverside/Avondale, by now splitting Springfield

19       literally in half on the map in all three

20       variations.  So you've went from splitting one

21       historic district to now splitting another historic

22       district.  That is problematic.

23             In addition to that, you have not given an

24       opportunity for these maps you've placed online so

25       residents coming here are able to intelligently
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1       look at these maps, have them come and speak for 45

2       seconds or three minutes.  So I think that's rather

3       important, especially since you're having a Town

4       Hall later tonight that doesn't have new maps on

5       the table for them to be able to see.  Thank you.

6             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, sir.

7             Next is Nancy Powell followed by Vanessa

8       Cullins-Hopkins followed by Mareia Winnard.

9             Ms. Powell, I think you're next.

10             MS. POWELL:  Hi.  Nancy Powell.  1848 Challen

11       Avenue, Jacksonville, Florida.

12             I am also here to support the -- and, thank

13       you, for keeping Riverside and Avondale together in

14       all three maps.  We like the fact that Murray Hill

15       is in 2A.  And that would, you know, restore a

16       neighborhood that was divided by Route 17

17       previously.

18             I (unintelligible), and I am a little

19       concerned about what I heard about Springfield

20       splitting up.  I don't think that is a good idea.

21       And I also want what's best for the city.  And I

22       think it's unfortunate to focus on individual

23       people, candidates, or incumbents.  I think you

24       should reconsider that.

25             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.
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1             MS. POWELL:  And, also, you should seriously

2       consider the unity map, because that was -- I am

3       concerned you didn't get -- consider it.

4             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, Ms. Powell.

5             Vanessa Cullins-Hopkins, Mareia Winnard, Kim

6       Pryor.

7             MS. CULLINS-HOPKINS:  Vanessa

8       Cullins-Hopkins.  3283 Edgewood Avenue West,

9       Jacksonville, Florida.

10             It is extremely important that you keep the

11       KingSoutel Crossing CRA in one Council district.

12       Northwest Jacksonville requires economic

13       development.  I also want to mention that, unless

14       we have the economic development needed in

15       northwest Jacksonville, the city of Jacksonville

16       will never become the premier city that it can be.

17       I look forward to seeing the entire CRA in one city

18       Council district.  Thank you.

19             MR. DIAMOND:  Next speaker is Mareia Winnard

20       followed by Kim Pryor followed by Claudette

21       Faulkenbury is our last speaker.

22             MS. WINNARD:  Hi.  My name is Ashley Marshall

23       Winnard.  My address is on file.

24             Thank you, Committee Members, for hearing us

25       today.  Thank you for your time in all you do.
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1             My parents were World War II Navy veterans,

2       both of them.  I was Democrat and now I'm

3       Republican.  I'm a self-employed individual and a

4       proud member of the Riverside/Avondale community.

5       I have been voting since very young.  And I support

6       the Maroon option C.  Thank you very much for your

7       time.  God bless.

8             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank You, Ma'am.

9             Kim Pryor followed by Claudette Faulkenbury.

10             MS. PRYOR:  Good afternoon.  Kim Pryor.  My

11       address is 245 West 5th Street in historic

12       Springfield, which these maps have now split.

13             These new maps also split downtown.  I don't

14       know if you noticed that or not.  These maps do

15       not -- these maps do not follow landmarks, such as

16       I-95, such as our bodies of water.  The district

17       that would -- that was currently District 7 that --

18       in the unity map was bordered on the north by the

19       Trout River now crosses the Trout River.

20             Andrew Pantazi with The Tributary published a

21       map that he received from the city of Jacksonville

22       that listed all of the neighborhoods with their

23       boundaries and with their names, such as

24       Lackawanna, such as Fairfax, such as --

25             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, ma'am.
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1             Final speaker is Claudette Faulkenbury.

2             MS. PRYOR:  Unity map, please.

3             MS. FAULKENBURY:  I don't want to speak.

4             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you.

5             That's it, sir.

6             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

7             And at this time I would like to call up our

8       OGC, Mr. Teal, for one update.  And then -- before

9       he speaks -- we will bring it back to the special

10       committee.  The goal's going to see any concerns

11       that we may have and any recommendations to these

12       three versions as a special committee and then we

13       will go further into the process.

14             Mr. Teal.

15             MR. TEAL:  Thank you, Mr. Chair.

16             I just wanted to clarify one thing.  You

17       heard some of the speakers talk about the need for

18       some of the committee members to recuse yourself.

19       There is no legal requirement for recusal in this

20       process.  You're here as -- in your legislative

21       capacities.  And there is absolutely no conflict or

22       no reason for recusal simply because your

23       particular districts are being modified or you're

24       voting to protect incumbents and you happen to be

25       one of them.  That is not a legal basis for

1       recusal.  I just wanted to clarify that point.

2             THE CHAIR:  All right.  Thank you.  And just

3       a reminder as well that we will have public comment

4       as well tomorrow for our meeting, and then we will

5       have public comment Thursday, tonight, at the map

6       chat Town Hall.

7             To our sergeant at arms, let's go ahead and

8       put this out now, any other disruptions as we

9       continue, as we start to go to work -- I truly did

10       not want to get to this place, but if you have

11       decided in determining that you would like to be a

12       disruption and prevent us from doing the work, then

13       we will make sure that this body is able to do the

14       work that is taxed with doing today.  Thank you so

15       much.

16             And, Sergeant At Arms, (unintelligible).

17             Now we are back to the body and how the

18       process will go.  Similar to yesterday, we are

19       looking for amendments, which we will take up a

20       second within the special committee.  We will have

21       a discussion, and then we will look for a vote.

22             And I'll start in queue with Councilman

23       Diamond.

24             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you, Mr. President.

25             If it's helpful, I'd like to advance a map
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1       forward and then we could, perhaps, work on that

2       map with the amendments.  And so I'll make a motion

3       to move forward from Maroon 2C.  If I get a second,

4       I'll explain it.

5             THE CHAIR:  So I have a motion from

6       Councilman Diamond to move Maroon 2C, and it's been

7       seconded by Council Howland.

8             MR. DIAMOND:  And so -- just so we're clear,

9       I would like to move forward because we have three

10       maps here.  I would explain why I like Maroon 2C

11       and then maybe we can amend it or kind of work from

12       there as a place to start.

13             We do need to have a map ready for tomorrow.

14       The judge gave us a very, very tight deadline and,

15       perhaps, we can actually get there tomorrow as a

16       council as a whole.

17             And here is what I like about map.  You know,

18       listening the last couple of days, listening to

19       what all of the people were saying, you know,

20       everyone wanted Riverside and Avondale in one

21       district.  And Maroon 2C absolutely does that,

22       keeps Murray Hill there and creates a brand-new

23       compact District 9, which I don't think you can ask

24       for a more compact district, keeps neighborhoods

25       together.  Solid work there.
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1             Same thing with 14.  It's now very compact

2       and it keeps the entire Argyle Forest area

3       together.  And then it creates a new 7, which is

4       incredibly compact and keeps neighborhoods

5       together.  It keeps 12 as it's kind of historic

6       Westside Jacksonville.  And then leaves most of the

7       rest of the map the same, with the exception of

8       fixing some of the issues we have at the top three

9       and the bottom of three.  So that's why I would

10       support this.

11             It's very important to me that we didn't use

12       race at all in this.  Rather, we came forward with

13       this from-scratch map and moved from there.  And

14       we've been listening to the neighbors and our

15       colleagues to come forward with something that

16       makes sense.  That is why I would like to move this

17       forward.

18             I will say this just so everybody hears this

19       from me, I would like to move this map today.  I'm

20       also very open-minded with the discussion regarding

21       San Mateo.  I get it.  I hadn't really understood

22       the issue until late last night when I

23       started calling my friend up there and reading

24       about it.  Again, those issues of fairness in

25       keeping neighborhoods together.  So I would like to
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1       move the map forward, but I think that discussion

2       should also be had.  Thank you.

3             THE CHAIR:  All right.  Thank you.

4             For that discussion, I have several names in

5       the queue, but we are on the discussion of the

6       Diamond amendment.  If you want to raise your hand

7       if you'd like to comment on the Diamond motion.  We

8       have a second one, but we are in discussion right

9       now.

10             Council Member Newby.

11             MR. NEWBY:  Yes, Mr. President.  The only

12       reason why -- I'm in favor of this, but I just have

13       one question.  I mean, just yesterday, you know,

14       District 7 was way up there, so it's a whole new

15       District 7.  So that -- we need to have

16       conversation about that before we move that

17       forward, why that last -- just yesterday, there

18       were several up north and now it's way to the west?

19       We've got have to have a conversation about that.

20             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

21             Mr. Johnson -- Dr. Johnson, do you care to

22       share the reasoning behind that?

23             DR. JOHNSON:  Sure.  It is a very notable

24       feature of this.  So the district numbers are

25       staying with the council member.  So the northern
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1       District 7 -- what was District 7 is now 10 -- I'm

2       sorry, is now 8.  It's essentially the same.  There

3       are some cleaning up of neighborhood lines and then

4       the population shift we talked about.  It just

5       changes number because of the Council member who is

6       in it, who -- it's assigned to the Council members

7       who can run again, not to the Council member who is

8       termed out.  That is why 7 moves down.  It is just

9       the number -- the district that doesn't have a

10       Council number in it gets that number.

11             MR. NEWBY:  Well, I was trying to figure out

12       earlier on Monday.  Just like Clark-Murray, she got

13       elected so she became the incumbent and now we want

14       to have a new council member in District 7 November

15       8th that started on the same time clock Murray got

16       elected.

17             So if we are going -- we want to make her an

18       incumbent, I don't see why we don't make whoever

19       wins that district an incumbent too, because they

20       started in the same election.  All in fairness, she

21       got 51 percent and they didn't.  So we need to

22       consider that.  That is a legitimate point.  Thank

23       you.

24             THE CHAIR:  Councilman Bowman, you're

25       recognized.
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1             MR. BOWMAN:  Thank you, Mr. Chair.

2             And I'm going to support Mr. Diamond's

3       recommendation of 2C for a couple of reasons.  One,

4       all of these maps include the San Pablo South area

5       that was an island.  Now it's continuous, so I

6       support that.  I was going to move that separately,

7       but I don't need to now, for that motion.

8             Also, the concerning thing about Maroon A and

9       B was that it split up our north bank into three

10       Council districts and one CRA into three different

11       districts.  And with a lot of our emphasis being

12       down at the end, I think that's somewhat

13       problematic.  So I'll support 2C.

14             But I also share Mr. Newby's concerns that --

15       it looks like, to try to keep Riverside together

16       and move District 8, we've essentially now moved

17       about four or five other districts, so some pretty

18       significant changes.  So I look forward to further

19       discussion on that.  Thank you.

20             THE CHAIR:  Thank you so much.

21             And now that takes us from --

22             Council Member Pittman, do you have any

23       discussion before I open it up to our guests, our

24       visiting Council members?

25             It's fine.  We can come back.
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1             MS. PITTMAN:  Yes.  Come back.  I'd like to

2       hear a little bit more discussion.

3             THE CHAIR:  Okay.  So in the queue I have

4       Councilman Gaffney and Ferraro, DeFoor, and Cumber.

5       I just wanted to let you know where you're at in

6       the queue.

7             So Councilman Gaffney, you're recognized.

8             MR. GAFFNEY:  Yes.  To the Councilmen, I'm

9       not sure why you-all are treating me as though I am

10       not a Council person.  I am still elected.  And

11       like Councilman Newby said, we still have a person

12       that represents District 7.  I'm no different than

13       none of you-all.  I'm still elected and I deserve

14       the same respect.  I have a district -- I've been a

15       district member for 30 years.

16             And we've got two (unintelligible) who choose

17       because they are limited on the north side of town,

18       want to go with a map because you had three or four

19       individuals crying yesterday about how their

20       district was, you-all now decide to upset this -- I

21       represent 60,000 people in District 7.  And the

22       respect you-all are giving the whole community is

23       unsane [sic].

24             Let me say this, I did not support the unity

25       map, because what they did is -- when I lived at
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1       District 7, they gave me the district.  But at

2       least they had enough respect to take half of

3       District 7, which is Springfield and downtown, to

4       give that individual a chance to still serve.

5             So, you know, if we are going to play the

6       game we've got today and you're going to leave

7       the -- do-way with almost dividing 7 and 8 because

8       that's the will that you want to do, I will -- and

9       because the district is very upset, I will ask that

10       we consider the unity map, because I trust in

11       fairness.

12             Because I have seen the last three or four

13       days, individuals crying about their map.  And I

14       was -- but now I am crying about my map, because I

15       think it's very unfortunate that you-all don't want

16       to draw (unintelligible) the whole community, the

17       whole district and change that because you-all

18       think you have the power.  This is the community.

19             I said -- what I ask the Chair to do is to

20       consider this body, this board working with this

21       community with this unity map and start there and

22       see where we end up.  Because I think you have

23       enough respect to ensure that all elected people at

24       least have the opportunity to rerun.

25             This is -- this is crap.  And I don't know if
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1       anybody else feels like that.  I want to believe

2       I've got some friends up there that understand that

3       we all serve this whole community.  So I'm going to

4       wait and see what others say.

5             THE CHAIR:  Yes, sir.

6             MR. GAFFNEY:  But that's my recommendation,

7       to see if I can get you guys --

8             THE CHAIR:  Thank you so much, Councilman.

9             And what I failed to do in the beginning --

10       in the beginning we started with four maps.  And

11       the goal was to go from four maps to two maps for

12       sake of efficiency and being able to narrow our

13       focus.  And then we were going from two to one.

14             Our goal today is to come in with one map

15       that -- now we have our meeting tomorrow, their

16       recommendations, the discussions can take place.

17       So I do understand that.  And so I want to make

18       sure that we all I understand on the dais that we

19       can show up tomorrow in our meeting, there will be

20       an opportunity, especially -- I made the

21       announcement at the meeting, by 9:00 a.m. we can

22       make recommendations and then we'll take those up

23       tomorrow as well.  But this is what we're charged

24       with, and we will meet that expectation.

25             Now, I will ask through the Chair -- and your
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1       times up, and I will come back to you.  But I want

2       to ask you -- I would like to ask you, of these

3       three maps that you see here in front of you, are

4       any of these maps something that are -- would meet

5       the needs of your constituents?

6             MR. GAFFNEY:  Again, all three maps draw out

7       District 7, a whole different community.  I do have

8       enough respect with the unity map because they

9       thought about -- even though they draw --

10             THE CHAIR:  Thank you, Mr. Gaffney.  Thank

11       you.

12             MR. GAFFNEY:  I want to put on the record,

13       they draw --

14             THE CHAIR:  Thank you, Mr. Gaffney.

15             (Simultaneous speaking.)

16             THE CHAIR:  Your time -- thank you,

17       Mr. Gaffney.  I was asking a question, if you had a

18       choice of these three.  And I do appreciate the

19       response to that.

20             So we are going to Councilman Ferraro, you're

21       next.

22             MR. FERRARO:  So I wanted to see about having

23       somebody move San Mateo back in to the map.  That

24       was something that we wouldn't even discuss

25       yesterday.  And I would like to see if we can have
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1       a discussion on putting San Mateo into this map.

2             MR. NEWBY:  Mr. President, I make a motion on

3       that.

4             THE CHAIR:  Mr. Ferraro, you are asking if we

5       would reconsider --

6             MR. FERRARO:  Yes.

7             MR. NEWBY:  And second.

8             THE CHAIR:  So we want to make a motion on

9       that.  And so we are bringing that back to the

10       committee.

11             We have Councilman Newby, you're recognized.

12             MS. PITTMAN:  I'll second that.

13             MR. NEWBY:  Mr. President, I have a motion on

14       that.

15             THE CHAIR:  So we have a motion from

16       Councilman Newby.

17             THE CHAIR:  Second by Councilman Diamond.

18             One second.  Any discussion on bringing

19       back -- yes?

20             MR. DIAMOND:  Through the chair, Mr. Johnson,

21       I think what we need to do is direct them to see

22       what that looks like.  We can't move the pieces

23       without seeing what happens with the map.

24             MR. FERRARO:  Mr. President --

25             MR. DIAMOND:  I'd like to see the map.
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1             MR. FERRARO:  Mr. President, this is

2       something we worked on yesterday to make sure we

3       can do this.

4             THE CHAIR:  So we are in the discussion

5       phase.  I definitely appreciate my colleagues

6       getting a little ahead of the curve.

7             So I was asking for discussion.  First I

8       wanted to see if any of my colleagues here on the

9       dais, in the committee, if we had any questions.

10             Ms. Pittman, do you have any questions?

11             I am going to bring up Dr. Johnson.

12             But any comments?  Are you good?

13             MS. PITTMAN:  Yeah, I'm good.  I will hear

14       from Dr. Johnson.

15             THE CHAIR:  Okay.  And now would be the

16       protocol -- once I had the discussion, I will bring

17       Dr. Johnson up.

18             What does that -- how does that impact things

19       in the motions that were made in regards to the

20       sliver up here?

21             DR. JOHNSON:  Mr. Chairman, just

22       procedurally, it would just be a switch between 7

23       and 2, so it wouldn't rip up other districts.  It

24       is just very time-consuming.  So we could make that

25       change into any of the -- in the regular Maroon or
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1       in 2A, 2B, or 2C.  So what I'd suggest is -- they

2       will -- a community, if you decide on which of

3       these three maps -- and it is preferred as is and

4       then direct us to make this change in that

5       preferred map, then we can do that fairly quickly

6       and bring that back to you within 20 or 30 minutes.

7             THE CHAIR:  Okay.  So to my colleague here,

8       we will definitely take a vote on it.  But if I

9       understood Dr. Johnson correctly, no matter which

10       map we land on at the end, that is a procedural

11       change that can be made, which is exactly what I

12       was hoping would be able to be done tomorrow.  That

13       is fine, because not every one of our --

14             All right.  So we have a technical issue here

15       as well.  So we're going to call on OGC just to

16       make sure, because we have a situation with an

17       amendment going from Councilman Newby, a second

18       from Councilman Diamond.  We just had Dr. Johnson,

19       our map expert, give an explanation regarding all

20       three maps.  But all three maps are not part of

21       this amendment.  So we want to make sure that we're

22       clearing this up so that all technical aspects will

23       be covered.

24             Ms. Paige -- Ms. Johnston.

25             MS. JOHNSTON:  Thank you.  Through the Chair,
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1       you have before you two motions that are pending.

2       And you may recall when we have committee meetings

3       or Council meetings, there can be an amendment to

4       an amendment that's pending but no more than that.

5             In this case you don't have an amendment to

6       the amendment.  You have two separate amendments.

7       And so one of those will need to be withdrawn.

8             If I can make a recommendation, because

9       Mr. Diamond had made the original motion, and

10       Dr. Johnson had said that this can be taken up with

11       any of the maps, then perhaps, if you would

12       withdraw that, Mr. Newby, for now, then this item

13       will be taken up in your conversation on any one of

14       the maps.  But to have two main motions pending

15       would not be appropriate under Council rules.

16             THE CHAIR:  Councilman Newby, you're

17       recognized.

18             MR. NEWBY:  Through the President, I will

19       withdraw my amendment.

20             THE CHAIR:  Councilman Newby's motion has

21       been withdrawn.

22             So we are now on -- this is Councilman

23       Diamond's amendment about adding -- and I'll let

24       you state.

25             MR. DIAMOND:  Okay.  Thank you.  Through the
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1       President to OGC just to make sure I have this

2       right.

3             Paige, you are talking about my motion with

4       regards to making sure we have the map regarding

5       the San Mateo neighborhood?  Is that what you

6       meant?

7             MS. JOHNSTON:  Through the chair, the main

8       motion was on this map.  There was additional

9       discussion about reconsideration.  And then there

10       was Mr. Newby's motion.  I just want to clear the

11       table.

12             MR. DIAMOND:  Sure.

13             MS. JOHNSTON:  You can talk about Mr. Newby'S

14       motion in relation to the map.  But you are talking

15       about overall changes to the map, not San Mateo in

16       particular.

17             MR. DIAMOND:  Yeah.  So through the President

18       to OGC, just as I understood it, I advanced Maroon

19       2C.  That is the motion, so that's the map we are

20       looking at.

21             MS. JOHNSTON:  Correct.

22             MR. DIAMOND:  And then Councilman Newby came

23       along and said he wanted to look at the San Mateo

24       neighborhood as it relates to Maroon 2C.  So that

25       would just be an amendment to the motion; right?
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1             MS. JOHNSTON:  We are in the discussion phase

2       where you can take up individual amendments.  There

3       was a clarification by Mr. Johnson -- Dr. Johnson

4       as to whether that would affect this particular map

5       or any of the maps.  He said it can be done to any

6       of the maps.

7             So, again, we are on the main motion, which

8       is your motion, so it's appropriate now to talk

9       about the various changes to the map.

10             MR. DIAMOND:  So through the President, final

11       question, Mr. Newby could renew his motion and just

12       focus on Maroon 2C; correct?

13             MS. JOHNSTON:  Yes.  Now you can talk about

14       individual changes.  We wanted to make clear that

15       he was not making a change to another part of one

16       of the other maps that had been discussed.  That is

17       where we were looking for clarity.

18             THE CHAIR:  So we are still in discussion on

19       Mr. Diamond's amendment for us to advance the map,

20       which was Maroon 2C.  We just heard from Councilman

21       Gaffney on that.

22             Now in the queue, I still have Councilwoman

23       Cumber.  And I want to talk to OGC because you

24       removed his bill.  So we are going to go to

25       Councilwoman Cumber.
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1             MS. CUMBER:  To be clear, on the queue I

2       think Council Member DeFoor was first originally.

3             THE CHAIR:  Council Member DeFoor.

4             MS. DEFOOR:  Thank you, Mr. President.

5             First of all, I want to thank you all again

6       for putting Avondale and Riverside together.  You

7       know, having grown up there, I'd absolutely like to

8       stay in 14 under 2B, but I can see that I'd rather

9       be together than not at all.

10             So my first choice would be 2A actually, but

11       that will never happen.  So 2B will be my first

12       choice.  And if I can't get that, then I will live

13       with 2C.  Thank you, again, for putting those

14       communities back together.

15             MR. FERRARO:  Mr. President?

16             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

17             Yes, sir, Mr. Ferraro, you're recognized.

18             MR. FERRARO:  I thought I was still on the

19       queue when this was going.  Was the motion not

20       approved?  Was that one of my --

21             THE CHAIR:  No.  We are still discussing it

22       right now.

23             MR. FERRARO:  Okay.  So I wanted to make sure

24       that I was clear what San Mateo was.  From Eastport

25       Road down Main Street --

1             THE CHAIR:  Right.

2             MR. FERRARO:  I wanted to make sure --

3             THE CHAIR:  Yes, sir.

4             MR. FERRARO:  Okay.  I wanted to make sure we

5       are talking apples and apples.

6             THE CHAIR:  Yes, sir.  Thank you.

7             I have next on the queue Ms. Clark-Murray.

8             MS. CLARK-MURRAY:  Thank you.  Just as a

9       point of clarification, we are on the Diamond

10       amendment, not on the amendment that Mr. Ferraro

11       made -- or requested and then was actually made

12       through Mr. Newby, when it was seconded.  So we are

13       on the first amendment by Mr. Diamond; correct?

14             THE CHAIR:  So we are on the amendment -- or

15       the motion that was made by the special committee.

16       So Council Member Ferraro is a guest member today,

17       and guests can bring forward a recommendation and

18       then someone on the special committee will take

19       ownership of that and move that forward.  And

20       that's where we're at now and that's the posture we

21       are right now, discussing that.

22             MS. CLARK-MURRAY:  Right.  Through the

23       Chair -- thank you.  I just want a point of

24       clarification.

25             So in reference to the maps and in reference
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1       to the motion for Maroon C -- I am in favor of

2       Maroon 2B.  First of all, it meets the criteria for

3       which we are to examine maps.  It's compact, it's

4       continuous, and the demographics discuss, once

5       again, the population in relation to other

6       districts.

7             And I just wanted to state that yesterday in

8       this body, we had a discussion.  I don't recall

9       there being any crying happening at this

10       discussion.  So we were discussing the maps.  There

11       was no crying.  Thank you.

12             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

13             Council Member Cumber, you're recognized.

14             MS. CUMBER:  Thank you.  Through the Chair,

15       so looking at this map, I have serious concerns

16       about 2C.  In looking at what was Maroon

17       originally, it seemed like the two issues were

18       keeping Riverside and Avondale together and the San

19       Mateo neighborhood being put back in District 2.

20             And I feel like 2C has just completely, in 24

21       hours, revamped all of these Council districts.

22       And we have now created a situation where there are

23       three Council members under the downtown overlay,

24       and that is going to be very problematic in moving

25       downtown forward.
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1             We have -- and, then -- and I appreciate

2       Council Member DeFoor's -- and I would kind of

3       defer to her because it is her district, but it

4       does seem odd to move Riverside and Avondale away

5       from Ortega.  When we went through this process and

6       the rules and what we went through for nine months,

7       we talked about keeping neighborhoods together and

8       keeping, you know, these kind of like-neighborhoods

9       together.  And I think those go together.

10             I also have serious concerns about splitting

11       Springfield.  Splitting Springfield in half is --

12       again -- and I don't know which member of the

13       public spoke about it, but I do feel like we are --

14       while fixing one issue, Riverside and Avondale,

15       we've created all of these other issues.  And it's

16       unclear to me why all of this had to happen.  It

17       does not seem that complex to do those two things

18       that were asked of us, San Mateo and the

19       Riverside/Avondale.  That is now creating a

20       completely new Council district, that -- to Council

21       Member Newby's point, literally in less than a week

22       there is going to be a Council member elected to a

23       district he doesn't have.

24             And so that -- and I just want to say that I

25       just, on process, it really, like -- it bothers me
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1       a lot when we keep hearing it's too assuming to do.

2       And I understand the court order.  I'm also unclear

3       on why we're rewriting maps at all while we are

4       also appealing it, but that's a different topic.

5       But to say it's time consuming when we're making a

6       ten-year decision on representation throughout the

7       city --

8             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

9             MS. CUMBER:  But I think that we need to pay

10       attention to downtown and Springfield.

11             THE CHAIR:  Thank you, Mr. Cumber.  We will

12       come back for a second time.

13             MS. CUMBER:  Through the Chair, is there

14       going to be a timer so we know --

15             THE CHAIR:  It's right there, yes, ma'am.  We

16       will come back.

17             Councilman Salem, for a first time.

18             MR. SALEM:  Thank you, Mr. President.

19             I advocating for Murray Hill yesterday.  At

20       least Murray Hill is in its own district now even

21       though it's not Riverside/Avondale.  I think that's

22       okay.

23             I don't understand personally -- we have an

24       election Tuesday, and I'm trying to understand

25       where the two candidates live that could
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1       potentially win that seat.  Can someone help me

2       with that?  Can OGC or someone tell me where they

3       live?

4             THE CHAIR:  So Mr. Salem, you're asking if

5       the supervisor of elections in the chambers at all

6       or OGC -- Mr. Killingsworth, I know you guys are

7       building out --

8             MR. SALEM:  Well, I'm not sure if they're

9       plotted here with these stars.

10             THE CHAIR:  Let me think this through.

11             MR. BARR:  Do you need somebody to tell you?

12             THE CHAIR:  Mr. Barr, please have a seat.  I

13       am going to get there.  I'm going to get to it.

14             MR. BARR:  Let me know if you need me.

15             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.  You can text me --

16       I'm joking.

17             Let's see.  Councilman Ferraro, you've been a

18       huge advocate for San Mateo.  Can you give us an

19       update to Councilman Salem's question?

20             MR. FERRARO:  Sure.  Through the Chair to

21       Councilman Salem, so how this is, this is actually

22       taking the candidates who's worked out the

23       election, going through all of the process and

24       actually saying you don't live in this area

25       anymore.  So it's two.  Not just one.  Two.
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1             MR. SALEM:  Well --

2             THE CHAIR:  So one second, Mr. Salem.  The

3       election on this Tuesday is for a sheriff and for

4       7, District 7.  So your question is asking about

5       candidates for 7?

6             MR. SALEM:  Yes.  Where do the candidates --

7             THE CHAIR:  I'm sorry.  Hold his time,

8       please.  I just want to make sure I have this.

9             Councilman Gaffney --

10             MR. FERRARO:  What he was asking, it is a

11       complete different district.  The district doesn't

12       exist anymore.  District 7 is gone.

13             THE CHAIR:  Okay.  Mr. Ferraro, thank you so

14       much for that.  This is -- I'm really trying to

15       get -- I'm trying to get to council -- Vice

16       President Salem's answer.  And I believe your

17       question was, where are the candidates that are

18       going to be on the ballot for Tuesday, where do

19       they live?  Is that the question?

20             MR. SALEM:  That is my first question.

21             THE CHAIR:  Okay.  So that was the question I

22       was going to ask you, Councilman Ferraro, if you

23       knew the resource.  And if you don't, I can find

24       it.  I'm going to get it, because I do have a

25       resource on hand, but I want to make sure I
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1       follow --

2             MS. DEFOOR:  Different issue.  That is a

3       different district.

4             THE CHAIR:  And Councilman Gaffney, that is 7

5       as well?  Is that not the same district?

6             Councilman Gaffney, can you give us that?

7             MR. GAFFNEY:  I will speak on that.  Both

8       candidates live in District 7, which the discussion

9       we had yesterday, we have District 7 there.  One

10       lives off of Dunn Avenue and one lives in Oceanway.

11       The map that you are presenting --

12             THE CHAIR:  Okay.  Thank you.  So there are

13       residents in -- one in Oceanway and one on Dunn

14       Avenue?

15             MR. SALEM:  Do they live in the proposed

16       District 7?  They do not.

17             THE CHAIR:  So the question is, do they live

18       on the map --

19             MR. SALEM:  On 2C --

20             THE CHAIR:  -- on 2C, are they in this one?

21       And the answer is no.

22             MR. SALEM:  Okay.  Is that problematic as a

23       council that we're going to have someone elected

24       for C that does not exist?

25             MS. DEFOOR:  Yes.
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1             MR. SALEM:  I mean, do we not -- as you-all

2       know, I brought up in our shade meeting -- and I

3       hope I can say --

4             THE CHAIR:  No.  So you asked a legal

5       question, so I'm going to bring Mr. Teal up,

6       because the question is -- it's a fair question.

7       He is saying that we have an election coming up on

8       Tuesday and we have two candidates that are on the

9       ballot.  And one will win, because it is down to

10       two.  And now, this map -- maybe explain the

11       process of how long this goes out, what happens in

12       March of next year.

13             To that question, is it problematic to have

14       two on the ballot right now, these maps coming out?

15             MR. TEAL:  Through the Chair to Vice

16       President Salem, so the issue is, the election

17       going on next Tuesday -- it is going on right now

18       but will be concluded next Tuesday, is to fill the

19       vacancy created by Council Member Gaffney when he

20       resigned to run from state office to fill the

21       unexpired, remaining term of Council Member

22       Gaffney's term.

23             So whoever gets elected next Tuesday will be

24       in that office until June 30th of next year.  The

25       spring election in March and May would be to fill

1       the new District 7 going forward from July 1 for

2       the next four years.  So that's the reality, is

3       that whoever wins in the election next Tuesday is

4       going to represent the existing District 7 as it

5       exists today but will be out of their district come

6       March and May.

7             MR. SALEM:  Okay.  That answers that

8       question.

9             May I ask a second question?

10             THE CHAIR:  Yes, sir, please.

11             MR. SALEM:  Murray Hill is at least in its

12       own district, even though it's not connected with

13       Riverside/Avondale.  Springfield is being split.  I

14       think that needs to be corrected.  Springfield is

15       just an old historic district and should not be

16       split.  And I think we should look at -- to bring

17       that back together.  Hopefully that can be done

18       without disrupting this whole system.

19             Thank you, Mr. President.

20             THE CHAIR:  Thank you, Vice President Salem.

21             Going through the first time, I believe

22       everyone has had a chance to speak.

23             I'm going back through the committee.  I see

24       Councilman Howland.

25             MR. HOWLAND:  Thank you, Mr. President.
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1             I talked with several folks about these maps,

2       read pretty much every e-mail that was submitted to

3       us.  They kept coming in rapid succession in the

4       last 42 hours.  A lot of strong arguments,

5       particular for Riverside/Avondale, for cohesion.

6       There are also good arguments made for separation,

7       because obviously what we are seeing here is, when

8       you try to put them together, you affect so many

9       other areas.

10             I even considered an argument that was made

11       that splitting Riverside/Avondale would result in

12       stronger representation, given they have five

13       at-large and two city Council members between them

14       and seven members instead of six.

15             So given all of that complexity, I went back

16       and looked at what -- see what I could find about

17       intent and what we talked about,

18       Riverside/Avondale, in the past.  And I noticed on

19       page 51 of the judge's order there was some

20       discussion about, should Riverside be more in line

21       with Brooklyn and Springfield.  So let me quote it,

22       "The north and westside districts met again on

23       October 4, 2021.  At this meeting, Councilwoman

24       DeFoor offered to give Councilman Gaffney the

25       Riverside area at the north end of her district.
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1       She explained that, quote, Riverside is more in

2       line with Brooklyn and Springfield than it really

3       is with the rest my district."

4             So, to me, that was kind of interesting and

5       having heard so many arguments, I had been planning

6       on supporting map 2C, because basically what it

7       does here is align Riverside/Avondale/Murray Hill

8       into 9 and it keeps Argyle and Chimney Lakes

9       together at the same time.  So it was a win/win.

10             But now I am really concerned with my

11       colleague's, Councilman Gaffney's, concerns and I

12       am concerned about splitting Springfield.  So 2C

13       might not be ideal.  I am thinking we just go back

14       to the Maroon map as it is.  That's what I'm

15       thinking right now.  Thank you.

16             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

17             Councilman Gaffney for a second time.

18             MR. GAFFNEY:  Yes.  Through the Chair, if I

19       can get a motion, I would like to go back to a

20       motion --

21             THE CHAIR:  So we are still in discussion on

22       the first motion with Councilman Diamond.  And we

23       haven't taken a vote on that just yet.

24             MR. GAFFNEY:  Again, so in a way of

25       discussion on that, I may want to wait -- I guess
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1       this is not a (unintelligible) -- more so than --

2       unless and until -- well, let me say this, you have

3       two individuals that are running -- and I want to

4       thank you, Mr. Salem, for having the respect to

5       understand and to know -- Mr. Howland, to

6       understand that you have two individuals that you

7       are going to be elected that are coming in

8       Wednesday and you are thinking about them.  They

9       are getting elected by the community.  They are --

10       the elect for the next four months, maybe six

11       years, however long they do it.  But the only

12       person that brought that up (unintelligible) a

13       totally different direction, so I want to give the

14       respect for that.  I have some other things that I

15       have to say.

16             In close, you can't -- you said that we could

17       bring our own maps tomorrow.

18             THE CHAIR:  If you submit them by 9:00 a.m.

19       in the morning, yes, sir, to OGC.

20             MR. GAFFNEY:  Okay.  So, Dr. Johnson, if you

21       don't mind, can we (unintelligible) let's come up

22       with a map that may be pleasing to this committee.

23       Okay.  Thank you.

24             THE CHAIR:  Yes.  Now, we will be working

25       from the one map that we landed on.
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1             MR. GAFFNEY:  So --

2             THE CHAIR:  If you're coming with any other

3       maps, they would need to be -- it would need to be

4       coming with supported data.

5             MR. GAFFNEY:  I can do that.  Well, they can.

6             THE CHAIR:  Councilman Newby, you're

7       recognized.

8             MR. NEWBY:  Yes.  Through the President, can

9       Dr. Johnson or OGC come up?  I have questions.  So

10       when you did this Maroon map -- or any of the maps,

11       so you included District 9's person as an

12       incumbent; right?

13             DR. JOHNSON:  Yes.

14             MR. NEWBY:  So to my point, so she is -- so

15       you put her as an incumbents, but she is really --

16       just like he said, she is filling the spot of

17       Former Councilmen Dennis.  So what is the

18       difference from her filling the spot of Councilman

19       Dennis and whoever wins on the spot of Gaffney?

20       That's not fair.  Because she is filling in a spot,

21       so you have had her as an incumbent.  So why would

22       you not add whoever wins on the -- as an incumbent?

23       It is the same thing.  It's different?  So please

24       explain that to me.

25             DR. JOHNSON:  Through the Chair,
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1       unfortunately the court deadline is the 8th.

2             MR. NEWBY:  The election is on the 8th.

3             THE CHAIR:  Mr. Newby, we are going to try to

4       avoid -- we're going to avoid cross-talk.  We have

5       a question through the chair.  Please stop

6       the clock.  Thank you.  I want to give him all his

7       time.

8             This is going to all of my colleagues here.

9       We are going to maintain decorum.  The same

10       expectation that we hold for the public, we are

11       going to hold ourselves to that same standard.

12             So we have a question that's going through

13       the Chair to Dr. Johnson that is asking hows and

14       whys.

15             Dr. Johnson, whenever you are ready to

16       respond.

17             DR. JOHNSON:  Through the Chair, yes.  So as

18       you may remember, the original Maroon map had each

19       Council member in their own seat regardless of

20       whether they were termed out or not.  In the

21       request for revisions, we were putting two council

22       members together, because one is termed out.  So

23       each Council member who was currently sitting or

24       had the ability or expressed interest to run again

25       was in their own seat so they could do that.

1             Obviously we don't have the candidates

2       sitting in the Council now.  They're candidates.

3       They're not (unintelligible).  And the reason for

4       not being able to sit until the 8th and then decide

5       is because we don't have time with the court order.

6             MR. NEWBY:  Can I ask a question?

7             THE CHAIR:  Please start the clock back.

8             Yes, Councilman Newby, you still have 60

9       seconds.

10             MR. NEWBY:  That wasn't the explanation that

11       Mr. Teal said.  He said the reason why, because

12       they are -- because they are filling the seat of

13       Gaffney.  But Ms. Murray is doing the same thing.

14       So that -- to me, that's unsettling.  Thank you.

15             MR. TEAL:  Through the Chair, the reason why

16       that this is a debate right now, that it wasn't

17       originally when these maps came out is because

18       Dr. Johnson was asked to prepare a map to allow

19       Ms. Pittman to kind of move to the north, if you

20       will, as opposed to where she was originally placed

21       in the Maroon map.  So that is the -- when you make

22       those changes and sometimes the ramifications are,

23       you know, what you are seeing in front of you.

24             So this was a response, if you will, to a

25       request that was made for a revision to the maps,
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1       and the results of that was, unfortunately, to have

2       now two incumbent Council members that are in the

3       same district.

4             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

5             We have next on the queue, Mr. White, for a

6       first time.

7             MR. WHITE:  Yes.  Thank you.  I want to

8       actually agree with Sam -- Mr. Newby.  One of the

9       two gentlemen that are in District 7 now should be

10       treated just like Ms. Clark-Murray was.

11             And I know there was -- probably -- I just --

12       with the time left, what we will do tonight and

13       tomorrow, and I know nobody wants to be here

14       Saturday -- you probably have to consider there has

15       to be a notice of so many hours.  I don't think

16       there are enough hours to do it since the 8th is

17       the deadline.  If we have to bring our sleeping

18       bags, I guess, and work on this probably Saturday

19       and maybe even Sunday, I would like you to consider

20       that to get it right.

21             But I think that District 7, one of the two

22       gentlemen that will win on the 8th should be

23       treated just like Ms. Clark-Murray was.

24             THE CHAIR:  Thank you, Mr. White.

25             I had a couple of questions as well.  And I
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1       am trying to hold off until everyone has spoken at

2       least once.  But I think everyone has and --

3             Ms. Pittman, go ahead.  Mr. Pittman, I will

4       recognize you.

5             MS. PITTMAN:  Thank you.  To the Chair, my

6       request, it seems like it caused a whole shift.

7       And I'm asking -- because, again, looking at the

8       maps and also just looking at the presentations,

9       I'm wondering now, rather than me going over, which

10       was in District 7, is, if we are looking at the

11       Maroon map, which was the first map that I

12       requested, is to maybe move me straight north and

13       maybe look at how that will impact -- I guess that

14       would be 7, District 7.

15             If the numbers were moved up, Mr. Johnson, or

16       whoever I can ask --

17             THE CHAIR:  I want to make sure we are

18       staying in the proper posture.  We are on the

19       amendment now that -- Mr. Diamond's amendment was

20       to move -- advance map 2C and encompass the

21       concerns that Mr. Ferraro had.

22             And so I'm trying to give everybody a chance

23       to speak once on it.  And so I would like -- I am

24       going to speak and then we will take a vote on this

25       map and it will continue forward.
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1             One, my question is -- and I will ask

2       Mr. Killingsworth this, because I believe that this

3       was done in part of the process.  But are we aware

4       if there are any other candidates that are

5       impacted?

6             I definitely appreciate those who are

7       actively engaged in this process and able to make

8       it down to build a consensus to come up, but there

9       are others that might be at work right now or

10       unable to keep up with this in real time.  And I

11       want to be sure that whatever we are doing and

12       considering in a particular group, that we are also

13       being mindful of others.

14             MR. KILLINGSWORTH:  Through the Chair -- Bill

15       Killingsworth, Director of Planning & Development.

16       So this committee directed us to look at just those

17       members who could run against, so we haven't

18       elected those members who are -- I mean, there are

19       clearly members who have raised -- who have

20       filed -- the file date for the next election hasn't

21       come yet, so we don't know who may file by now and

22       then.  So the short answer is no.

23             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.  Please stay there.

24             So we do know that the candidates that are

25       running for District 7 have filed and they have
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1       qualified.  And so I definitely -- I am making sure

2       I am kind of lining things up in this conversation.

3             To everyone that is on the dais right now,

4       this is what I anticipated us doing tomorrow.  In

5       reality, I was trying to get to one version,

6       whether it gives us everything we want or if it

7       gives us just a little bit we want, and then

8       tomorrow really hashing it out.

9             I am fine with doing it today.  I extended

10       the meeting until 3:00 today.  And whatever we stop

11       today, we will pick back up tomorrow.  But we will

12       have to start with the special committee still as

13       charged with making a recommendation to the Council

14       as a whole.

15             So my goal today was to lead us through a

16       process where we landed with a map that then would

17       be delivered to the Council as a whole to give my

18       colleagues, like Councilman Gaffney a chance now to

19       go do more work or whomever and show up tomorrow.

20       And we then we hammer and hash all of this out.  So

21       I am fine with it.

22             And, Mr. White, you are absolutely White.  If

23       we have to go an extended period, by all means, I

24       think that that card falls on the table.

25             So I want to ask Mr. Teal -- I know,
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1       Mr. Teal, in the timeline that we've had, that

2       you-all have given us and OGC, you gave us a

3       timeline of the 8th to have it.  Is that the

4       only -- is that the latest time that we have to get

5       this process done to make sure that we're meeting

6       the expectations of our constituents, we are

7       meeting the expectations of the people who are

8       running, those -- anybody that's involved and

9       engaged in the process?

10             MS. GIANNINI:  Through the Chair to

11       Council -- President, I apologize, so the court's

12       order --

13             I am Mary Margaret Giannini, office of

14       general Council.  The court's order says, first and

15       foremost, that Council is to present and file with

16       the court by Tuesday, November 8th, an interim

17       remedial plan, which is what you're working on

18       right now.

19             The court has then directed that if the

20       Council is unable to file such a plan by November

21       8th, the Council must inform the court of such; and

22       then the Council must, by November 18th, present a

23       plan with the justification of that plan.  At that

24       same time the plaintiffs will present a plan.  And

25       then there is a briefing schedule for both parties
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1       to discuss the plans in a written form before the

2       court, and then the court will make a decision.

3             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.  So the question in

4       regard to the response to that is, the map that we

5       would submit on November 8th, if it turns out that

6       it's the same map -- what is the difference between

7       November 8th -- and you are an attorney in

8       defending this city and defending us, what's the

9       difference now -- if I hear we have until the 18th

10       and us giving it to you on the 18th or giving it to

11       you on the 8th?

12             MS. GIANNINI:  So if you submit a map on the

13       8th, it's your map.

14             THE CHAIR:  Okay.

15             MS. GIANNINI:  If you submit a map on the

16       18th, then it's up to the judge to do what she

17       wants.  And so your position to make an argument

18       for the validity of what you are putting forth is

19       far stronger on the 8th than it is on the 18th.

20             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.  And I just wanted to

21       make sure I put that on the record.

22             The last thing I have on this process before

23       we bring it back -- I think I've given everybody

24       two bites of the apple on this amendment.

25             You have one year?  Okay.  I will get back
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1       around.

2             As we all knew, this process was going to be

3       tough.  Listen, none of us up here filed the

4       lawsuit.  Okay?  We are the recipients of it.  And

5       the timeliness of the lawsuit is doing exactly what

6       it doing right now, it is applying pressure, which

7       is fine.  We are capable of doing this and getting

8       it done.  We are capable of working together.  So I

9       am confident we are going to continue to move

10       forward with this process and get where we need to

11       be by the end of the day tomorrow.

12             Councilman Bowman, you're next in the queue.

13             MR. BOWMAN:  Thank you, Mr. President.  About

14       15 minutes ago I said that I would support C, but

15       it causes a lot of problems with my colleagues

16       here.  I can't support C.  It splits downtown.  It

17       splits Springfield.  It swapped districts,

18       relocated them.  I feel that the map we had at the

19       end of the day yesterday is a much better prop than

20       any of these.  So I am not going to be supporting

21       it.

22             But with that, Dr. Johnson, we gave you a

23       couple of tasks yesterday.  And I think the biggest

24       ones were trying to keep Ortega and

25       Avondale/Riverside and then address Ms. Pittman's
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1       concerns.

2             Are there not versions D, E, and F, because I

3       think the three versions you've supported today --

4       you've presented to us today are favored by anybody

5       and they cause a lot of problems.

6             So I'm not going to support C, but I would

7       like Dr. Johnson to answer my question of, what

8       other options do we have if we just applied

9       yesterday's Maroon, that we could better address

10       some issues without this huge, tumultuous shift in

11       so many things?

12             DR. JOHNSON:  Through the Chair, certainly,

13       there are really three pieces that moved in this,

14       right.  There is the golf course out in the east.

15       There is the rotation of the districts in the

16       north.  And then there is the Riverside/Avondale

17       change.  So those different pieces, we've drawn

18       them -- we can move the puzzle pieces around and --

19       move those pieces fair quickly.

20             For example, if you're wanting to go back to

21       Maroon, then we can look at uniting Riverside and

22       Murray Hill in 10.  You remember, Maroon, 10 is the

23       one next to it, not 9.  And so we can take that

24       Riverside/Avondale puzzle piece and put it in the

25       Maroon map without the northern change or with or
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1       without the eastern change.

2             The other -- I mean, if the concern is the

3       numbering, then the northern district can stay 7.

4       We still have two Council members.  Ms. Pittman

5       would now be in 7, and then the district with no

6       one, coming down south can become 10.  In 2C we can

7       just swap the numbers.  But either approach will

8       work.  We can take one or more of those three

9       puzzle pieces and put it into -- back into Maroon

10       without the others.

11             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

12             Council Diamond, you're recognized.

13             MR. DIAMOND:  Thank you.  Mr. President, I'm

14       going to try to move us forward here.

15             So if Councilmen Howland will consent to

16       withdraw the second on my motion, I will withdraw

17       my original motion to move 2C forward; and,

18       instead, make a motion to move forward with the

19       original Maroon but direct our expert to include

20       Riverside and Avondale in 10.

21             MR. HOWLAND:  I consent to withdraw my

22       second.

23             MR. DIAMOND:  And so I don't need a second

24       for that motion, which will then undo all the

25       tumult that Councilman Bowman was mentioning and
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1       that we have here with the different numbering

2       (unintelligible).  It gets us back to Maroon, which

3       had a lot of consensus around it.  And then we

4       would need an amendment to address later on with

5       Ms. Pittman's issues.

6             THE CHAIR:  So we have a motion and a second.

7       And the Diamond amendment, the first one, is being

8       withdrawn.

9             Now Councilman Diamond has made a motion that

10       we come back to the original Maroon with some

11       descriptions added to it.  And it's been seconded

12       by Counsel Member White.  We have discussion from

13       the committee.

14             Any discussion?

15             (No response.)

16             THE CHAIR:  All right.  I am still going to

17       do this.  Any discussion from our visitors?  I

18       would like to hear from them on this.

19             Councilwoman DeFoor?

20             MS. DEFOOR:  Thank you, Mr. President.

21       Again, I would prefer Riverside and Avondale to be

22       rejoined with Ortega.  But having said that, I just

23       want to be together.  So if they're in, you know,

24       District 10, then that's better than what's

25       currently shown on the Maroon map.  I actually went

1       and looked at the Maroon map from yesterday to see

2       where we were and how we got there.

3             Now, I will tell you, I am going to lose, if

4       we do that, with the Maroon map, I will also lose

5       some numbers.  So I am hopeful that if that were to

6       happen, that they would, then, put more people from

7       Argyle Forest to Ortega to -- I don't know --

8       Dr. Johnson -- because I would be losing from the

9       Maroon map.

10             DR. JOHNSON:  Through the Chair, yes, if

11       you're losing part of Riverside/Avondale, then we

12       need to put more population in.

13             MS. DEFOOR:  Okay.

14             DR. JOHNSON:  You are saying --

15             MS. DEFOOR:  There is, like, this little dip

16       in Argyle that didn't really make sense.

17             DR. JOHNSON:  Right.

18             MS. DEFOOR:  Maybe that would be sufficient,

19       that that -- if you put it in 14, that would

20       counter what I would lose.

21             DR. JOHNSON:  Through the Chair, that would

22       be a small piece of it.  We can start with that.

23             MS. DEFOOR:  I just wanted to bring -- thank

24       you for that.  I wanted to bring it to my

25       colleague's attention that there will be movement
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1       on the southern half of the map in 14.  Thank you.

2             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.  So we're on the

3       motion -- or the amendment for the original Maroon

4       map.  I have several in the queue still.

5             Councilman Ferraro.

6             MR. FERRARO:  Thank you.  Through the Chair,

7       Mr. President, I hope I am looking at the right map

8       from yesterday, the Maroon map.  I like to keep

9       things simple.  I think this whole thing has been

10       very complicated.  It's been useless.  It's not

11       consistent.  And it makes everybody listening pause

12       to think that we're running through this.

13             It reminds me of somebody running for office

14       where I believe we have a bad person to choose or a

15       worse.  And I think that this is the situation we

16       are in.

17             Are we talking about the Maroon map, the

18       original one?  Are we still discussing whether to

19       put the San Mateo on, from my understanding?  And

20       from my understanding, is that keeping District 7

21       in that keeps the candidates that are running in

22       that as well?

23             THE CHAIR:  So that question he's asking -- I

24       guess this should be Dr. Johnson.  I need -- I

25       can't see numbers on this map either.  He is asking
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1       that, on the original Maroon, 7 would be the

2       turquoise -- I believe that is aqua or turquoise

3       that is in this area here.  At the top,

4       Mr. Ferraro -- so he is -- I don't know where these

5       candidates -- I know where one lives.  And I

6       believe -- I can't see the lines.

7             So Mr. -- can you put the map up for us real

8       quick of District 7 and the Maroon original?

9             MR. FERRARO:  So the reason I'm bringing this

10       up, while he's looking at that, I want to make sure

11       that people are following us on what we are talking

12       about.  Because when we talk about Maroon 2, C, B,

13       all of these different numbers, we should really

14       have map 1, 2, 3, 4, so it's really easy for people

15       to follow what we're doing.

16             Because I do think that we're rushing through

17       this.  And I think if it takes longer, it takes

18       longer.  But I'm interested in making sure that we

19       are keeping District 7 to where people understand

20       District 7.  I want to make sure that we're filling

21       in San Mateo.  And I want to make sure that we have

22       the candidates that are running that are going to

23       be elected on Tuesday, whoever that is, that we are

24       including all of this.  It is really simple.  So I

25       want to make sure those three things are taken care
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1       of.

2             THE CHAIR:  Dr. Johnson, you have 30 seconds,

3       and we will move to the next one.

4             DR. JOHNSON:  Through the Chair, I think the

5       area south of Eastport, we call that San Marco, is

6       in District 7 in this map.  So if we want to do the

7       change we talked about earlier, we need an

8       amendment to the Maroon map that could be included.

9             THE CHAIR:  We are still just in discussion.

10       So I believe you said that they are still in 7.

11             And I want to reiterate, this is just getting

12       us to one map.  So every issue and concern that we

13       are having right now, we are going to be debating

14       this tomorrow.  But I want the people to understand

15       that, because I think the message or the narrative

16       that's going out is that what this special

17       committee pushes out or pushes through or fights

18       hard to get through today is going to be the final.

19       This is going to be our recommendation.

20             So I want to be clear to all of the members

21       in the audience.  I want to be clear to everyone

22       watching.  It is confusing because it's tough.  We

23       have a short runway.  We have a very short runway.

24       And the best thing that's happening is the input

25       that we're getting from the community.  We hear
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1       you.  The input that we're getting from our

2       colleagues -- but I'm not going to sit -- continue

3       to let this narrative go as if we sitting here in 7

4       are not listening.  We are.  I am considering the

5       fact that I have tomorrow to work for as well.

6             MR. FERRARO:  For clarity, I want to make

7       sure I'm understanding --

8             THE CHAIR:  Yes, sir.

9             MR. FERRARO:  So moving this map forward, is

10       the San Mateo part of this or is that something

11       that has to be brought up tomorrow?  That's what

12       I'm not understanding.

13             THE CHAIR:  We are going to make an amendment

14       for that.  Yes, sir.  I'm sorry.  I'm like Council

15       Member Pittman, I can't see the numbers either on

16       this one.

17             All right.  So I have Councilman Salem.

18             MR. SALEM:  Thank you, Mr. President.  I want

19       to run through several things.  I think you should

20       consider those in future meetings, whether that be

21       the weekend or Monday because of the timing of the

22       notification I am going to have to comply.  We

23       might not use them, but I would urge you to go

24       ahead and notice those.

25             I would like to see a motion to bring
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1       Springfield back together, an amendment by one of

2       the committee members.

3             THE CHAIR:  You're getting ahead.  Yes, sir,

4       you're getting ahead.  And tomorrow has no end

5       point.  We start at 9:00.  And I love the

6       commitment that I'm hearing from everybody, because

7       I am packing lunch, I'm packing dinner and I'm

8       bringing a sleeping bag.  There is nothing saying

9       that when we start at 9:00 tomorrow morning, that

10       we have -- 12:00 a.m. is the --

11             MR. SALEM:  Stop the clock.

12             THE CHAIR:  You're good.  12 a.m., I believe,

13       we have to waive an ordinance or a code to go

14       beyond.  So I want my colleague to understand, the

15       ones are saying as if -- again, I just want to make

16       sure, this special committee is prepared to work.

17       We are prepared to work.  So if it goes to

18       Saturday, it's because we are going from 9:00 a.m.

19       Friday all the way through until, because we are

20       going to get this done.  We are going to listen to

21       our colleagues.

22             I mean, my heart broke when I heard

23       Councilman Gaffney when he spoke, when I saw it.

24       We are going to get to an end here.

25             But the issue is and the truth is, when we
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1       get to this end, someone is not going to be happy.

2       It is like a game of baseball.  There is an umpire.

3       And when they make a call, one side is happy and

4       one side is not.  That is why they elected us.  It

5       is tough.  It's a hot seat.  It's not comfortable.

6             But at the end of the day, we are going to

7       have to make a big decision.  And we're going to

8       have it done by the time the judge asked us to do

9       it.  We are going to do that, and we are capable of

10       doing it.

11             So, Mr. Willie, we have not recognized you

12       yet.  So I would love for the school board to weigh

13       in and then we are going to take up this motion.

14             MR. SALEM:  Mr. President, I thought I had --

15             THE CHAIR:  Sorry.  Continue on.

16             MR. SALEM:  No problem.

17             I'd like to see on any future map, we remove

18       the stars for the incumbents that cannot run.

19       That's confusing to me.  And let's plot with some

20       type of initial, put R.S. by me, so that we can see

21       where people live that are eligible to run.  This

22       is confusing to me.  Okay.  I would urge that on

23       any future map that maybe we get tomorrow.

24             THE CHAIR:  I have a question.  This is the

25       only time when you ask that question.  Are you
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1       saying remove incumbent --

2             MR. SALEM:  Remove --

3             THE CHAIR:  Those are the termed out.  Yes,

4       sir.

5             MR. SALEM:  Right.  They were plotted on

6       here --

7             THE CHAIR:  Yes, sir.

8             MR. SALEM:  There is no reason for that.  And

9       I would remove --

10             MS. DEFOOR:  No.  I want my own.  I might

11       change my mind.

12             MR. SALEM:  That's why I looked to you.

13             THE CHAIR:  But an example -- what you are

14       saying, Councilman Becton is termed out, Council

15       Member Morgan is termed out; Council Member Gaffney

16       is termed out.  Removing their names from the map

17       when the new maps come?

18             MR. SALEM:  And put initials by us that are

19       eligible to run for re-election.  So we can see

20       where Gaffney -- the two candidates in 7, we should

21       see them on this map.

22             THE CHAIR:  So --

23             MR. SALEM:  One of them is going to be a

24       council.

25             THE CHAIR:  And you're talking about that
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1       race for 7?

2             MR. SALEM:  Yes.

3             THE CHAIR:  I understand now.

4             MR. SALEM:  They should be on there as well,

5       so we can see exactly where everybody lives, and

6       that would help me tremendously, and put initials

7       by their name.

8             THE CHAIR:  Yes, sir.

9             MR. SALEM:  That will do it.

10             Thank you, Mr. President.

11             THE CHAIR:  Are you sure because I did forget

12       to come back to you?

13             MR. SALEM:  Yes.  I wrote things down.

14             THE CHAIR:  All right.  My apologies.

15             School Board.  Mr. Chairman Willie, you're

16       recognized.

17             MR. WILLIE:  Thank you.  I appreciate being

18       able to speak really quickly.  Of course, as we all

19       know, two city Council areas are one school board

20       area.  And as I'm looking at -- not the original

21       Maroon, but Maroon 2 -- I know we are getting away

22       from that.  But if we were to go with that, high

23       schools -- a lot of high schools would shift.

24       Raines, Ribault, Ed White, and Westside would all

25       shift school board members potentially.  So that's
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1       something to think about as we overlay -- as we get

2       into talks tomorrow looking at the overlay of those

3       high schools to see.

4             And I know there was conversation about doing

5       it at the end to look at, Hey, where do we combine.

6       And high schools, what we usually do is, all of us

7       have different numbers of school, but usually the

8       number of students within those schools are pretty

9       balanced.  That is what we do.  I just wanted to

10       offer that advice.  Thank you.

11             THE CHAIR:  Thank you so much.

12             Councilwoman Clark-Murray, you're recognized.

13             MS. CLARK-MURRAY:  Thank you.  I just want

14       to -- again, want to express my displeasure with

15       Maroon -- the original Maroon map, and for the

16       reasons that I stated earlier.  I just want to make

17       sure that's on the record.  Thank you.

18             THE CHAIR:  Thank you so much.

19             And we are going to go back to Council Member

20       Diamond to close.

21             MR. DIAMOND:  So I made an original motion

22       and Councilman White second it.  I want to just

23       clarify it, because I didn't get all of the pieces

24       in it.  So hopefully Mr. White will second it with

25       the new pieces.  I'm not sure.
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1             So go back to the original Maroon map to

2       include Riverside/Avondale into 10 and then to get

3       this information on San Mateo and moving that back

4       into 2.  That was the motion.

5             MR. WHITE:  Second.

6             THE CHAIR:  We have a motion and a second on

7       the Diamond Amendment No. 2, which was to include

8       Riverside and all of the areas he mentioned,

9       Avondale, as well as to get information on San

10       Mateo.

11             We are still -- yep, we are still on the same

12       discussion.

13             Mr. Howland.

14             MR. HOWLAND:  Yes, sir.  Just clarification

15       on that motion.  That motion is not saying do it.

16       That motion is directing Dr. Johnson to prepare.

17             THE CHAIR:  Got it.

18             So seeing no one else in the queue, all in

19       favor of the Diamond Amendment for No. 2, please

20       raise your hand.

21             Those opposed.

22             The amendment carries -- the motion carries.

23             All right.  So now we are at the process,

24       similar to yesterday, if you're here, if you have

25       any amendments that you would like, visiting
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1       Council members as well.  Mr. Diamond started it

2       off, and it was free spirited.  Is there anyone

3       else that has any recommendations?

4             We will start with Councilman Bowman.

5             MR. BOWMAN:  Thank you, Mr. President.

6             And I would like to bring back the San Pablo

7       Amendment; and then, secondly, Ms. Pittman said

8       something a few minutes ago about swapping District

9       7 and 8.  I see she is on queue.  Maybe I'll let

10       her talk about that.  You understand better than I

11       do.  Because -- and I think now we are in a

12       position that we've got -- we have an opportunity

13       to give Dr. Johnson some additional things to look

14       at besides just the Riverside and San Mateo.

15             But, first of all, I would like to make a

16       motion that we pull back in San Pablo into District

17       3.

18             MR. DIAMOND:  Second.

19             THE CHAIR:  So we have a motion and a second

20       from Councilman Bowman, seconded by Councilman

21       Diamond.  We are in discussion.

22             Councilwoman Pittman, you're recognized.

23             MS. PITTMAN:  Through the Chair, as I said at

24       the very beginning, I had no idea -- because I had

25       asked for the recommendations of Dr. Johnson to
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1       look at what would happen it I was to, you know,

2       switch over just a little bit farther to the west.

3             Based on all of the maps that we were looking

4       at -- and I think one of the young ladies said

5       something about the CRA, Soutel area, again, it

6       just seems like we're splitting up the areas -- and

7       I guess now my request -- because at the end of the

8       day, it seems like it's really impacting 7 and 8.

9             And so -- as I said, at the end of the day,

10       you know, I'm just hoping this process is fair and

11       that we can all live with this.  You know, we do

12       this every ten years.  And unfortunately, you know,

13       the map we started with kind of put us in a real

14       bad place where we are almost feeling handcuffed.

15             So I am looking at it again, because, you

16       know, I was written out of my district totally.

17       Okay.  So I do feel some kind of way, but I feel

18       like I can serve anywhere if that's what it comes

19       out to be.

20             But I'm losing -- I just want you-all to hear

21       me, I'm losing, you know, a lot of the areas that

22       represent, you know, population.  And I guess, you

23       know, that's where I'm looking at and asking for

24       the experts to tell us what that means, because I'm

25       not that expert.
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1             So I am asking now for another

2       recommendation, to look at -- you know, going a

3       little bit north from where I am on the map -- the

4       Maroon, it seems like -- if we are going back to

5       the original, is that -- to look -- maybe just go

6       straight north.  And I guess that would be

7       northwest, close to Acree and Braddock Road, you

8       know, picking up -- you can go straight from where

9       I am.  That would go straight up from Capital

10       Road --

11             THE CHAIR:  Ms. Pittman, real quick.  I want

12       to make sure I understood Councilman Bowman's

13       motion.  Can you restate the motion again so we

14       make sure we're in the proper protocol?

15             MR. BOWMAN:  Yes, Mr. President.  I had a

16       motion and seconded by Mr. Diamond that we pull

17       into the Maroon map the San Pablo Reserve area that

18       was shown on Maroon 2A, B, and C today.  It was not

19       on the original Maroon map.  And, I think, that was

20       640 seats or so, so no change to any other things.

21             THE CHAIR:  Okay.  So right now we're on

22       Mr. Bowman's amendment.

23             We can get back to ours.

24             MS. PITTMAN:  Okay.  I don't know if I can

25       make an amendment.  I want to be in the right

2             THE CHAIR:  I'm coming right back to you,

3       yes, ma'am.  I'm coming right back to you.

4             I'm on the Bowman Amendment.  Move the

5       section down.

6             MR. GAFFNEY:  Through the Chair and this

7       Committee -- as I look at this, one of my response

8       were, if you did that and you swap 7 and 8 and --

9             THE CHAIR:  No.  No.  Mr. Gaffney, we are

10       not -- Mr. Gaffney, we're on this portion over by

11       Mayo Clinic.

12             MR. GAFFNEY:  No.  I thought he --

13             THE CHAIR:  No, sir.  That's why I wanted him

14       to restate his motion.  We're right here by Mayo

15       Clinic, that little green dot that's right there.

16             MR. GAFFNEY:  I am responding to what I

17       thought I heard.

18             THE CHAIR:  Yes, sir.  We will come back to

19       you.  All is well.

20             We have a motion and a second on the Bowman

21       Amendment.  We had a discussion.

22             All in favor of the Bowman Amendment, raise

23       your hand.

24             Those opposed have the same right.

25             The motion carries.
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1             Looking to my committee to see if there were

2       any other -- Councilwoman Pittman, I belive you

3       were up next.

4             MS. PITTMAN:  It's my time?

5             THE CHAIR:  You're dancing.

6             MS. PITTMAN:  Okay.

7             THE CHAIR:  Here we go.

8             MS. PITTMAN:  Through the Chair, I think in

9       terms of the charge we have, I'm asking

10       Dr. Johnson -- as heard -- as I mentioned, it

11       impacts 7 and 8.  And my request is now to look at

12       going straight north -- and I guess we will -- I'm

13       trying to figure that -- there is a dark line that

14       we could just take that line all the way up, and

15       that would also pick up the Ribault -- the Soutel

16       area up in there to see what impact.

17             Because I understand, if you move one piece,

18       then you're impacting everything.  So with the

19       request done yesterday, I didn't, you know, realize

20       that, you know, it would impact, you know, a whole

21       lot.  So I'm asking what -- you know, what that

22       request would be, what the numbers, and who would

23       it impact, because I don't want -- you know, I'm

24       drawn out of my district.

25             THE CHAIR:  I got it.  Thank you.  So I
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1       believe the directive from Council Member Pittman

2       to our experts is now that we have agreed to go

3       back to the Maroon original map, how can that be

4       addressed and the questions that she just referred

5       said to?

6             Are you looking for an answer right now,

7       Ms. Pittman or is this something we can --

8             MS. PITTMAN:  We can meet after.  I just, you

9       know, since we were talking about -- since we have

10       the maps.  I could have now --

11             THE CHAIR:  We are going to go ahead and do

12       that.  I want to make sure that we have enough

13       time, because tonight Town Hall starts at 5.  I

14       would like to have some type of reflection of what

15       we discussed to by going back to the original map,

16       what we discussed today, so that the members that

17       come tonight to talk, they can see that and they

18       will be able to see that as well, if it's at all

19       possible.

20             Mr. Teal, I would like to call you up maybe

21       for a little housekeeping.  When we are talking

22       about the final map, all of the amendments, which

23       there may be quite a few -- just the technical

24       amendments for the committee to consider.

25             MR. TEAL:  First, we can hear from
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1       Ms. Johnston.

2             THE CHAIR:  Ms. Johnston.

3             MS. JOHNSTON:  Thank you.  Through the

4       council President to the special committee, again,

5       being consistent with how other committees do their

6       work, the auditors would generally write the

7       technical amendments on the side of the committee

8       agenda.

9             We do have some housekeeping items.  As you

10       will recall, when we compared the original bill, we

11       put several placeholder exhibits in that said they

12       would be replaced at a time later when we have the

13       maps, when we have the data.

14             So, again, in terms of the technical

15       amendments, maybe we will have to consider any

16       addition to any proposed map, that it moves forward

17       for recommendation.  Just so the committee is

18       clear, your committee technical amendment would

19       include submitting a revised Exhibit 1.  That is

20       the proposed plan, the methodology, information

21       that the special committee took into account when

22       it was drawings these maps.

23             You would have a revised Exhibit 2, which is

24       what the special committee map -- what you

25       ultimately conclude as your special committee map.
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1             You would have a revised Exhibit 3, which,

2       will be the final map.  Again, if the committee map

3       changes tomorrow, then there would be final map and

4       the amended asserted in the final Council map.

5             You would have a revised Exhibit 5, which is

6       the revised legal description and census

7       tract information for those new districts.

8             You would have a revised Exhibit 7, which

9       would be the at-large Council district descriptions

10       and census tracts as revised.

11             You would have a revised Exhibit 8, which

12       would be the revised school district map.

13             You would have a revised Exhibit 10, which

14       would be the language that would go into Appendix

15       2, Section 1 in the charter, which would be also

16       related to the school board districts.

17             We would recommend also including language

18       within your committee amendment that would

19       authorize the office of general Council and the

20       Planning & Development Department to be able to

21       make changes to the texts, the exhibits, other

22       documents that are consistent with how the

23       committee takes action tonight -- or this

24       afternoon.  And then, again, tomorrow, if the

25       Council takes additional action, then that would
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1       also be in the same language to allow us to do

2       that.

3             There would be a couple of changes to the

4       title to reflect the changes we are talking about

5       here.

6             And those are primarily the technical

7       amendments that we would ask you to consider when

8       you make the recommendation.

9             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.

10             Mr. Teal, you're recognized.

11             MR. TEAL:  To the President, I really don't

12       have anything to add to Ms. Johnston's

13       presentation, other than to say that this is the

14       exact same process that was followed initially in

15       March of this year on the first go around.

16             So process-wise, it's going to be the same.

17       Obviously it's blurry.  It's not perfect.  You've

18       had to give up a lot, I guess, in order meet the

19       court's deadline.

20             One thing I would mention, it's kind of a

21       practical matter, is that, simply by virtue of the

22       fact of how long things take -- I know you are sick

23       of hearing about how long things take -- how long

24       things take for Dr. Johnson to be able to make

25       changes and get the proper analysis to make sure
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1       that we're solid from a legal standpoint, he is not

2       going to be able to do any real major changes that

3       we don't know about that come up tomorrow.  And so.

4             I think, Mr. President, in yesterday's

5       meeting, you indicated that we needed to have some

6       kind of advanced notice that -- I believe you said

7       the 9:00 deadline tomorrow.  I didn't want you to

8       think that was an attempt to not consider all

9       issues or questions or those kind of things.

10             It's just simply a matter of, we want to make

11       sure that what we present to you-all is the best

12       information, the most solid information, the most

13       defensible information.  Thank you.

14             THE CHAIR:  For that, Mr. Teal.

15             Ms. Johnston, can you get --

16             Councilman Gaffney, I see you in the queue.

17             And Councilman Vice President as well in the

18       queue.

19             MR. GAFFNEY:  My comment is going to be very

20       short.  I thought I heard Mr. Bowman make a

21       recommendation here that 7 and 8 possibly could

22       swap?  That's what you're saying?  And let me say

23       what I'm going to say, I thought that is what I

24       heard, if that's the case, because I know my

25       colleagues want to go more up than 7, even though
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1       that with drawn, the Council person -- but it's

2       good news is that downtown, you've got your

3       eastside.  For whichever person wins, they still

4       can move in that district and represent that

5       district.  That still gives them a chance to

6       participate.

7             So to -- I guess to support my colleague who

8       wants to go more north, I don't know how the other

9       two, perhaps, guys running -- but I am looking

10       for -- to allow this committee if you-all choose

11       with the data to swap 7 and 8.

12             THE CHAIR:  Are you done, Mr. Gaffney?

13             MR. GAFFNEY:  I'm done.  I think that will

14       give her what she wants.

15             THE CHAIR:  I don't know if Councilwoman

16       Pittman heard that.  Okay.

17             Vice President Salem.

18             MR. SALEM:  Thank you, Mr. President.  Is a

19       motion needed to revamp the dots that I talked

20       about with initials?  And it was brought to my

21       attention that maybe council members that have an

22       exclusion of their address to be public and do not

23       want to publish their address, but --

24             THE CHAIR:  Are there?

25             MR. SALEM:  Yes.  Yes.
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1             THE CHAIR:  How?

2             MR. WHITE:  It is public record.  It's just

3       firefighters in state of Florida and law

4       enforcement and the supervisor of election, their

5       address is not listed.  But everybody else is fine.

6             THE CHAIR:  Your recommendations or

7       directives to them?

8             MR. SALEM:  Yes.  But my question is, does it

9       require a motion to direct them to do that or are

10       we fine?

11             THE CHAIR:  You're fine.

12             MR. WHITE:  Can I add, it would be more of

13       law enforcement, because their addresses are not --

14       because they have to put folks in jail, and we

15       don't do that.  Anyway, it's fine.

16             MR. SALEM:  Thank you, Mr. President.

17             THE CHAIR:  Ms. Sidman, you're recognized.

18             MS. SIDMAN:  Thank you, City Council.  I have

19       not confirmed all of the Council members that may

20       have exceptions for their addresses, and I would

21       like to have the ability to do that if there are

22       exceptions to that.  I'm assuming we're just

23       talking about seated Council members; correct?  We

24       are not talking about candidates and anybody who's

25       running for office?
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1             MR. SALEM:  Other than the two in District 7.

2       We want those two, the two candidates.

3             THE CHAIR:  Right.  So we are talking about

4       7, but the discussion earlier today -- and we all

5       got e-mails, there was another candidate that was

6       running, that said that the maps were going to move

7       him out and that it was -- I mean, I'm not going to

8       go into the e-mail.  That is just a passionate

9       constituent.

10             However, I understand what Ms. Sidman is

11       saying, should we consider folks that have been

12       running for the last year?  Two years?  I want to

13       make sure that there's at least a discussion about

14       it.  We can agree to disagree or we can agree on

15       it.  I would like to have a discussion.

16             MR. SALEM:  Mr. President, I raise this issue

17       before, of people that have filed and have opened

18       up a campaign and while raising money for a

19       particular seat.  It's a difficult issue, because

20       in several cases, there are several of them.  We

21       have altered a district for one of those people.

22             I'm just concerned that we did it for one --

23       because he was very vocal and came here and made

24       his case.  I understand that.

25             I just worry that we're setting ourselves up
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1       on other people that have filed, that are

2       raising money, may not be aware of what we're doing

3       today.  It is a tough issue and we don't have a lot

4       of time.

5             But we aught to at least account for the

6       election on Tuesday, for sure, because we know

7       there is going to be a new person.  Thank you.

8             THE CHAIR:  Thank you.  We are going to wrap

9       this up.  So she just asked if she could have an

10       extension.  And Ms. Sidman had great -- we should

11       have a little time to figure out -- at least those

12       two, which I don't think they are private.

13             But moving forward.

14             Ms. Clark-Murray, you're the last one on the

15       queue.

16             MS. CLARK-MURRAY:  Thank you.  Chair to my

17       colleagues -- actually to Ms. Sidman, in terms of

18       consideration of those who are incumbents who were

19       actually elected and the election was certified and

20       those who are running, what does the ordinance say,

21       what does our law say, in regards to that

22       information and redistricting?

23             And I'm probably putting you on the spot a

24       little bit and I apologize -- or anyone else that

25       can answer that question, because it does stipulate
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1       who we should consider or what positions we should

2       consider when redistricting.

3             MS. SIDMAN:  Through the President to council

4       Member Clark-Murray, I will defer those

5       questions -- I defer you to the office of general

6       Council.

7             MS. CLARK-MURRAY:  Is there, Mr. Teal?  I am

8       sure you heard the question.

9             MR. TEAL:  I did.  There is no legal

10       requirement for you all to consider the residencies

11       of your incumbents, candidates, anything along

12       those lines.  That's a policy decision.

13             And so early in the process, the Council made

14       the policy decision that we don't want to write

15       anybody out of their districts.  So that's one of

16       the initial maps you see, the Maroon, the Orange,

17       the Lime and -- we put it on plaintiff's map,

18       included where the incumbents lived, because that

19       was the policy direction that we thought was

20       important to get.

21             MS. CLARK-MURRAY:  So what you're saying is

22       that it is not a requirement but it's the policy of

23       the city to do so?

24             MR. TEAL:  It's the policy of this city

25       Council during this redistricting process to make
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1       that a priority.  So I don't want to say that it's

2       a city policy, because it can change.  I mean, next

3       time they might not worry about it.  But for this

4       particular one, those were the marching orders that

5       we were given in terms of preparing maps and what

6       information is included on those maps.

7             MS. CLARK-MURRAY:  Thank you.

8             THE CHAIR:  Thank you so much.  So now we're

9       at the point -- back to the special committee where

10       we're looking to, at least, land the plane for

11       today.

12             This piece of legislation is an emergency.

13       It's 2022-800.  And so we will -- I am looking for

14       a motion on the emergency.

15             MR. DIAMOND:  Mr. President, I would move the

16       emergency.

17             MR. BOWMAN:  Second.

18             THE CHAIR:  So I've got a motion and second

19       on the emergency.

20             Seeing no one in the queue, all in favor of

21       the emergency, say Aye.

22             MULTIPLE SPEAKERS:  Aye.

23             THE CHAIR:  Those opposed have the same

24       right.

25             The emergency carries.
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1             MR. DIAMOND:  And then I would move the bill

2       as amended as an emergency.

3             Ms. Paige, do you need to ask themselves

4       that, to move that (unintelligible) --

5             MS. JOHNSTON:  If I may, I will tell the

6       committee where you've ended up and then, perhaps,

7       a motion that would roll everything together would

8       be in the order.

9             So, again, the two motions that were approved

10       by the committee was to go back to the original

11       Maroon map, which would move Riverside/Avondale

12       into District 10 and also to look into the San

13       Mateo moving back into 2.

14             And then there was a separate motion from

15       Mr. Bowman to also make an amendment to the Maroon

16       map to change San Pablo Reserve, to take it into

17       District 3.

18             So those were two separate motions along with

19       the technical amendments.  So if you would like to

20       move the two separate motions and the technical

21       amendments all as one, you can do so.

22             MR. DIAMOND:  Yeah.  So I would make that

23       motion as an amendment to the bill as an emergency

24       so that we can do it all at once.

25             MR. BOWMAN:  Second.
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1             THE CHAIR:  So I have a motion and a second

2       on that motion and amendment, to roll it all

3       together.  Any discussion?

4             Seeing none, this vote will be on the

5       ballot -- voice vote.

6             All in favor, say Aye.

7             MULTIPLE SPEAKERS:  Aye.

8             THE CHAIR:  Those opposed have the same

9       right.

10             The amendment carries.

11             MR. DIAMOND:  Move the bill as an emergency

12       as amended.

13             MR. BOWMAN:  Second.

14             THE CHAIR:  We've got a motion and a second

15       on the bill as amended as an emergency.

16             Seeing no one in the queue, please open the

17       ballot record your vote.

18             UNIDENTIFIED SPEAKER:  7 yeas. 0 nays.

19             THE CHAIR:  By your actions, you approve the

20       2022 Original Maroon Map as amended as an

21       emergency.

22             I want to thank each of you all for your hard

23       work.  I want to thank you visiting council members

24       for coming.  I look forward to seeing everyone at

25       9:00 a.m.  Thank you.
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1             Meeting adjourned.
